The Nevada Arts Council’s investment in the state’s creative industry provides citizens a rich quality of
life—contributing to the diversity of Nevada’s economy, workforce and cultural tourism, and fostering life-
long learning through the arts.

This Annual Report summarizes the grants awarded, and numerous programs and services provided by
the Nevada Arts Council during the 20122013 budget cycle. Read between the lines and you will discover
thousands of hours and many more dollars committed by Nevada’s cultural workforce, educators, volunteers
and patrons to ensure that their state remains rich in art.

Faced with the challenges of new economic realities and, too often, life-altering experiences, we are reminded
each day of the potency of the creative spirit and the significance of artistic expression. These elements of
the human experience serve as agents of unity, as conduits for cultural understanding, as healing forces
beyond measure, and as languages of affirmation and celebration.

After reading this report, we have no doubt that you will have developed a sense of pride and admiration
for the work of the Silver State’s expansive cultural community, and a greater understanding that the arts
are essential for a 21st century Nevada, and for the well-being of all its citizens.
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A nine-member board appointed by the Governor promotes cultural policies and programs to benefit
residents throughout the state and makes final decisions on Nevada Arts Council (NAC) grant allocations.
Staff develops and administers programs that support the agency’s mission and goals in accordance with
the Values and Vision strategic plan. A division of the Department of Tourism and Cultural Affairs, the NAC
1s divided into six program areas to serve our diverse population.

The Nevada Arts Council ensures that the arts are celebrated throughout the Silver State—in small towns,
rural areas, and in major metropolitan centers—sparking individual imagination, empowering group
participatory experiences, benefiting local economies, and providing critical educational opportunities.

The arts are a high-touch business. You’ll find Nevada Arts Council fingerprints across Nevada — supporting,
funding or sponsoring visual arts exhibitions, orchestral, choral and bluegrass concerts, film festivals, ethnic
and community celebrations, cowboy poetry gatherings, writing workshops, master dance classes, artists in
school residencies, musicians in health care facilities, and so much more.

NAC grants reach nearly every county, but grant-making is only one element in the agency’s toolbox. Nevada
Arts Council cultural specialists purposefully serve Nevada’s changing demographics, audiences with different
needs, and a diverse workforce in the cultural and educational sectors. The staff designs imaginative programs
and initiatives to deliver the arts to communities with limited cultural opportunities. They facilitate convenings,
workshops and statewide communication networks; produce publications; offer administrative resources; and
provide personalized assistance to artists, educators, arts organizations and communities.

Each year, the NAC builds on its experiences and partnerships to better serve Nevadans, the creative
industry and the overall prosperity of our state.

Challenged with significant cuts of more than 50 percent between 2008 and 2012 and operating on a
fraction of a sliver of the state budget, the NAC has been strategic in maintaining core services and creating
new partnership initiatives to serve the public and our core constituencies. Unfortunately, many critical
grants categories and programs still remain suspended, and grant dollars severely reduced.

Guided by Values and Vision, our strategic plan, and committed to the fundamental values of excellence,
access, inclusion and integrity, the Nevada Arts Council balances its priorities to achieve statewide impact—
from the individual to the institution.

Nevada’s wealth of professional artists—painters, dancers, musicians, filmmakers, actors, writers—are at

the heart of quality arts and education programs, and vibrant communities across the state. The Artist
Services Program provides resources for Nevada’s creative workforce while promoting opportunities for
artists to engage with citizens through highly valued outreach programs, such as the Nevada Touring Initiative.

Founded on the belief that the arts belong in the lifelong learning process of all citizens, the Arts Learning
Program provides school and community artist residencies, grants for innovative arts learning projects in-
and out-of-school, professional development support for educators and statewide initiatives that enhance
curriculum, such as Poetry Out Loud.

The Community Arts Development Program employs networking, planning grants and other
services to help cities and towns across Nevada develop local strategies and programs that create and
sustain community vitality. The Nevada Circuit Riders Program and Roster extends the NAC’s reach by providing
affordable consultancies to nonprofit arts and cultural organizations.

Nevada is rich with traditions and cultures. Honoring and working with a range of artists and communities—
ethnic, tribal, regional, age, occupational, gender, religious and family—the Folklife Program documents
Nevada’s diverse cultural heritage to share with the public through publications, exhibitions, festivals, school
programs, workshops and the Nevada Folklife Archives.

NAC is the primary source of public arts funding for Nevada’s creative industry, schools and communities.
The Grants Program awards hundreds of grants each year, supporting innovative and valued arts and
cultural activities throughout the state. Even with significant agency cuts, which have reduced NAC grants
to often a small percentage of a grantee’s total budget, the public investment of these dollars extends far
beyond actual cash value—leveraging new funds, encouraging innovative public/private partnerships and
building local economies.

The Public Awareness and Arts Initiatives Program facilitates statewide initiatives and collaborations
to meet current needs and challenges of NAC constituencies and to promote the Nevada’s creative industry.
Projects include Arts4Nevada.org, the statewide online cultural calendar and advocacy center, strategic
planning, and the Exploring Nevada video series.
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Students and Poetry: A Rediscovered Pleasure
Thousands of Nevada high school-aged students have silenced their iPods to participate in the Poetry Out

Loud Program, and the experience will stay with them—TIike the poems they memorize and perform—for the
rest of their lives. Students master public speaking skills, build self-confidence and learn about their literary
heritage through the memorization of classic and contemporary poetry.

Generous support from NV Energy insured that the Eighth Annual Nevada Poetry Out Loud Program (POL)
continued as a statewide program—engaging more than 2,600 students representing 40 public, private,
charter and home schools.

Semi-finalists from thirteen of Nevada’s sixteen counties with high schools competed at the 2013 Nevada
POL State Final Competition held in downtown Reno at Whitney Peak Hotel’s popular music hall, Cargo.
Graciela Maya-Joseph, a senior at Owyhee High School in Elko County, was named Nevada’s State
Champion. She garnered $1,000 and $1,000 for her school to support literary programs, and traveled to
Washington, D.C. to compete for $50,000 in awards and school stipends at the National Finals. Second
and third place statewide winners Jennifer Simon, a senior at Pahrump Valley High School, and Ralston T.
Pedersen, a senior at Yerington High School, received $500 each and $500 for their schools.

KNPB Channel 5 produced a half-hour television special on the 2013 Nevada POL State Finals that aired
throughout the year and is featured on the station’s website.

The second year of Powering Up Poetry: Poets in Residence supported writing and poetry interpretation workshops
for students and teachers in rural areas. Students at Pahranagat Valley, C.O. Bastian, Lincoln County,
Beatty and Pahrump Valley High Schools—engaged with poets Gailmarie Pahmeier from Reno or Rachel
Harkai from Michigan. During the Cowboy Poetry Gathering, cowboy poets Randy Rieman, Montana,
and Joel Nelson, Texas, presented Powering Up Poetry workshops for students from Elko, Owyhee, Spring
Creek and Wells High Schools, and the Nevada Youth Training Center.

Advancing Community — Place Matters
What is it that makes a community livable and vibrant? An understanding that “place (where we live, where we

work, where we gather) matters.” At the 2013 Arts @ the Heart Convening, more than 150 artists, arts administrators,
educators, architects, and community and business leaders considered the attributes of vibrant communities, the
role of artists as civic animators, and local renewal and growth through community engagement.

ARTslam videos premiered at the Arts @ the Heart reception, hosted by Reno’s National Automobile
Museum. AR Tslams provided an insider’s perspective of ten Nevada’s cities and towns, and the role that
the arts and culture played in creating a “sense of place.” Explore Nevada’s creative communities of Ely,
Carson City, Tuscarora, Lovelock, Reno and Hawthorne through the AR Tslam videos on the NAC website
at nac.nevadaculture.org.

On the Road...

The highly acclaimed Nevada Touring Initiative (NTI) and its Traveling Exhibition Program connects
audiences with the arts at the local level. N'TT exhibits are professionally curated, and for a small fee, are
delivered, installed and de-installed by the NAC in towns as small as Beatty to suburbs in the Truckee Meadows.
Artist talks and workshops to correspond with N'TT exhibits are also offered. Twelve exhibits including Words
+ Images. Broadsides from the Black Rock Press, Wally’s World: The Loneliest Art Collection in Nevada; and Honest
Horses: A Portrait of the Mustang in the Great Basin were installed in museums, libraries, and other public facilities
throughout the state. An extended run of Honest Horses at the Reno Tahoe International Airport’s DepARTures
Gallery boosted the number of citizens and visitors enagaged by the NTT Program to more than 970,000 in
FY2013—in eight rural communities and urban neighborhoods in seven Nevada counties.

An 1-80 tour of Utah’s Repertory Dance Theatre with extended residencies in Winnemucca and Elko
was coordinated by the NAC. The local sponsors, Great Basin College in Elko, and Great Basin Arts &
Entertainment in Winnemucca, designed community-specific activities with members of the dance company,
that included lecture-demonstrations for students and senior citizens, movement classes, collaborations with

local dancers, and full-length evening public performances. The Sense of Place tour was generously supported
by Barrick Gold of North America.

Building Knowledge and Experience

Professional development of Nevada’s cultural workforce sustains healthy nonprofit organizations and
creative programming. In FY2013, 74 Professional Development Grants (PDG) were awarded to artists,
arts administrators and arts educators to attend workshops, conferences and to support career development
activities. With PDG support, Nevada was represented at the Western Regional Music Therapy Conference,
Tempe, AZ; Global Alliance for Arts & Health Conference, Washington, D.C.; Association of Children’s
Museums’ INteractivity Conference, Pittsburgh, PA; and League of American Orchestras Conference, St.
Louis, MO, as well as others.

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Honoring Traditions
Nevada Stories, NAC’s online video series, celebrates Nevada’s folk and traditional artists — our tradition

bearers who transmit what they believe, know, do, and create with others who share a common heritage,
language, religion, occupation, or region. Their expressions are deeply rooted in and reflective of a
community’s shared standards of beauty, values, or life experiences. Explore Chinese New Year Las Vegas Style,
the Nevada State Basketry Collection, Northern Paiute Powwow Regalia and Elko’s National Basque Festival, and more
at nac.nevadaculture.org.

The intricate and colorful embroidery of Las Vegas folk artist Romeo Sigiienza and members of his family
were featured in Family Flowers/Flores Familiares, a new exhibition developed by the NAC Folklife Program.
Born on the Isthmus of Tehuantepec in southern Mexico, Siglienza brought this textile tradition with him
to the United States, and continues to share the exquisite art form with younger generations. Family Flowers
was created for the Nevada State Museum in Las Vegas, and supported with funding from the National
Endowment for the Arts, National Endowment for the Humanities and Nevada Humanities.

A Spotlight on Nevada’s Artists

Throughout the year, the OXS-Office eXhibition Series features the visual artists who have been recognized
through the Artist Fellowship Program. The public has an opportunity to engage with these artists during
receptions and artist talks at the OXS Gallery, which is located at the agency’s Carson City office. In
2012-2013, five artists created solo shows that filled the OXS Gallery with work that ranged from soft wall
sculptures, mixed media pieces and paintings, to intaglio printmaking and super-scale digital photographs
of lush and historically significant trees in Cholula, Mexico. OXS also featured Stop the Cas; Dad!, an N'T1
exhibit of work by Nevada photographer Erik Lauritzen (1953 — 2007).

Since 1985, the LXS—Legislative eXhibition Series has provided a spotlight on the Silver State's breadth of
contemporary and folk artists at the Nevada State Legislature during the biennial legislative session.
Designed to encourage legislators and the public to discuss art—a topic not often referenced during daily
floor sessions and committee meetings, the 2013 LXS Gallery featured photography, drawings, paintings,
mixed media work, sculpture/assemblages, and an extensive selection of folk and traditional art.

The Work of Artists, a new NAC initiative was launched at the Nevada State Legislature during the 2013
session, and offered personal interactions with some of Northern Nevada’s finest traditional, folk and
contemporary artists through workshops and talks. Co-sponsored by SENarts, a program of the Nevada
State Senate, /e Work of Artists provided an opportunity for artists to engage with community members and
those working at and visiting the Legislature.
