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TRAFFIC REGULATIONS IN NEVADA

Visitor's Permit—Nonresident owners of motor vehi-
cles, trailers, or semitrailers, properly licensed in other
States, may operate in Nevada without paying fees pro-
vided they shall, within five days after commencing to
operate within the State, apply for nonresident regis-
tration permil.

License Plates Displayed—License number piates musi
e conspleuously displayed on all motor vehicles, includ-
Ing trailers, in the State of Nevads at all times,

Operator's License Reguired-—Every person who drives
a motor vehicle upon any public highway in Nevada
must have an operator's license,. No fee is charged for
Lhis license, and application can he made to any Countly
Assessor for such leense,

License Avallable At All Times—The licensee shall
have an operator's license in his immediate possession
at all times when driving a motor vehicle, and shall
display the same upon the demand of a Justice of the
Peace, & peace officer, or & member of the State Pollce.
It 1s a misdemeanor for any person to drive a motor
vehicle after his operator’'s license has been revoked or
suspended, Llcenses of other States are generally recog-
nized.

Regulations for Minors—No person under 1§ yvears of
nege is permitted to drive a molor vehicle In Nevada at
any time. A nonresident operator under 16 years of age
must procure a Nevada driver's leense, The applica-
tion of a minor for operator's or chauffeur's license
must be signed by legal guardian or parent.

Speed Limit—1t Is unlawtul to drive a motor vehlele
at n rate of speed greater than that which is reasonable
and proper, having due regard for trafic, surface. and
width of highway.

Slow moving trafflc shall drive Lo the extreme right
of the highway, but in no place shall drive at such a
rate of speed that it will delay or hinder the traffic in
the rear {u-.-y(mrl a reasonable limit.

Collision—Imimediate assistlance must be given to any
PErson or i:-'-l‘sons injured by collision; and a full report
of any collision shall be made to a Sherlf or proper
municipal authority and to any member of the State
Police at the scene of the accldent.

Intoxicated Drivers—Any person who drives a motor
vehiele while under the influence of intoxicating liguor
or stimulating or stupefying drugs shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor. If death or bodily Injury results to any
person from the act or negligence oly an Intoxicated
driver, the latter shall be guilty of a felony.

Park Your Car Off the Roadway—When forced o
stop uluuF the highways all motor vehicle drivers ave
required by law to move such vehicle from the muin
traveled portion of the highways while making adjust-
ments or repairs,

Keep Your Driving Lane—Motor wvehicle drivers are
reguired by law to stay in the driving lane on the right
when approaching a curve or crest of a hill, Warnlng
signs must be observed,

Descend Grades With Gears In Mesh—It is unlawful
In Nevada to drive a motor vehicle while descending a
grade with the geara out of mesh.

Stop Engines While Getting Gas — Molor vehlele
ecngines must be shut off while the supply tank is
being filled with gasoline or other motor fuel,

Change of Direction Signals—Every person driving a
motor vehicle shall, before changing direction or stop-
ping, extend the left hand in the proper signal to give
notice of lils intention, and thls sign shall be made at
If-nit i feet before the change of direction or stop is
made,

Dim Your Lights—The law requires the dimming of
lights when approaching a vehicle traveling in the
opposite directlon.

Mechanical Eguipment Requirements—Iivery motor
vehlele lleensed for use on the public highways in
Nevada shall be provided with adequate br:ﬁ;es and a
sultable horn. Sirens are to be used only by emergency
yvehicles in An emergency.

Sounding Horns—A lawful signalling device shall In
ull cases be sounded In passing other cars going in like
direction, and at Intersecting highways in the country
or elsewhere whenever the operator's view is obscured.

Headllights—AL least two white headlights and one
red tall-light are required on all motor vehicles using
the Nevada highways. Trucks and trailers shall be
cquipped with reflectors and lamps required by law, In
the event of failure of one or more lights, the operator
may proceed cautiously, taking the first opportunity to
put his lights in order.
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
