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2015-2016 BUDGET MESSAGE

The Mayor, City Council, City Manager and Department Heads conducted a budget
workshop during March 2015 to compile the data needed for this budget.

The General Fund tax rate for FY 2015-2016 is $0.4044 yielding total tax revenue of
$235,503 (8246,292 less $10,821 Ad Valorem tax abatement).

The combined available General Fund resources are estimated to be $2,367,198 (see
schedule B, Form 9; Page 11). The General Fund is balanced with an ending fund
balance of $137,236 (Schedule B Summary, Form 11; Page 19).

The Proprietary Funds (Sewer, Water and Mason Water) are balanced with each of the
funds outlined as follows:

1.  CITY WATER FUND

Projected operating revenue for FY 2015-2016 is $996,548 up from $945,605 in FY
2014-2015. Cash and Cash Equivalent at June 30, 2016 is set at $5,177,831 up
from $3,586,954 in FY 2014-2015. The water rate (increased in January 2012, July
2013, 2014, 2015 and 2016) will provide the capital required for operations. The
USDA loan payment of the Mason Water System will be paid off during FY 2015-
16. The Mason Water Fund has been combined with the City Water Fund.

2. CITY SEWER FUND
Sewer user fees are projected to be $671,469 in FY 2015-2016 up from $651,811 in
FY 2014-2015. Cash and Cash Equivalent at June 30, 2016 is set at $2,033,727 up
from $1,848,252 in FY 2014-2015.

3. MASON WATER FUND

This fund has been combined with the City Water Fund and will not be mentioned
in the FY 16-17 budget.
