Village, expect modern Mexican cuisine
with a twist.

Flash floods in Clark County are the result of high inten-
sity, short duration thunderstorms, typically occurring in the
summer months. The months of July through September are
considered flash flood season throughout Southern Nevada.
The Las Vegas Valley’s average annual rainfall is approximately
4 inches. Even a small storm with little precipitation can pro-
duce dangerous

Roadway low points can quickly
fill with floodwaters, trapping
unsuspecting motorists. Dips, ‘

bridges and low areas are par-
ticularly prone to flooding and are not always visible at night.
Avoid areas that are already flooded and high velocity flow
areas. Do not attempt to cross flowing washes. Be aware that
the roadbed may not be intact under floodwaters. Turn around
and go another way. NEVER drive through flooded roadways.
Children, in particular, need to be warned about the dangers of
floodwaters and dry washes.
