Phillips and Springmeyer will sell 
virtually anything they have in stock at 
Gasoline Alley, and they take consign­
ment .

Jones. With the wind in your face and 
eyes up the track, you can throttle down 
on old o. 40, a beautiful Baldwin 10-
wheeler and one of the original Queens 
of Steam on the evada orthem Rail­
way in Ely. You can play the blues on 
her whistle as she rumbles through 
Tunnel o. 1---one ofonly a few curved 
railroad tunnels in the United States­
and up Robinson Canyon to the historic 
Keystone mining district. 

The evada orthern 
Railway Museum offer 
railroad buffs like Rapacz a 

The Nevada Northern Railway once served Ely's 
copper industry. Today it's a working railroad museum. 

"It took awhile to start it up," recalls 
Andy Rapacz, a nuclear engineer from 
West Richland, Wa hington, who drove 
the Ely train during his dream vacation

The evada orthem Rail­
way wa built in 1906 by Mark 
Requa of the evada Con oli­
dated Copper Company (later 
Kennecott Corporation) to trans­
port ore from the mine near 
Ruth to the McGill melter and 

the tran continental interchange at 
Cobre. 

The company asked the operation 
manager, Pete Peter on, to crap four 
engine and all passenger cars, but the 
frugal Peterson hid o. 40 and two cars 
in the maintenance building. Except for 
a few gho tlike reappearances, the train 
remained veiled until 1986, when Ken­
necott donated the railroad, including 
the Ea t Ely tation, railroad yard , and 
rolling tock, to the city of Ely to oper­
ate a a working railroad mu um. 

The evada orthem Railway Mu-
eum ha a year-round mu eum and 

gift hop and a umrner program that 
include engineer -in-training, pa en­
ger excur ions, guided walking tour , 
and special events. In the student engi­
neer program one learns to engage 
gear , open the throttle to let in steam 
and lock it in place, blow the whi tle, 
make ure the track i clear, and en­
gage the brake. 

Students are accompanied by a ro­
tating crew of three-a certified engi­
neer to provide instruction, a fireman to 
stoke the firebox, and a brakeman to 
throw the witches. Some are women. 
All are volunteers. Two are retired

The vacationing high roller can indulge in a fountain of extravagances, including limo 
rides, elegant suites, and general pampering at hotels like Caesars Palace (above). 

I t' every gambler' dream: the 
mythically lavi h pampering af­
forded the ari tocracy of casino 

ociety, known as high rollers. We're 
talking erious hedoni m here, the 
kind of profligate polling that would 
quicken the heartbeat of a upermodel, 
flatter an aging Briti h rock tar, raise 
the eyebrow of a ultan. o other ho -
pitality hangout on the planet can 
lather more extravagant and intem­

perate perqui ite on it be t cu tomer 
than the megare ort of Las Vegas. 
And the mo t amazing thing i that 
qualifying for them i not a function of 
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fame, rank, or influence. It's a com­
pletely democratic, equal-opportunity, 
cla -blind y tern. Only two thing are 
required. 

One, the coin of the realm. And two, 
a willingness to gamble it against the 
house. 

So let' pretend that the oil company 
you invested in finally struck black 
gold, or you just hit a record-breaking 
lottery, or a long-lo t great-uncle left 
you a bundle, and you're about to em­
bark on a fantasy vacation. You decide 
to take your significant grub take to 
La Vegas-and find out fir thand 

what it's like to be 
treated like roy­
alty. 

Pardon the pry­
ing, but e actly

you? A million 
dollar ? Hoo 

wee! Put a cool 
mil in the ca e at

get ready to party. For tarter , the 
joint will charter a umptuou l; ap­
pointed 727 to fly you and your en­
tourage of 20 friend and family 
member to La Vega . When you ar­
rive at McCarran Airport, a convoy of 
tretch Cadillac limou ine whi k 

your group to the hotel, where you're 
greeted by a platoon of bellmen, four 
hastes es from VIP Services, and the 
vice president of casino marketing, 
who e cort you to your private villa. 
The 10,000-square-foot bungalow for 
bigwigs features four bedroom , five 
bathrooms, a Jacuzzi and sauna, 
kitchen, dining room, exerci e room, 
billiards table, custom furniture, one­
of-a-kind artifacts and artwork, two 50-
inch TVs with VCRs, 20 telephone , 
and a pretty good view of the Strip. At 
th door, you're greeted by your but­
ler, who introduce you to your chef, 
bartender, waitres (an ex- howgirl, of 
cour e), housekeeper, and ho t. A four­
cour e snack awaits on the 18th-cen­
tury Danish dinette. 

While you no h on beluga caviar 
and Italian truffles, the ho t detail 
your itinerary for the afternoon and 
evening: 18 holes of golf on an ultra-ex­
clusive course, where your playing 
partners might include Michael Jordan, 
Bruce Willis, and Kenny Roger . After­
ward you'll take a helicopter to the 
company yacht for a sunset crui e on 
Lake Mead. Then it's back to the hotel 
for a formal dinner with your en-
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tourage and a few hours of blackjack in 
your private gaming alon-where 
you'll be expected to wager an average 
of $50,000 per hand, igning marker to 
draw on your $1-million line of casino 
credit. 

Say what? You have to pay inheri­
tance taxes on the million? ot to 
worry. You can till play out a ome­
what caled-down, mere-mortal ver­
sion of your dream vacation. You're 
not the Holy Roman Emperor any­
more, but you're till a high roller. 

At an average bet size of $250 a hand 
at a blackjack, baccarat, or crap table, 
you're certainly entitled to the full free 
ride at premium re ort on the Las Ve­
ga Strip. You won't fly on a chartered 
jet, but your round-trip airfare will be 
reimbursed. You won't be put up in an 
opulent villa, but you will be ade­
quately accommodated in a penthouse 
uite. All your meals (and room ser­

vice), expen ive drink , how tickets, 
and a round of golf will be comped. 
Ho te se from VIP Service will make 
all the arrangements, a hotel limo will 
wheel you around, the waiters and pit 
bo · e will call you by name, and your 
traveling companion will be powdered 
and poodled. 

To bet ro a hand for four hours a 
day o\·er a two-day weekend, you'd 
need a bankroll of roughly 20,000, 
which gets you th g d life at the pre­
mium joint like the De ert Inn, Cae­
sar Palace, and the tirage. But you 
don't have to pend even that much for 
high-roller tatu at ome of the older 
Strip or downto\.\n ca ino . At tho e 
joint , an average bet of 75 a hand will 
get you a limo from the airport, a high­
roller suite, gourmet food, top- helf 
beverages, po sibly room ervice and a 
round of golf, and how ticket . 

Does a $20,000 weekend ound 
pricey? It' not o far-fetched for a 
dream vacation. Sure, you could hit a 
cold spell and lo it all, but you could 
just as ea ily go on a monster run and 
double it. Mo t likely, you'd come 
do e to breaking even, given that your 
expected lo (a factor of the house ad­
vantage taking its hare of your bets) is 
a mere $625 for 500 hand of blackjack 
at $250 a hand. Thu , after a weekend 
of o much gluttony that it become a 
blur, you're the favorite to return home 
with $19,375 or o. And then you could 
tum around, return to the Mirage, and 
do it all again next weekend.

At the Top 
A Reno explorer spends her vacations 
on Nevada's tallest peaks. 
By Rose Strickland 

My quest to climb evada's high­
e t peak began with mall 
tep . I had di covered the 

tate' breathtaking backcountry on hik­
ing and camping trips, but soon I de­
cided to tackle the tate's tallest peaks. 

In the 1970s, I made my first summit, 
Boundary Peak, evada's highe tat 
13,140 feet. After recovering from a 
four-hour, heart-pounding log up the 
mo tly cro s-country route to the sum­
mit, I exp rienced an incredible phy i­
cal and mental high. The air wa clean 
and fre h, and the vistas were mind­
boggling. I could see a 100-mile tretch 
of the Sierra evada's highest peaks to 
the we t and another hundred miles 
ea t aero range after range to the 
Central evada peak . A few rugged 
bri tlecone pine truggled up to the 
tree line. Tiny alpine wildflowers col­
ored the ummit ridges yellow, pink, 
and blue. I realized that the evada-

I explored Nevada's 
highest places, most 
of which I found to be 
trail-less walkups. 

California tate line ran just below me, 
behv n Boundary Peak and the higher 
urnmit of Montgomery Peak just one­

quarter mile to the west. 
Hey, I told myself after I finally 

regained my breath, I could get hooked 
on th .. At the time, I had no idea that 
Boundary would be the first of 42 
peak -the highest mountaintop in 

evada-that I would climb during my 
future vacations. 

After Boundary I tackled 11,773-foot 
Arc Dome in the Toiyabe Range with a 
friend who had never climbed a moun­
tain before. The struggle against gravity 
wa becoming familiar to me. The 
mountain trail proceeded al ng undu­
lating, bru h-co\'ered rid that looked 
like the body of a lumberin green gi­
ant. We followed the trail' itchbacks 
through wildflower-cov red lope to 
the rocky, \vindy ummit. There, we 
found our elve e hilarated, over­
whelmed by them untain' beauty, the 
vista , and our ace mplishm nt. On this 
peak, I realized that ununittin wasn't

just the conquering of a mountain. It 
wa a contest with myself, testing my 
physical and mental strength, en­
durance, and resourcefulness. 

In the decade that followed, I literally 
dragged my family and friends up one 

evada peak after another, each with 
spectacular scenery, surprising 
wildlife, and unique physical and 
mental challenges. My summit­
ting vacations took a new turn 
when I climbed Troy Peak in 
the Grant Range. On a second 
attempt we found a thrilling 
traverse of a 10-foot-narrow 
rocky ridge with 2,000-foot 
dropoffs on both sides. With 
that climb, I made a resolu­
tion: I was going to climb all 
of the state's peaks above 
11,000 feet. I wondered how 
many more I needed to climb! 

At that time, identifying the peaks 
that topped 11,000 feet was not an easy 
task. I knew that evada had a lot of 
mountains, but I would have never 
guessed that it has 314 mountain 
ranges. Fortunately, evada's moun-

tain guru, Alvin Mclane of Reno, pub­
lished Silent Cordilleras in 1978, with 
descriptions of each of evada's moun­
tain ranges. Even with the help of car­
tographers, identifying peak elevations 
was difficult, as I found that some of 

evada had not yet been mapped in 
detail. Gradually, I came up with a list 

of 42 named sununits that are 
over 11,000 feet and elimi­

nated the hundreds of 
unnamed rocky 
bumps on high ridges. 

During vacation af-
ter vacation, I ex­
plored evada's 
highest places, most of 
which I found to be 
trail-less walkups. I 

scaled the 16 high peaks 
in the lush Ruby and East 

Humboldt Mountains, filled 
with verdant mountain mead­

ows, lakes, and waterfalls. I traveled 
from my Reno home to the Snake 
Range, where a trail leads to 13,063-foot 
Wheeler Peak and cro -country routes 
lead to three 12,000-footers and five 

other peaks over 11,000 feet. E pecially 
challenging in Eastern evada were 
Troy Peak, Currant Mountain, and 
Duckwater of the limestone White Pine 
and Grant ranges and the three soaring 
summits of the Schell Creek Range 
near Ely. 

My favorites were the green, 
rounded sununits in Central evada­
the three sununits of Mount Jefferson in 

Gradually, I came up 
with a list of 42 named 
summits that are over 
11 ,000 feet. 

the Toquima Range and Arc Dome, 
Bunker Hill, and Toiyabe Dome in the 
Toiyabes. I confess that I drove a road 
up most of the sole high Western 

evada peak, Mount Grant, towering 
7,000 feet over Walker Lake near 
Hawthorne. Hiking a wonderful loop 
trail in the Spring Mountains in South-
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ern Nevada, I summitted the nearly 
12,000-foot Mount Charleston as well as 
Mummy Mountain and Griffith Peak 
along the way. 

Mountain-climbing expeditions into 
remote parts of Nevada required some 
planning. I would pull together maps, 
food, and gear for base camps and back­
pack trips. I discovered it was fun to 
learn about the geology, plants, and 
wildlife as well as the human history of 
the area. Yet, the mountains often re­
quire changes in the best-made plans. 

To scale many of the 
state's highest peaks, 
a challenge can be just 
finding the trailhead. 

On one climb in Central evada, we 
had to bail off the summit ridge of 
Mount Jefferson and et up a hasty 
camp in the midst of a wild and wet 
thunderstorm that circled the peak. 

For the most part, evada's moun­
tain trails are not technical and don't 
require special climbing skills or equip­
ment. To scale many of the state's high­
est peaks, the greatest challenge can be 
just finding the trailhead. Although 
roads crisscross Nevada's backcountry, 
not many have signs. In fact, whenever 
I have asked the locals where the road 
signs are, I have been told in no uncer­
tain terms that if a person needed a sign 
to get someplace, he or she had no busi­
ness going there. 

Best of all was the companionship of 
my photographer husband, Dennis 
Ghiglieri, and willing friends who expe­
rienced the thrills, beauty, and fun of 
those high mountain treks with me. 
Most of these trips were inexpensive, 
costing only a couple tanks of gasoline 
and camping food. 

Since all of the peaks were on na­
tional forest lands, no one's permission 
was needed for the climbs. What was 
needed was a strong sense of adven­
ture, some advance planning-and 
sometimes a little more. During one of 
my favorite climbs up Wheeler Peak in 
Great Basin ational Park, a neighbor 
who accompanied me celebrated both 
her victory over a fear of heights and 
her successful climb. That was quite 
a high.

I t's a duffer's dream vacation-play 
golf on your choice of Reno-Tahoe 
links, talk about golf at cocktails 

and dinner, enjoy a little casino 
nightlife, and play golf again the next 
day. Just imagine, a weekend or a week 
in which your biggest concern is what 
club to use on the first tee at Incline: Do 
you play it safe with a three-wood, or 
do you pull out the driver, swing from 
your heels, and hope the thin mountain 
air carries the ball a mile? 

John Petkovich is an ardent golfer 
from Arden, orth Carolina. Every 
summer he flies out and meets a group 
of friends. They stay at Tahoe, visit 
Reno's casinos a couple of times, and 
golf their brains out. For Petkovich, 
each course is more beauty than beast. 
"There always seems to be a new 
course to try," he says. "And we enjoy 
the beautiful scenery in the area." 

The scenery comes with the territory: 
the finishing holes at Edgewood that 
skirt the Lake Tahoe shoreline, the 
rolling green fairways amid the desert 
at Dayton Valley, and Lakeridge's 
island 15th green, rising serenely from 

a manmade Reno lake. There are the 
Scottish-style links of Northgate and 
Eagle Valley West, where holes are sur­
rounded by sagebrush and the absence 
of trees actually heightens the beauty at 
dawn and dusk as the sun casts long 
shadows across the fairways. 

The linkster will find 30 public 
courses of great variety within 50 miles 
of Reno. When the happy golfer returns 
home, he can brag about the course ar­
chitects, too.

Their group of 20 or 30 
golfer regularly arranges a package 
deal with the Carson Valley Inn: three 
nights' lodging at the Minden hotel­
casino, an opening cocktail party, an 
award banquet, and be t of all, two 
day of golf. 

The outing are a much for pure fun 
as for competitive golf, says George 
Thor en. He add , "There's the added 
altitude, o you get a little extra di -
tance on your shots than you would in 
the Sacramento Valley."

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The Corbett-Fitzsimmons bout 

put Carson City on the 

prizefighting map in 1897

0 
ne hundred years ago on St. 
Patrick's Day, Carson City hosted 
what promoters called "The Fight 
of the Century." The bout for the 

heavyweight championship of the 
world matched James J. "Gentleman 
Jim" Corbett, the reigning champion, 
and Robert Fitzsimmons, who held the 
middleweight title. 

The Corbett-Fitzsimmons fight repre­
sented a number of historical firsts. It 
was the state's first legal prizefight. It 
was the first boxing match recorded as a 
motion picture. It was the first in a se­
ries of famous booster fights that estab­
lished Nevada as a bastion of boxing-a 
tradition that continues to this day. 

The fight also was notable for the 
remarkable hoopla surrounding it. In 
1897, boxing was a great moral issue. 
Denounced as barbaric by many Amer­
icans, boxing was banned virtually 
everywhere. When the Nevada Legisla­
ture approved a last-minute law allow­
ing the bout, Nevada was in the midst 
of a 20-year mining depression, and 
boosting the state's economy was 
clearly on lawmakers' minds. The pub­
licity for the state, good and bad, was 
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John L. Sullivan and Wyatt Earp were in the crowd on St. Patrick's Day, 1897. 

enormous, as the controversial fight 
drew attention to Nevada's liberal 
social attitude and foreshadowed the 
state's pioneering laws on gambling 
and divorce in the 1930s. 

The fight was promoted by Dan 
Stuart, a Texas gambler. A year earlier, 
several Reno businessmen had con-

virtually everywhere. 

tacted Stuart about staging a match be­
tween Corbett and Tom Sharkey in the 
riverside city. Stuart decided that 
Nevada's prizefighting laws were too 
strict, but he began talking to officials in 
Carson City. He enlisted U.S. Attorney 
Charles A. Jones-as a private attor­
ney-to draft and lobby for a more 
lenient law. When Governor Reinhold 
Sadler and other officials went to San 

Francisco for the funeral of Attorney 
General Robert M. Beatty, who himself 
had been sympathetic to the Texan's 
plans, Stuart conferred with the Sage­
brush State officials. They gave Stuart 
their blessing-as long as their names 
were left out of the press. 

The San Francisco Chronicle broke the 
story on January 13, 1897 Boosters in 
Reno and Carson City announced their 
support for the bill, as did editor Sam 
Davis of the Carson Morning Appeal. 
Davis observed that fights were being 
held in other states despite anti-boxing 
laws. He also noted that Nevada per­
mitted gambling and the sale of liquor. 
"There is not a strict line of personal 
conduct in the west," Davis wrote, "as 
in the east where a man's reputation 
can be ruined should he be seen enter­
ing or leaving a saloon." 

Critics included George Nixon of the 
Silver State in Winnemucca. Nixon 
doubted that the legislature would ap­
prove "what is condemned and made a 
criminal offense in every state and terri­
tory in the union." 

Boxing foes called out the troops. In 
Carson City, legislators were inundated 
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with letters and telegrams in opposition 
to the bill. 

Nevertheless, on January 25, Assem­
blyman A. Gerrard of Esmeralda 
County introduced a bill that had been 
crafted by Stuart and Jones. After some 
refinements, the bill called for a fee of 
$1,000-split $900 to the state, $100 to 
the county-for each event, a physical 
examination of the principals, gloves of 
not less than four ounces, no alcohol 
sales, and no fights on Sundays. The As­
sembly passed the bill 20 to 1 the next 
day. The Senate approved the bill 9 to 6 
on January 28, and Governor Sadler 
signed it, saying that the letters, 
telegrams, and petitions he had seen 
"stood about 16 to 1" in favor of the 
new law. 

City businessmen reportedly 
rai ed $10,000 to induce Stuart 
to stage the extravaganza in 
their community. However, 
there was a question as to 
whether the fighters could train 
and perform at an altitude of 
nearly 7,000 feet, and Virginia 
and Truckee Railroad officials 
said Pullman sleepers could not 
negotiate the Comstock tunnels. 
Other proposed sites included 
Steamboat Springs south of 
Reno, Walley's Hot Springs 
near Genoa, and Golconda Hot 
Springs near Winnemucca, but 
Stuart had already decided 
upon Carson City. 

.. 

The governor told reporters he be­
lieved prizefights would bring "monied 
men" to evada who could then per­
sonally investigate the state's resources 
and consider investing in farms, 
ranches, and mines. He also defended 
Nevada's right to legalize prizefights, 
declaring, "The east can hold up its 
hands and call us wild and woolly, but 
New York and even the Quaker City of 
Philadelphia have them." Sadler added 
that prizefighting was not nearly as 
brutal as football. 

T
he ease with which the fight 
bill had coursed the legisla­
tive channels raised many 
eyebrows. George Nixon of 

the Silver State wrote that there 
had been payoffs and called 
Stuart "His Thugship." He 
noted that Texans had called a 
special session of their legisla­
ture to stop Stuart from bring­
ing the fight there. 

In a letter to the Carson City 
"Gentleman Jim" Corbett, no fan favorite, had beaten 
the sainted John L. Sullivan in 1892. 

News, "A Stigmatized Citizen" 
charged that the fight bill was the work 
of the Silver Party. He asked if the 
"monied men" had ever done anything 

Immediately, boosters from Reno, 
Carson City and Virginia City were bid­
ding feverishly for the match. Virginia

for Nevada "but to take her 
money for the purpose of en­
dowing California colleges and 
libraries and building them­
selves palaces on Nob Hill." 

Critics around the country 
decried Nevada's judgment­
and even its status as a state. A 
Philadelphia editor called 
Nevada's statehood "a grave 
mistake" and declared, "It is un­
fortunate that there is not a pro­
vision in the federal constitution 
by which Nevada could be re­
manded to a territorial condi­
tion or be absorbed by some 
more self-respecting state." 

Rising to the debate, Nevada 
editors responded in kind. "The 
men who would make it im­
moral have an imagination with 
a stretch to it like the mileage 
between Wadsworth and Win­
nemucca," mused Nat Hum­
mell of the Wadsworth Dispatch. 
Sam Davis of Carson's Appeal 
wrote, "We are not saints, but 
we are better than average, and 
a clergyman looking for a Moral 
Utopia might go further and 
fare worse." 

B 
y the time Governor Sadler signed 
the controversial bill, Corbett and 
Fitzsimmons had already signed 
their contracts for the fight. The win­

ner was to receive $15,000 and the pro­
ceeds of a side bet of $5,000 to $10,000. 
The loser would get $9,000. The site 
would be an outdoor amphitheater 
built on the infield of the Carson Race 
Track, at what today is the corner of 
Pratt and Musser streets on the capital's 
east side. 

The two contestants set up their train­
ing camps in February. Corbett selected 
Shaw's Hot Springs, now known as 
Carson Hot Springs, while Fitzsimmons 
chose Cook's Grove, three miles east of 
town. Each fighter was surrounded by 
family members and oilier followers, all 
of whom believed their man was the 
superior pugilist. 

Corbett had won the heavyweight 
title from John L. Sullivan in 1892, and 
the handsome Irish-American had a 
record of 11 victories and six draws. As 
a "fancy dan," Gentleman Jim was not 
a favorite with fight fans who wanted a 
man of brawn-another John L.­
rather than a "boxing artist," but knock­
out victories by Corbett in 1894 and 
1895 resolved any questions about his 
right to hold the title.

Manhattan skyscrapers, Coney Island, and the Brooklyn Bridge form a New York skytine on a Vegas street comer. 
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T
here's a Yellow Cab idling at the 
main entrance to the hotel while im­
patient drivers jockey their cars into 
position, weaty valets scurry to and 

fro, bellmen in pillbox cap hoi t lug­
gage onto carts, and snappy doormen 
tand by in tarched monkey uits. Traf­

fic is backed up for a city block waiting 
to pull into the portico. Horn blare, 
tires squeal, and an occa ional colorful 
epithet can be heard. Above it all tands 
the Empire State Building, ca ting it 
long, pointy shadow aero s the pedes­
trians on two treet comers and beyond, 
toward the center of one of the world's 
greatest cities. 

It' a typical scene on an average day 
in ew York-but wait a minute. 
What's wrong with this picture? The 
Yellow Cab isn't a beat-up gypsy taxi 
but a yellow limousine. The line of cars 
doesn't wait on Park Avenue but on 
Tropicana Avenue. The Empire State 
Building is only 529 

Building, CBS Tower, and Chry ler 
Building, along with the Brooklyn 
Bridge, Statue of Liberty, ew York 
Public Library, and a Coney Island-like 
roller coaster.

The owner of 
New York- ew York, a joint venture 
between MGM Grand and Primadonna 

Re ort , took a La Vega megare ort 
and crammed it into a po tage-stamp 
parcel on the Strip-the same way that 
Manhattan i jammed onto an i land 
200 blocks long and a dozen blocks 
wide. 

It's a bit roomier up tairs in the mez­
zanine arcade, which is reminiscent of 
Coney Island in its heyday. The arcade 
has all the latest video games, athan's 
hot dog , and hi torical photographs of 
Coney I land. You buy actual tokens for 
the roller coaster, the Manhattan Ex­
pr . You lip the token into the lot of 
a turnstile and line up for the next car­
exactly like catching the ubway. 

But that's where the ubway imilar­
ity ends. The first climb inclines at 
around 60 degr e : You're on your 
back, taring at the sky (or kyscrapers). 
The first and ub quent drop are ex­
hilarating, and the twists and turns are 
tight and fa t. They pack in a full 360-
degree loop, a creaming cork crew 
(with its "heartline twist and dive" that 
imparts a moment of weightlessnes ), 
and some erious rocking and rolling 
during the nearly four-minute ride. Did 
I mention that the roller coa ter towers 
over the mo t magnetic touri t intersec-

tion in the world, with views of lion , 
ca tles, tropical islands, and pyramid ?

ury Smith remembers walking 
alongside his father's wagon 
when his family moved to 

evada from Utah early in this 
century. Today Aury resides, ranches, 
and records the weather in remote 
northern Wa hoe County, five miles 
north of Vya, a town that exists only 
on maps. 

Like the country, the weather can be 
rugged in evada's northwestern cor­
ner. Aury says, "I waded through seven 
feet of snow on the level to get to the 
weather station just four winters ago. 
We had a hell of a time digging out and 
getting around." The former buckaroo 
recalls a cold spell in December 1990 
when the mercury dropped off the 
thermometer scale at minus 40. He says, 
"I just guessed that it was minus 43 de­
grees, but it could have been as low as 
minus 50!" 

Volunteers like Aury Smith have 
been the backbone of the state's weather 
network since the days when railroad 
station agents were the chief providers 
of data on temperature and precipita­
tion. There are now about 350 weather 
stations in evada, all but a handful 
manned by volunteers. 

As state climalogogist, I have long 
admired the volunteers' dedication, 
curiosity about the weather, and ability 
to per evere through sleet and sun in 
remote locations. evada's weather ob­
servers include miners, schoolteachers, 
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Pop Squires, shown with his rain gauge and thennometer shelter at his Las 
Vegas home in the 1950s, was an observer for nearly half a century. 

ranchers, store owners, firefighter , 
housewives, politicians, police officers, 
and park rangers. Because of them, and 
because of the data they transmit to 
the ational Weather Service and the 

evada State Climate Office, we know 
a great deal about the Silver State's ex­
tremely diverse climates. 

Weather observers not only provide a 
public service. They also, more than 
most people, appreciate the flux and 
beauty of the state's weather. 

"The climate of evada is the most 
delightful and salubrious in the world. 

either the prostrating heat and de­
structive cyclones, nor the Arctic frosts 
and deadly blizzards of the Mid West­
ern States are known here. The deadly 
consumption-breeding fogs and count­
less insect pests that swarm in other 
lands are also strangers in evada." 

So wrote Charles W Friend, director 
of the evada State Weather Service in 
his annual report to the governor in 
1889. Friend was director of the Carson 
Weather Observatory, opened by the 
Army Signal Service in 1880, and then 
the evada State Weather Service, 
which operated from 1888 to 1906. 
Friend gathered and published many 
valuable records. His collection, stored 
in the evada State Climate Office at 
the University of evada in Reno, 
forms the basis of the state's early 
weather history. 

In the 1860s, a few settlers and the 

oldier tationed at Fort Churchill, 
Camp Halleck, and Fort McDerrnitt 
kept daily precipitation records. How­
ever, the m t important record keepers 
were the tation agents of the Southern 
Pacific Railroad. In 1870, Congress es­

graph service, station agents in evada 
were enlisted to supply reports twice 
daily, seven days a week. Precipitation 
gauges were installed at depots in Reno, 
Winnemucca, Golconda, Battle Moun­
tain, Beowawe, Carlin, Elko, and Wells, 
with official thermometers added in 
the 1870s and 1880s. Nevada's longest­
running climate records are from some 
of those locations. 

Old-time observers reported some 
eye-catching weather conditions. In Jan­
uary 1916, five and a half feet of snow 
fell in Reno-.still a record by far-with 
most of that falling in less than a week. 
Roads and railways were blocked for 
days and even weeks. Or how about the 
deluge that hit Genoa in July 1891? The 
weather observer, Mr. Dungan, re­
ported a remarkable storm "with a 20-
foot wall of water from Genoa canyon 
carrying logs and boulders in wild con­
fusion. An undertaking shop was car­
ried 200 yards and deposited in a field." 

The state's longest-serving observer 
was Las Vegas newspaperman Charles 
"Pop" Squires, who kept daily records 
at his office-home from 1908 to 1957, 
when poor eyesight forced him to re­
sign at age 92. The longtime editor of 
the I.As Vegas Age recorded 118 degrees 
on July 26, 1931, still the highest 
recorded temperature for the now­
metropolis. He also reported a 12-inch 
snowfall on December 21, 1909, which 
remains Las Vegas' whitest Christmas­
time. On July 23, 1923, Squires noted 
that 1.98 inches of rain fell in less than 
half an hour. "Every cellar was flooded. 
Lightning struck 12 buildings. Walks 
were undermined and some buildings 
fell down." 

Today, Nevada's weather observers 
remain a hardy lot, and some live many 
miles from a town or grocery store. 
Frank "Shorty" Prunty is an example.

At the other end of the thermometer 
and the state, Clark County Fire Station 
76 in Laughlin serves as the area's offi­
cial weather station. Starting June 24, 
1994, Laughlin experienced nine days of 
blistering heat during which daily highs 
never fell below 120. Firefighters dealt 
with reports of heat prostration, third­
degree bums received falling down on 
asphalt, and taxed-to-the-max air­
conditioning units. 

On June 29, firefighter Steve La-Sky 
recorded a reading of 125, which broke 
the state high by a whopping three 
degrees. Steve recalls, "I didn't realize 
125 was the record until we heard it 
later on the news."

152 that he built from the wreckage of 
another plane. "The runway is just a 
quarter mile east of the house, so I can 
taxi right down to the airstrip," he says. 
"I can flv to Reno in an hour and 15 

minutes and get to Vegas in a little over 
two hours." In his court, Judge Gates 
has heard all the excuses traffic viola­
tors can give, such as "I didn't know I 
was going so fast-there must have had 
a strong tailwind." As a weather buff, 
he would know the facts of the case. 

Dave Secrist, ranch manager for the 
Salmon Falls Cattleman's Association, 
files weather reports from his ranch in 
San Jacinto, seven miles south of Jack­
pot. With occasional help from his wife 
Jane, a home economics teacher at Jack­
pot High School, he has kept tempera­
ture and precipitation readings for the 
State Climate Office since 1990. Dave 
has never missed a day despite such 
temperatures as minus 37 in December 
1990 and a record low of 10 in August 
1992. 

In fact, San Jacinto is the site of some 
of the lowest temperatures in Nevada 
history. The state-record low of 50 de­
grees below zero was recorded there in 
January 1937 Dave has an alcohol ther­
mometer that goes as low as minus 60, 
but he admits, "That's one record I'd 
rather not break." Q

Chef's Pavilion

H ow shall I eat thee? Let me count 
the ways: stir-fried with crisp 
vegetables, lightly sauteed in a 

buttery sauce, gleaming with barbecue 
glaze, grilled to a lovely crisp brown, 
or resting atop tender pasta. 

You can savor your chicken (or beef 
or pork or seafood) all these ways and 
more at the Chef's Pavilion, but what 
really makes the Eldorado Hotel's year­
old buffet a standout in downtown 
Reno is the Victorian decor. Your first 
sight is the gleam of two six-foot, wood­
fired rotisserie ovens busily roasting 
dozens of whole chickens to mouthwa­
tering perfection. 

A glance left and right reveals a buf­
fet that seems to stretch halfway to 
Sacramento. Your attention soon is 
drawn to the murals of lush European 
gardens on the walls, the limestone 
columns accented with bronze, the or­
nate trellises with ivy and tiny roses 
climbing them. Far above, the ceiling 
looks like a cloud-swept English ky on 
a sunny afternoon. 

But down to business. The 200-foot 
buffet spread has a bewildering variety 
of American, Italian, Mexican, and Chi­
nese entrees and accompaniments. Ten­
der roasts are carved to order, and 
omelets and pasta dishes are assembled 
and cooked as directed. 

At the far end, flames leap and dance 
at the Mongolian grill. Here you can 
pile your plate with pale-green bok 
choy, pristine white water chestnuts, 
bright-orange carrots, crimson sweet 
peppers, and other fresh vegetables. 
You hand them to the chef, tell him 

which meat and sauce your prefer, and 
watch as he briskly stir-fries your cre­
ation and serves it with a flourish. 

On the way to your table you pass 
steaming pots of soup and iced displays 
of gourmet salads, as well as an island 
positively groaning with the Eldorado's 
homemade de erts. Cakes and pies of 
all sorts, delicate tarts and decadent 
pastries, icing and frosting and fillings 
galore-how shall I eat thee? It will take 
me just a moment to decide.

Australia, belied the image of an athlete. 
He was knock-kneed, skinny, and bald­
ing. Sullivan once described him as "a 
fighting machine on stilts." However, 
Fitzsimmons was a master of ring strat­
egy, using quick maneuvers, shifty foot­
work, and feigns of grogginess to set up 
rivals for a knockout. Many fans be­
lieved Fitzsimmons had been jobbed 
out of a victory over Tom Sharkey by 
referee Wyatt Earp in a recent San Fran­
cisco bout. 

While the two men trained, Carson 
City was inundated by the strangest lot 
of humanity the citizens had ever 
seen-"pugs, gamblers, newspaper re­
porters, scrubs, whores and sons of 
bitches in plenty," Gold Hill newsman 
Alf Doten observed. Dozens of detec­
tives hung around the railroad depot, 
watching for confidence men. Souvenir 
salesmen thronged the streets to hawk 
miniature boxing gloves, copies of the 
Marquis of Queensbury rules, fight 
badges, plaster casts of Corbett's fists,

was soon in the national spotlight. 
Among those covering the fight were 
artist Jimmy Swinerton of the San Fran­
cisco Examiner and actress Ida Fuller, re­
porting for the New York World. Nellie 
Mighels Davis, wife of Sam Davis, cov­
ered the fight for Carson's Appeal as 
well as the national wire services. Vet­
eran lawman Bat Masterson, covering 
the fight for the New York Post, was 
present, as were John L. Sullivan, Tom 
Sharkey, Wyatt Earp, Wyoming gun­
man Luke Short, and Governor Sadler. 

On March 17, as noon approached, 
6,000 spectators-twice the population 
of Carson City-were milling about the 
arena. (The promoters had built the 
arena to hold 17,000.) A special section 
had been constructed for female specta­
tors, but many attending with escorts 
sat where they pleased. For security, 
Stuart had arranged for a dozen Pinker­
ton detectives to be on hand. 

The sky was clear as a summer's day 
when the bell sounded for round one at 
12:07 p.m. The weather pleased the op­
erators of three kinetoscope cameras 
filming the fight, and the resulting 
movie made several hundred thousand 
dollars for Stuart and others. 

At first, Corbett seemed to have the 
best of his opponent, splitting Fitzsim-

mons' lip and bloodying his no e in 
round five. In round six, Corbett put 
Fitzsimmons down for a nine count but 
soon began to how igns of weariness. 
With his wife yelling instructions from 
ringside, Fitzsimmons picked up the 
pace and ended the fight in round 14 
with a knockout blow to the pit of Cor­
bett's tomach. Corbett went down for 
the count. Hi handlers complained to 
referee George Siler that the punch wa 
low, but Siler would not go back on his 
decision: Fitzsimmons was the winner. 

A
fter their Car on match, the two 
boxers had other champion hip 
bouts. In 1899, Fitz immons lo this 
title to Jim Jeffries, a former Corb tt 

parring partner. Fitz immon retired 
in 1905 and died 12 year later. 

Corbett fought Jeffrie in 1900 and 
1903 but could not regain the hea\'y­
weight title. Retiring after hi econd 
loss to Jeffries, Corbett died in 1933. Jef­
fries secured his own place in ·evada 
history when, hyped as the Great White 
Hope, he fought Jack Johnson in Ren 1 

in 1910. 
The Corbett-Fitz immons battle wa. 

a major event for the tate a well as the 
fighters. When Governor Sadler wa. 
asked about the fight the next day, he 
said that he felt that the state benefited 
from the publicity. Pres ed about the 
"moral effects," he begged off. "I am not 
a preacher and cannot tell," he aid. 
While boxing's critics contended that 
only gamblers and pickpocket made 
anything out of the fight, Carson Cit: 
merchants said they were looking for­
ward to another one. 

Although Carson City did not be­
come the boxing capital that some resi­
dents envisioned, the 1897 fight had 
repercussions for many year . 

evadans had legalized an activity 
considered immoral elsewhere-and 
earned loud criticism for it-just as they 
would in 1931, when the legislature 
approved the wide-open gambling and 
six-week divorce laws. 

ationally, the Corbett-Fitzsimmons 
fight seemed to break an emotional log­
jam regarding boxing, and other states 
began to liberalize their laws to allow 
prizefight . In evada, the boo ter 
fights continued. Major matches were 
staged in Goldfield, Tonopah, and Reno 
in the early 1900s, establishing a tradi­
tion that survives today in the multi­
million-dollar title fights staged in 
the casino arenas of Las Vegas. CJ

hree cheers for Jacob Klein! In 
1860, at hi Carson City Brewery, 
Klein turned a tap and poured the 

first heady gla of evada-made beer. 
The ru h to the Com tock Lode 

brought a river of beer right behind it, 
and within five year of that first foamy 
tankard there wa "a small army of 
brewers ... practicing their craft," as 
trailblazing suds historians Eric 
Moody and Robert A. ylen tell us in 
their monograph, Brewed in evnda. 
"The evada, Virginia, Union, Califor­
nia, and the other breweries were active 
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in Virginia City, and had counterpart 
in Gold Hill, Silver City, Dayton and 
American City. Other we tern evada 
brewerie flouri hed in uch place as 
Genoa, Cry tal Peak and Washoe City." 

evada retained the ocial cu tom 
of the frontier long after they were un­
fa hionable elsewhere, and alcoholic re­
freshment remains a prominent part of 
our ocial wim today. On the darke t 
day of 1919, however, Prohibition 
closed down every brewery in evada. 

everthele , con umption continued 
a out-of- tate gang ter replaced the 

local bu ine men as supplier of beer. 
When Prohibition ended in 1933, 
evada' legislature, like those in other 

tates, erected trict divi ions between 
manufacturing, di tributing, and retail­
ing alcohol. This prevented a brewer 
from Hing a gla of beer aero the 
bar, and a evada' brewerie do ed 
down one by one in the 1940s and '50, 
it gave control of the evada beer bu i­
ne to the di tributor . Over time the 
regional brewer al o do ed down or 
old out, leaving a mall number of 

megabrewer upplying the national

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ow, with outdoor service in sum­
mer and music on weekends ("Hot Sax 
on a Summer ight," for example), the 
Great Basin pre ents the comfortable 
atmosphere of an old evada saloon. 
"Our clientele i 95 percent local," 
Young says. "A few tourists find us, but 
mo t tourists in Sparks and Reno come 
to gamble, and the casino-hotels take 
care of them very well." The menu of­
fer a cornucopia of heady brews like 
Wild Horse Ale and Jackpot Porter 
along with special offerings such as 
Harvest Ale, a ta ty homage to evada 
made with pine nuts, aromatic juniper 
berry, and sagebrush. 

The next microbrewery was the Car­
on Depot, now 

e (884-4546), one block south 
of the Carson ugget in Carson City. 
McWain's is the smallest of the state's 
brew pubs, the only one that ha tucked 
its brewing equipment out of ight, and 
the only one in which food gets equal 
billing with the beer. 

That is because Ron and Donna 
McWain are re taurateurs, for many 
year in and around Seattle and more 
recently in Reno. Their son Rickey, the 
brewmaster and chef, is as interested in 
the consistency of the raspberry almond 
cream sauce for the salmon as he is in 
the specific gravity of the wort. 
McWain's doe a brisk lunch business 
and in the evenings becomes a dinner 
house of unexpected distinction with no 
menu at all-each night's offering are 
po ted on the wall. 

The brewery is mall, a micro-micro, 
but it produces four flavorful brews, in­
cluding Zephyr Wheat and Cotton­
wood Porter, poured only at the bar 
and u ed in preparing food. Before 
arriving in Car on City, Rickey was 
general manager at Kodiak Ron's in 
Seattle, where there were 32 craft beers

Barley's Casino and Brewing Com­
pany (458-2739) was Henderson's first 
microbrewery, opening a year ago in 
the Green Valley Town Center at 4500 
Sunset Road. Barley's actually is a 
mega-microbrewery, a $7-million 
19,000- quare-foot extravaganza con­
taining a full casino as well as the brew­
ing and serving operations implied by 
the enormous 67-ton gram silo standing 
over its entrance. There's a second, rela­
tively dinky 29-ton silo out back, but it 
is lost among the tumult of details 

catching the eye, from the gleaming 
banks of slot machines to the slowly 
revolving ceiling fans overhead. 

The restaurant boasts an elaborate 
salad bar and a wood-fired pizza oven 
a it corner tones. And the bar, ele­
vated two tep , is a symphony in wood 
and brass trim. Along with a wide selec­
tion of beers, single-malt scotches, bou­
tique bourbons, and vintage wines, 
there is a small humidor stocked with 
expensive cigars. 

The brewery's work is carried out in 
stainless-steel vessels. "I believe that 
form follows function, and the result is 
beauty," brewmaster Michael Ferguson

Another entry in the beer renaissance 
at Lake Tahoe is the Borderhouse 
Brewery Company in Crystal Bay. 
Scheduled to open early in 1997, this 
brew pub is in the old White House, a 
1930s structure near the Cal-Neva Re­
sort at the state line. CEO L.B. Baylies of 
Incline Village and colleagues have 
been busy restoring the house, land­
scaping the grounds, and installing a 
downstairs bar and outdoor patio, 
where bands can play while customers 
sample the house brews.

P 
eople laugh when I say the name, and they laugh again 
when I compare Winnemucca, Nevada, to Florence, 
Italy. But I'm not kidding. Winnemucca is, in my opin­
ion, the cultural capital of Northern Nevada. 

I'm not talking casinos, although Winnemucca does have 
half a dozen or so brightly lit night spots that never close. What 
interests me more are the many exotic and picturesque archi­
tectural gems hidden away in the older sections of town north 
and south of Winnemucca Boulevard-buildings chat range 
from the stately Sc. Paul's Catholic Church to a funky Art Deco 
apartment complex with turquoise trim and porthole windows. 
Through my camera's viewfinder, I have watched as the slant­
ing morning sunlight plays upon a lime-green hamburger stand 
with a matching lime-green '56 Oldsmobile parked beneath 
the modernistic porte-cochere. And then there's the rustic and 
ancient railway warehouse, on the south wall of which are 
engraved the names of hundreds of hobos, tramps, and 
vagabonds-including, I have it on good word, Jack London. 

Just north of the depot a single lighcbulb burns in the door­
way of the Winnemucca Cab Company. Something I'd like to

do one day is arrive in 
Winnemucca by boxcar, 
roust the cabbie from his 
bed, and demand to be 
driven the four blocks to 
the Winnemucca Con­
vention Center-site of the annual Shooting the West photo­
graphic symposium. 

The ninth such gathering begins Friday, March 7, and ends 
about noon Sunday, March 9. Featured speaker will be inter­
nationally known nature photographer Frans Lancing, whose 
work has appeared in the pages of National Geographic and on 
the walls of major museums in Paris, Milan, Tokyo, New York, 
and Amsterdam. Upon arriving in Winnemucca, Mr. Lanting 
will no doubt be asking himself the same questions Jack 
London asked in 1894. Come Sunday, I suspect he'll be proud 
co add Winnemucca co his impressive resume.

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hooting the West was started in 1988 by 
Humboldt County residents Linda Dufurrena and 
heri Allen, who were aiming to establish in Win­

nemucca the pictorial equivalent of Elko's Cow­
boy Poetry Gathering. Since the beginning the 
committee has gone after top names in the pho­
tography field such as Galen Rowell and Tom Till, 
even though Winnemucca is quite a distance from 
the nearest commercial airport-164 miles east of 
Reno and 125 miles west of Elko on Interstate 80. 

"Almost every one of them has had to drive 
from Reno, and yet almost everybody we've in­
vited has been able to come," says Dufurrena. "In 
fact, it always strikes us when these high-powered 
guests say how much they love the drive from 
Reno over that stretch of Nevada desert. They all 
really enjoy it." 

More than 100 people attended the first sym­
posium, and the event has continued to attract a 
good crowd of photographers and folks who 
simply enjoy the visual excitement and 
camaraderie of the weekend.

In the gallery, 
visitors will find drawings and paint­
ings on medicinal planes, with text de­
scribing the uses of each plant and 
indicating the impact of Indian medi­
cine on modern-day medical practices.

Raye Rides the High Country 
Collin Raye moves from Reno lounges to the big rooms. By Gaye Delaplane 

The record charts might indicate that country-western star 
Collin Raye's rise to che top has been meteoric, but chose 
familiar with che Nevada lounge scene know better. He 

has paid his dues, spending years developing his song list, hon­
ing his stage presence, and attracting a following. 

Raye, who performs March 27-28 at John Ascuaga's Nugget 
in Sparks, is one of only eight country acts co have his first four 
albums go platinum (one million sold). He has recorded seven 
number-one country singles, including "Love Me" and "Thar 
Was a River," and six more rop-10 songs. 

The singer had his first band in Texarkana, Arkansas, when 
he was 15. "I've played every kind of beer joint imaginable," 
says Raye, who will soon release an al­
bum of his greatest hits. "Sometimes I 
even doubled as che bouncer." 

Raye, 36, was already a seasoned musi­
cian when he signed his first record con­
tract seven years ago. Nevada showgoers 
will remember him as the lead singer of 
che Wray Brothers (Raye is a play on his 
given name, Wray), who from 1983 to 
1990 played the Peppermill properties in 
Mesquite, Wendover, Sparks, and Reno. 
His brother Scott, a guitarist and song­
writer, and three ocher musicians backed 
Collin's vocals. 

co Texas, where che brothers were raised. The Reno-based Scott 
Dean management company, which had arranged the Wrays' 
Reno bookings, continued ro represent Collin and helped him 
make connections in Nashville. 

In Nashville, Raye struck gold-and platinum. The per­
former has produced a number-one single each year since 
1991, including "In This Life," which became a popular wed­
ding song in 1992, and "Not That Different." 

To relieve che pressures of recording and concert work, Raye 
spends time with his children. Now divorced, he lives in 
Greenville, Texas, near his ex-wife and their two children; 
daughter Brittany is 13. "We are partners in raising che kids," 

During chose years Willis Allen, enter­
tainment director at Reno's Peppermill, 
worked with Raye-then known as 
Bubba Wray. Allen recalled chat despite 
Collin's tender age, he was always a pro­
fessional. "He stood our above most en­
tertainers on the circuit," Allen says, 
noting char performing at che Peppermill 
meant working six nights a week and

four sets a night. "He always looked good, sang well, and knew 
how to handle himself on stage. Besides chat, he was on time, 
well-rehearsed, and had a great song selection list. Raye was a 
real sweetheart." 

Ar che rime, Raye was dealing with personal problems. His 
wife, Connie, went into a coma due to complications during 
her second pregnancy. She recovered but had co learn ro walk 
and talk again. The baby, Jacob, was born with cerebral palsy 
and wasn't expected to live. 

"If it hadn't been for che program and staff at t. Mary's Hos­
pital in Reno, Jacob wouldn't have made it," Raye says. "We're 
Catholic, and at one point che priest advised us to have Jacob 
blessed, and we did." Miraculously, Jacob lived. Now he's 11 
and doing fine. "When he runs you can cell he's got a little 
problem, bur he can do most everything." 

In 1990, Scott Wray decided co leave che band and return 

he says. "She has chem, and when I'm not on che road, I have 
chem. I spend as much time as possible there. Childhood goes 
away, and I don't wane to miss it." 

Raye's appearance at John Ascuaga's Nugget follows Reno 
performances at che Reno Hilcon in 1993 and che Silver Legacy 
two years ago. 

"It's really fun to come back co Nevada," he says. "I see old 
friends, and I have a little rime to enjoy it."

Among the most daring of today's 
daredevil athletes are extreme 
skiers. Shunning groomed ter­
rain, they prefer to ski down cor­

nices, off cliffs, and through narrow 
chutes. The paths they ski have no gentle 
slopes and are found only in the outer 
limits set aside by the "free riders," as 
extreme skiers call themselves. 

Free riders will tack.le the 7,000- to 
9,000-foot mountains of Squaw Valley 
USA, high above Lake Tahoe's north 
shore, during the All Mountain Extremes 
competition on March 10-14. Squaw 
Valley, 38 miles southwest of Reno, has 
about 4,000 acres of lift-served terrain, 
of which 10 percent falls in the extreme 
category. 

"This is for the big timers," says 
LeRoy Hill, executive manager for 
Squaw Valley Ski Corporation. "It's not 
for the faint of heart."

Kreitler, a former Junior Olympian, 
started skiing at age 10 when his family 
moved from New Jersey to Idaho. He re­
calls, "I had fun with it, but I was not 
that passionate as I am about big moun­
tain skiing." 

As for the danger, Kreitler says there 
are plenry of anxious moments, but the 
greatest task is overcoming those fears. 
"It feels really good to be in the air," he 
says. "You're airborne without a chute, 
and it feels great."

The weirdly funny characters of the Faustwork Mask Theater open their Nevada spring tour in Eureka. 

There will be no masking the en­
thusiasm when Fausrwork Mask 
Theater unveils itself April 2 in 

Eureka. The engagement at the his­
coric Eureka Opera House will be the 
first of four Nevada shows by the 
couring twosome. 

In their "Mask Messengers" pro­
gram performers Robert Faust and 
Paola Styron-Faust create a fresh kind 
of theater. Virginia City's Comstock 
Chronicle compared the couple's show 
co a runaway roller coaster with a "se­
ries of skits peopled by a panoply of 
wise guys, geeks, Cyrannos, dogs, ba­
bies, and others that had children and 
adults alike holding their sides." 

The show's structure is outwardly 
simple. The set is a plain black back­
drop that frames about 25 masks. Af­
ter a brief introduction that touches 
on the history of masks, the Fausts 
put on masks and assume the charac­
ters expressed in each face. Their vi-

gnettes range from comic co poignant 
co bizarre. 

The characters speak only when 
they wear Italian Commedia 
Dell'Arte-style half-masks. Otherwise, 
they rely on body language, at times 
appearing as four-legged creatures. 
Also, audience members are lured on 
stage to be part of the fun. 

After beginning its Nevada tour at 
the always progressive Eureka Opera 
House on April 4, Faustwork heads co 
Las Vegas (April 7), Virginia City 
(April 10), and Yerington (April 12). 

Since Robert Faust created the 
troupe in 1983, Faustwork has per­
formed more than 5,000 times in 
theaters, festivals, and schools in the 
United States and Canada. Prior co 
the company's arrival at a school, it 
sends teachers a srudy guide about the 
show, helping co educate another 
generation of theatergoers.
