Avenue in Brooklyn, I could view the 
honeycombed mountains of Virginia ity 
only at the Brooklyn Public Library.

All 
alone in the ba ement, we viewed Mark 
Twain's desk and book . The ancient 
presse that first heralded hi word and 
thoughts were there. Everywhere, too, 
were pictures of the ma ter, long, white 
hair and white suits proclaiming hi indi­
viduality. There was even a very real-look­
ing corpse with a red beard, the remain 
of a weary de ert traveler who had miscal­
culated hi water upply. 

When I arrived home in ew York, I 
learned that Mark Twain had written a 
book, Roughing fl, about hi We tern 
adventures. I immediately purcha ed a 
copy. It was thrilling to feel the old day 
come to life under Mark Twain' pen. 

Mark Twain wrote that he tarted a nasty 
forest fire when he carele sly cooked his 
dinner on the hore of Lake Tahoe. Hi 
pirit i still burning on the streets of 

Virginia City and on the page of Roughing 
fl. I was urprised to learn that Mark Twain 
had financial problem mo t of hi life, 
de pite hi fame. The real wealth of thi 
great writer can be found in tl1e eternal 
life of hi works and the people and place 
immortalized by hi word .

A Long Dam Tour 
LAS VEGAS-The Hard Hat Tour at 
Hoover Dam take visitors to place once 
reserved for workers and VIP . Every half 
hour the tour leaves the dam' vi itor cen­
ter, as guide present more than half a 
century of engineering history. 

After everyone in the tour receive a 
hard hat (yours to keep), the guided walk 
begin with an elevator ride 520 feet down 
to river level. From there the tour follow 
a one-and-one-quarter-mile labyrinth of 
tunnel and stairways that lead to a ma­
chine hop, generator rooms, and ramps 
along the Colorado River. At one point, 
you can see the dam towering 500 feet 
above you. 

Along the way, your guide describes the 
dam's hi tory and technical information , 
and because the group is small (a maxi­
mum of 15 people) there is ample time 
for questions. Engineers in particular 
tend to be excited by close-up view of the 
dam' operation, but even con u-uction 
neophytes will leave with a sen e of awe 
and respect for this concrete master­
piece. 

You ' ll learn much dam lore on the tour. 
For instance, the first hard hats were cre­
ated by high scalers as protection from 
falling rock and equipment while they 
dangled from ropes on canyon wall 
above the river. The high scalers made

their "hard-boiled hats" by dipping 
cloth hats in tar and letting them 
harden. 

The Hoover Dam Visitor 
Center-with its tours, free 25-
minute movie, exhibi t hall, and 
scenic overlook-is open every day 
except Christmas from 8:45 a.m. 
until 5:45 p.m. Parking costs $1 per 
car and is on the evada side of the 
dam, 32 miles southeast of Las 
Vega . T he hard hat tour, wh ich is 
avai lable to visitors with whee l­
chairs, runs every half hour begin­
ning at 9 a.m. The price, including 
hard hat, is $25. Fees for the regu­
lar 35-minute tour are $6 (ages 17 
to 61), $5 (over 61), $2 (six to 16), 

and free (ch ildren under six). For more

Best Town by a Web Site 
THE INTERNET-Visitors looking for in­
formation about Boulder City, the one­
time federal reservation for Hoover Dam 
and evada's on ly nongaming town , can 
call up the community's colorful, useful 
Web site at http: / / www.bouldercity.com. 

Billed as the "Best Web Site by a Dam 
Site," the cheerful site has been con­
structed with both travelers and locals in 
mind. Surfers can explore the "Things to 
Do" section to find Boulder City's events, 
parks, tennis courts, Hoover Dam, golf 
courses, and water ports. Some of the ac­
tivities have links to more in-depth sites, 
such as Lake Mead. You ' ll find a small 
photo of the old Boulder Dam Hotel and 
learn about its history and its future. T he 
section on things to do doesn ' t include 
many photos, but it's quick to load and 
easy to fo llow. The site also has link to 
hotels in and near Boulder City, uch as 
the Gold Strike Inn and Railroad Pass. 

If you 're interested in following local 
poli tics and hot topics, the site also has a 
section on news briefs and a bulle tin 
board for community announcements, 
which reads like a small-town newspaper. 
If you're a radio buff, the business direc­
tory has a link to Radio World, the 
Boulde r City shop run by three radio ex­
perts. Weather watchers can check the 
meteorological conditions in Boulder 
City, wh ich are usually sunny and warm,

courses. An assignment from Golf

President George Bush at Steve Wynn 's 
lusc ious orth Las Vegas course, 
Shadow Creek, the only Nevada golf 
course to make Gol[Digest 's top-10 list of 
great cour e . As we were playing the 
15th hole that day, the Thunderbirds in 
diamond-formatio n passed over our 
heads and dipped a wing to the presi­
dent, bringing a tear to his eye. 
Meantime, I wa facing a ix-iron from 
a tight lie to a front-right pin placement. 
The hair was standing up on my arms 
after the flyboys passed over, and I had 
to back away and gather myself before I 
could even think about hitting the shot. 

Last October I was privileged to 
interview Tiger Woods for the specta­
tors around the 18th green at the 
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Tournament Players Club at Summerlin 
immediately after he 'd won his first 
PGA title. The young phenom was as 
adept at the interview as at the game, 
and he explained how he had an un­
fair advantage over the Las Vegas 
Invitational field because he was not yet 
21 and therefore not vulnerable to all 
the obvious temptations the city has to 
offer. Believe me, with $60 million in en­
dorsement money and a gallery sprin­
kled with gorgeous young women 
winking and smiling at him, Tiger will 
learn all about temptation in the next 
few years. 

Just two months later I saw Karrie 
Webb, a young Australian with steely 
nerves, rout the field at the ITT LPGA 
Tour Championship at the Desert Inn 
and thereby become the first woman 
golfer ever to win $1 million in a single 
season. For two landmark events in pro­
fessional golf to happen to two land­
mark rookies in the same city, in the 
same season-that speaks volumes for 
Nevada's place in the world of big­
time golf.

'1 n Nevada you're drawn to water 
because there's not a lot of it," 

says James Hoggard, a Truckee, 

California, resident and outdoor 

photographer. During his summer treks 

in Nevada, Hoggard gravitates to clear, 

blue lakes and gurgling streams. " I've 

always loved being in the mountains," 

he says. "And as a photographer, you 

get to take it back with you." 

On a trip into the Ruby Mountains 

near Elko, Hoggard came upon a 

beautiful scene at Liberty Lake (near 

right). " I really like that picture:· he says. 

"It's not just a lake and a mountain, but 

it also has the Indian paintbrush. Flowers 

hold the foreground really well." 

One of Hoggard 's favorite haunts 

is Great Basin National Park, where he 

found Lehman Creek (top right} gushing 

through a patch of shooting stars. 

He says, "Flowers are great subjects 

because they just pop out at you." 

Hoggard, who works at ski resorts 

in the winter and as a geologist in the 

summer, also finds appeal in geologic 

formations such as the pyramid at 

Pyramid Lake, where he captured the 

glowing hues of sunset (bottom right). 

"The pyramid is an interesting shape. 

I had been there before at sunset and 

wanted to go back- I was prepared 

for it," he says. "One of the strong 

things about Nevada are the sunsets.

he temperature is climbing over the 100-degree mark 
to the delight of half a dozen sun worshippers relax­
ing on the riverbank at Fisherman's Park. A young 
man and woman unpack a picnic lunch in the shade 

of the palm trees. A suntanned woman in a floppy hat absent­
mindedly stirs the foam at the top of her 50-cent margarita 
with a finger as she watches speed boats and water taxi skip 
aero the river like lizards on hot sand. The sky is bright blue, 
burned clear by the relentless summer sun. A cloud doesn't 
have a snowball's chance here. 

This is Laughlin, Nevada's Riviera on the Colorado. In this 
bustling casino town, most visitors find the view of the river 
as pleasing as the sight of three bars lining up on a slot ma­
chine. At night, the casinos light up the sky, but gamblers are 
equally drawn to the sights and smells of the famous river that 
flows by on its way to the sea. 
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Laughlin doe not have an air of champagne and caviar; 
instead, it's buffets, nickel slots, and tourists in flip-flops. But 
Laughlin is one of the few places in the world where you can 
fill up a bucket with quarters, walk out of the ca ino, and im­
mediately go boating, waterskiing, fishing, wimming, ight­
seeing, and even carp watching. 

The river gave birth to Laughlin. When Davis Dam was built 
in the 1950s, it created Lake Mohave, a prime water-recre­
ation spot, and the worker ' town of Bullhead City, Arizona. 
On Laughlin's pre ent site a hamlet known a South Pointe 
was inhabited by fishermen and a few residents. After Don 
Laughlin opened hi Riverside Resort three decade ago ( ee 
page 22), other hotels began to pop up along the riverbank. 
Today, nine hotels occupy the heart of town, and about five 
million people visit Laughlin each year. 

In the ummer, Laughlin is often a bright-red dot on the 
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weather map due to the region' record-breaking heat, and 
hotel offer bargain-ba ement price on room and fo d to 
lure vi itors to thi hot pot. Thank to wimming p ol and 
powerful air-conditioner , vi itor can find refuge fr m the 
s1 .n whit they unwind in their 15 room , overeat at th l .99 
breakfa t buffi ts, and sp nd h urs at th ni kel slot carou els. 

"It' a good value, ometime to th point of being ridi u­

Don Laughlin remembers 
his town before it was a town.

Late-night gamblers at the Riverside 
Resort in Laugh lin often ee him 
strolling across the casino floor-snow­

white hair neatly combed, ice-blue eyes tak­
ing in the scene. Sometimes, if he pol.S a 
familiar face, he may top to talk for a 
moment. A ecurity guard, almost invisible in 
the crowd, keep a watchful eye on him until 
he disappear into a private elevator. 

'That's Don Laughlin," a cocktail waitress 
remarks. "He ' the guy who owns this place." 
And so he does. 

When the elevator stops at the 28th floor, 
Laughlin steps into his darkened penthouse 
and crosses the polished dance floor. IL is 
empty now, lit by rainbow-colored lights from 
a king- ize jukebox at one end. This i where 
he love to dance all night with gue ts at 
parties or practice witl1 his late l dance part­
ner the step they'll perform in the next ball­
room-dance competition. 

But now he ' ready for a little solitude. His 
working day began at 10 a.m., and it's tl1ree 
the nexl morning. After a long day of meet­
ings and business excur ions by plane and 
helicopter, he has spent the late-n ight hours 
in hi office, answering phone calls and 
upervi ing the operation of his Riverside 

empire. 
"I like to work," Laughlin tells people who 

question his long hour on tl1e job. "I don 't 
shoot golf or catch fish. Those tl1ings don 't 
entertain me, o I have plenty of time. 
Y'know, golf i a great tiling, but it's very 
time-consuming. I'd have to neglect my 
business if I were going to do golf." 
ometimes he rem inds his manager tllat too 

much time on tl1e golf course can be haz­
ardou to tlleir jobs, "especially if I'm here 
doing tlleir work." 

A couple of hours before dawn , he walks 
quietly acros tile carpeted living room to 
look out at a weeping view of tile town tllat 
is named for him. p and down the 
Colorado River, h immering reflection of 
casino lights remind him how much tile town 
ha grown in the 31 years since tile Riverside 
first opened. In those days, long before the 
Colorado Belle, Edgewater, Flamingo Hilton , 
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The town named for Riverside owner Don Laughlin was a dusty desert outpost when he arrived. 

Golden ugget, Harrah 's, and tile o tllers 
came to the river's west bank, Laughlin 's 
casino was tile only one in town. And it 
wasn't even a town. 

Laughlin, evada, wasn't on official maps 
until 1977 more tllan a dozen years after 
Don Laughlin 's arrival. He remembers, 
vividly, a Sunday afternoon in 1964 when he 
first saw tile place, a half-forgotten spot near 
Davis Dam, 90 mile outll of tile Las Vegas 
Suip. The nearest po t office was in 
Searchlight, 39 miles northwest of tile quiet 
point on the river. 

"It was called Mike 's Camp on tile old 
quadrangle maps," he recalls. 'There was tllis 
little eight-unit motel here and a bar witl1 
about a dozen slot machines. It had been 
opened and closed numerous times by 
various owners. " 

The place had opened first in the 1940s as 
a diner to serve construction crew at work 
on Davis Dam. Aero stile river in Arizona, a 
new town called Bullhead City was growing 
around tile main workers' camp. A camp on 
tile evada side was cal led Soutll Pointe. 
When tile dam was completed in 1953, tile 
par e population of Soutll Pointe disap­

peared while Bullhead ity continued to 

grow The lonely diner saw little business 
uncil a few slot machine , illegal in Arizona, 
began to attract people from Bullhead City 
and a few travelers on the way to Californ ia. 

W
hen Don Laughlin visited Mike's 
Camp in 1964, he had driven down 
witll Las Vegas lawyer Bill "Wildcat" 

Monis, a former niversily of evada foot­
ball player, who aw possibilities in the river 
loca tion. Laughlin had some money Lo 
invest, since he had ju t old his 101 Club 
111 orth Las Vegas. Equally important, he 
had been licensed to operate live games in 
tllat club. 

"So we drove down here and looked at tile 
bar," Laughlin recalls. "It wa ju ta little bar 
witll numerous stockholders. Some were 
licensed . Some weren 't. A big me . A man 
named Wilson seemed to be the head. We 
looked at tl1e place, liked tile location, uied 
to Lalk a deal with Wilson. At first we were not 
able to deal with him at all . He didn't want 
to ell , but as time went on, I kept coming 
down and watching the place, for about a 
year. By that time I had a pilot's license, so 
I'd fly down and land in Bullhead City and 
look around." 

Eventually Wilson left, and tile parmer 
closed tile bar. 'The Aiizona people who had 
fir l deed on tl1e property wanted to ell it, 
and a lo t of people tried to buy it. They 
picked me because I had been licen ed be­
fore and never had any problems. The deal 
hinged on whetller or nol I could get a 
licen e. I got it right away, so that ettled it. 
You know the rest of tile story. We've been 
under construction ever since." 

When it opened in 1965-during Lhe 
ame week tllat Caesars Palace opened in Las 

Vegas-Laughlin 's Riverside was a small , in­
formal operation witll 12 slot machine and 
two gaming tables. Ai1 "all-you-can eat" buf­
fet provided chicken dinners for 98 cents. 
The old motel, refurbished , offered four 
rooms for guests. The other fou r were living 
quarters for Laughlin and his fam ily. uriou 
day-trippers came in from Bullhead City and 
tllen from as far away as Kingman, Needle , 
and Barstow. 

Laughlin 's success attracted otl1er casino 
builder , and oon tile post office in 
earchlight was bulging with mail for tile new 

community. When a postal inspector arrived 
to open a post office, he asked Laughlin LO 

give the place a name. "How about 
River ide?" Laughlin uggested . "Or Casino?" 

'Too common," aid tile inspector. 'What's

wrong with calli ng it Laughli n? A good 
Irish name!" So the U.S. Post Office put 
up a sign for Laughlin, Nevada, and the 
bui lding boom began. 

Today Laughlin is the th ird-busiest 
gambling destination in Nevada, out­
ranked only by Las Vegas and Reno. Over 
the years, Don Laughlin has transformed 
his own six acre of dese rt into a thriving 
vacation resort on 125 acre . Now with 
1,405 hotel rooms, convention facili ties, 
five restaurants, celebrity entertainment 
in the showroom, a movie complex, a 
classic-car collection , and an RV park, the 
Riverside bustles year-round. 

A quarter mile upriver, cars and 
campers stream across the bridge 
connecting Bu ll head City with 

Laughlin . The $3.5-million bridge was 
Don Laughli n 's gift to Nevada and 
Arizona. In Bu!Hiead City, more visitors 
arrive daily at the new airport, built on 
land he donated. He also owns subdivi­
sion property behind the airport, a bank 
in Laughl in , and a 60,000-acre cattle 
ranch near Kingman, Arizona. 

Laughlin remembers his first success­
fu l business venture, undertaken when 
he was 10 years old back in Owatonna, 
Minnesota. "I used to trap mink when l 
was a kid," he ays. "One winter I trapped 
45 mink, and they were worth between 
$20 and $40 each. That money was pretty 
big then." 

When he was 12, he started inve ting 
in slot machines. A magazine ad offered 
him the chance to buy one, and before 
long he was installing jukeboxes and slot 
machines in Owatonna's gas stations and 
taverns. He recalls, "When new laws 
made it a felony, I just said , OK, I' ll go 
where it's legal. That's when I migrated 
to evada. I probably never wou ld 
have left Minnesota if they hadn 't passed 
tl1at law." 

Laughlin says Nevada suits him. For 
one th ing, he li kes the cl imate. ("I don 't 
like cold weatl1er. I had my share of tl1at 
when I was a kid. ") And he's gratefu l for 
the success of his enterprises. He says, "I 
tl1ought there might be three or four or 
five casinos, but I d idn 't tl1 ink it would 
grow to this magnitude. I don 't think 
anyone did ."

To urists gathe r along the 
riverwalk and ho tel docks to feed the carp 
and watch ducks and beave r navigate the 
river 's brisk curren ts. 

'This is a d iffe re nt place," says a 
Flamingo H il ton securi ty guard patrolli ng 
the riverwalk on a bicycle. "People a re al­
ways surprised that a beaver lives righ t 
he re." 

The riverwalk that meanders from club 
to club is a good place to begin a tour of 
Laugh lin. The walk starts at Fisherman 's

biggest ho tel, with 2,000 rooms. The 
Flamingo presents head li ne rs in its show­
room and in the spring ho lds outdoor 
concerts.

ater. An auto museum presen ts more than 
80 classic cars, some of which are fo r sale 
by the ir own ers. At n ight the Rive rside be­
comes a happe n ing spo t with its Weste rn 
Ball room and Losers' Lounge. The ho tel 
also is known fo r its inexpe nsive house 
beverage: Rive rside Resort Light Beer­
it's brewed in Longview, Texas-which 
you can buy throughout the casino fo r just 
99 cen ts a can . "It's no t known for its taste, 
but it is cheap," says Gary Shele r, publicist 
at the Riverside. "And it makes a good 
souvenir." 

Fo llowing a week of excessive revelry, 
patrons can seek solace at Catholic Mass, 
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eage rly accept handouts of prime rib and 
shrimp fro m tourists. Inside the 
Southweste rn-themed ho tel, owned by 
Circus Circus Enterprises, you' ll find some 
of the best snack-bar deals on th e river, in­
cluding a h uge shrimp cocktail and one 
heckuva long ho t dog, the half-pounde r, 
each $1.99. T he cats will help fini sh what 
you can 't. 

Ofte n times, the only remedy fo r one of 
Laughl in 's 110-degree days is a tall cool 
one . Thankfully, the Colo rado Be ll e 
recently ope ned the Bo ile r Room , 
Laugh lin 's first brew pub, whe re beer 
fan can sip fresh-brewed suds. T he Be ll e, 
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The car collection at the Riverside includes more than 80 spit-and-polished classics, some of which 
are on loan from private owners and the Imperial Palace Auto Collection in Las Vegas. 

another Circus Circus property, has the 
most elaborate theme on the river. The 
casino wa built in the hape of a giant 
riverboat with neon-red paddles and twin 
smokestacks. A moat surround the Belle, 
which inside has a Mardi Gras atmosphere 
and a barbecue restaurant called Mark 
Twain' Chicken and Ribs. 

The Ramada Express is the only one of 
Laughlin's nine major hotel-casinos not 
located on the riverbank. It's intriguing 
just the same and has the look of a train 
station. The Gambler, a mall- cale replica 
of a Virginia and Truckee train from 
Virginia City, offers free rides between the 
casino, hotel, and parking lot. Train buffs 

will find a locomotive-shaped swimming 
pool and a shop crammed with railroad 
stuff. Even the casino carpet has train 
u-acks. 

Back on the riverwalk, the Pioneer has 
an O ld West theme. It also has a scenic 
riverfront where visitors sit on park 
benches amid the petunias and enjoy the 
view. A permanent resident is River Rick, 
a 90-foot neon cowboy. Like his cousin, 
Vegas Vic of downtown Las Vegas, Rick 
grins and waves to passersby. 

The Golden Nugget next door is one of 
Laughlin 's more plush casinos. It origi­
nally opened as the evada Club in 1967 
and was bought and renovated by Mirage 

The Emerald River Country Club in Laughlin has palms, river views, and a challenging layout. 

At the Ramada Express, train 

buffs will find a locomotive­

shaped swimming pool and a 

train-themed shop. 

The Ramada Express has a train theme, and, not 
surprisingly, a train that offers free rides. 

Resorts in 1988. Inside, a u-opical walkway 
and waterfall are remi ni cent of the 
Mirage and Golden ugget in Las Vega . 
A pleasant hideaway is Tarzan's Lounge, 
which has a jungle theme. 

At Gold River, the decor is e legant but 
Western. Visitors feel as though they're 
walking into a giant mining mill with tall 
ceilings lined by big, wooden beams. The 
Lodge, the hotel' teakhouse, resembles 
a fancy log home with pine furn ishi ngs 
and an e lk's head at the entrance. T he 
Opera House Buffet is one of the mo tat­
tractive in town with its chandeliers, 
stained glass, and dark-wood accents. 

At the outh end of town stands 
Harrah 's Laughlin. The hotel is styled 
after a Mexican resort with blooming 
bougainvillea, trickl ing founta ins, and 
themed bars such as Guadala-H arrah's. Its 
hi llside location allows guests in some 
rooms to look down on both the river and 
the row of twinkling casinos on its banks. 
Harrah 's is one of the few hotels with a 
beach, and guests can rentjet skis and buy 
sunscreen and snacks at the Del Rio 
Beach Club. To give sunbathers more 
room to stretch out, Harrah's recently 
closed its beach to nonguests. "It was like 
Daytona Beach at spring break," says one 
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The Del Rio Beach Club, open to guests at Harrah 's, offers sunbathing, swimming, and jet skiing.

Park rangers conduct free guided hikes 
in Grapevine Canyon , seven mile west of 
Davi Dam, where you can ee pe troglyphs 
and learn about the ative Americans 
who inhabited the area. The numerous 
petroglyph are ea y to pot, a lthough 
they have been heavi ly damaged by van­
dal over the year . But the area i ere ne 
and mystical, and the caves, cliff , boul­
de rs, p lan ts, and wi ldli fe make it a good 
e cap from the clanking of the ca inos. 

Big Bend of the o lo rado tate 
Recreation Area is fo ur mi les south of 
th ca ino . The park ha a boat ramp, 
re trooms, and picnic table . Situated in 
a wetl ands area, the evada tate park 
offer exce ll ent birdwatching and tun­
ning views of the Colorado River and the 
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ne ighboring ewberry Moun tains.

What to see and do in Laughlin. 

Laughlin , 93 mile south of La Vegas, 
sits on the Colorado River at an eleva­
tion of510 feet. About ,500 people re­

side in Laughlin , and 2 ,500 people live 
across the river in Bullhead ity, Arizona. 
The airport in Bullhead City accommodates 
charter jet service, and a number of com­
muter airlines al o land at tl1e airport. 

Seasons: Laughlin ha beautifully mi ld 
weather in fall , winter, and pring. ummer 
is hot, and 115-degree day are common. As 
Laughlin heats up, the age of the average vis­
itor goes down, and attention turns to water 
sports. ln the winter, snowbirds flock in from 

ebraska and other cold cl ime , and the 
town b comes a sea of RV . 

Rooms With a View: Laughlin has nine 
major hotel-ca ino with a total of 11 ,035 
rooms clustered near the Colorado River. 
The Regency Casino ha no hotel room but 
does have a cozy ca ino and a ports bar with 
a river view. The Avi Hotel-Casino, operated 
by the Fort Mojave Indian tribe, is 16 miles 
south of Laughlin. There is no casino at the 
Bay Shore Inn , two mi les outh of town, but 
you can rent jet skis or u e the inn ' boat 
ramp and dock. 

Getting Around: In tl1e good old day, you 
could ride Laugh lin 's river taxi for free­
today it costs 2 one way and 3 round-trip. 
The Riverside offers free water-taxi rides to 
and from its parking lot on the Arizona ide . 
Vi itor often opt to ride the T (Citizens 
Area Transit) bus for 1.50, and there's a 
free shu ttle between Harrah ' and the 
Regency. The Ramada Expre ha a free 
shuttle to the Horizon Outlet enter.

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Whatever Happened 
to the 

World's Oldest Tree? 
The cutting of Prometheus, a 5,000-year-old bristlecone pine on Wheeler Peak, 
remains a memorable and controversial event more than three decades later. 

I 
n March 1958 National Geographic ran 
an article by Dr. Edmund Schulman 
detailing the discovery of the fi rst 
trees known to have exceeded 4,000 

years of age. Schulman, a climatologist 
turned de ndrochrono logi t at the 

niversity o f Arizona's Laboratory of 
Tree-Ring Research, reported on 17 
bristlecone pines that broke that age 
barrier and numerous others that 
approached it. The eldest of the group 
wa estimated to be over 4,600 years old 
and was immediately dubbed Methuselah. 

These stands of batte red old u-ees 
inhabited sites underlain by white 
dolomite- a form of limestone-high in 
the White Mountain of southeastern 

alifornia, we t ofTonopah. At e levations 
mainly between 9,500 and 10,000 feet, 
they endured the strong, cool , d ry winds 
weeping aero s the Owens Vall ey from 

the high Sierra Nevada. Here they became 
great woody keletons bearing occasional 
live limbs. Their resin- cented heartwood, 
hard and dense fo r a pine, bore annual 
ring that indicated excruciatingly slow 
growth , and much of their framework had 
been eroded away by the incessant sand­
blasti ng of the wind. Schulman 's pub­
licizing of the e ancients made "bristle­
cone" a hou ehold word , associating the 
tree in the public mind with long life and 
old age. They instantly became part of the 
folklore of the Wild West.

For several years thereafter it wa con­
ventional wisdom that all of tl1 e really old 
bristlecones were in the Whi te Moun tains, 
under the protection of tl1e Inyo National 
Forest, and that Methuselah wa the old­
est of tl1 e old . But in 1964 Donald R. 
Currey, a geologist fro m the niversity of 

orth Carolina, came upon WPN-114. 
Currey had been tudyi ng Li ttle Ice Age 

glaciology in the moraines and deep 
glacial cirque o n the nortl1 east face of 
Wheeler Peak in Eastern evada 's Snake 

WPN-114 attracted 
Currey's attention because 

the tree appeared to be 
"super, super old." 

Range. Numerous old bristlecones grew 
in his research area, and he decided to 
use their tree-ring records to date o ne of 
the moraine. WP -ll4-tl1e 114th tree 
selected for study in White Pine Coun ty­
attracted Currey's attentio n becau e it ap­
peared to him to be "super, uper old. " 

Standing at 10,750 feet on the sloping 
crest of a ridge of glacial debris, v\/P -11 4 
was a massive nag of deadwood reaching 
17 fee t in height, with a steeply ascending 
five-inch-thick branch arising fro m 11 feet 
up its north-facing side. The bran ch, 
which bore all of the u-ee' living fo liage, 
was fully clothed in bark; below its at­
tachment to the trunk a lone connecting 
strip of bark, 19 inches wide, continued 

downward onto a major root un til it di -
appeared fro m view. 

T he diagonally leaning trunk of WP -
11 4 was not a t a ll circular in fo rm . 
Throughout the u-ee's life , rock and ice 
sliding down from the higher ground to 
the o uth had battered it, killing all the 
cambium except that o n tl1 e protected 
north ide. As a re ult, much of the lower 
u-unk 's south ide had been o deeply 
chipped and chiseled tl1at even the pith­
a virntal centerline in tree gro\\~ ng under 
normal condi tion -had been obli ter­
ated . And all of the trunk's more recen t 
growth had been on the in tact trip on the 
north side, giving tl1e trunk a long, narrow 
cross ection, like a great slab fl attened on 
the ea t and west sides. At 18 inches above 
the ground its circumfe rence was 252 
inche . 

Currey, su peering that WP -11 4 was 
more than 4,000 year old, tried to de ter­
mine its age by taking increment core 
fro m it and counting their ring . But tl1e 
u-ee's great size and mi ing pitil made hi 
ta k near-impossible. In addition , his bor­
ers were too short, and tile bit of one of 
til em broke off in tile tree-perhaps, he 
later tho ught, by striking an embedded 
rock. Currey voiced his frustrations to 
Humboldt ational Forest di trict range r 
Don Cox. Cox was sympathetic. The po -
sibili ty tilat hi di trict might harbor tree 
r ivaling in age tilose of Cali fo rnia 's 
Metiluselah Grove also aroused his com­
peti tive in tincts. He suggested that WP '-
114 be fe lled and ectioned , and he asked 
Curry what it would take to do the j ob.

Now the talk turned to the chain saws and 
men that would be needed and the pack 
tra in to ge t them up the mountain. 
Currey recently recalled to me that while 
Cox was helping plan the demise of what 
turned out to be the world 's oldest tree, 
he reacted angrily to news of Boy Scou ts 
chopping down aspens in a nearby camp­
ground. 

In 1985 a retired Ranger Cox told Doug 
McMillan of the Reno Gazettef oumal that 
when he consulted his boss, Humboldt 
National Forest supervisor Slim Hansen , 
about the advisabili ty of felling WPN-11 4, 
Hansen told him to have a look at it and

report back. Cox did so, afte r finding the 
tree "very com1non." "No one," he 
averred , "wo uld have walked more than 
100 yards to see it." He recommended it 
be cut for scientific reasons. Hansen ap­
proved, "so we cut it. " Despite the attempt 
of the nearby Lehman Caves ational 
Monument's superinte ndent, Robert 
J acobsen , to shame a Forest Service crew 
and the stubborn refusal of crewman 
Milan "Mike" Drakulich to lay his saw on 
WPN-114 ("I'm not cutting this tree"), the 
venerable bristlecone was finally fe lled on 
August 7 1964. 

Currey watched idly as the tree was 
felled ("It was tl1 e easiest work I'd done all 
summer," he late r recalled ) . A thick cross­
sectional slab was then taken at stump 
level and a thinner one from a point 100 
inches up, where the pith was still present. 
These would allow a comple te section to 
be reconstructed . The large slab was re­
sawn into three specimens at the East Ely 
shop of the Nevada Northern Railway, 
where the usual j ob was working up 
crossties and bridge timbers. Currey took 
one specimen back to orth Carolina fo r 
analysis. Another was kept by the Forest 
Service, and the third was displayed be­
hind glass for more than two decades out­
side the casino of the Hotel Nevada in 
downtown Ely. 

Back in Chapel Hill , Currey counted 
4,844 annual rings. In an article that ap­
peared in Ecology in 1965, he estimated the 
to tal age of Prometheus, as local enthusi­
asts had begun calling the tree, to have 
been about 4,900 years. This was a con­
servative estimate for three reasons. First, 
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high-elevation and northern pines like 
Great Basin bristlecone pine virtually 
never form more than one growth ring in 
a year, so a ring-count can not overestimate 
age. Second, when a tree is stressed , as 
WP -114 obviously was, it is likely to have 
missing or incomple te rings in parts of the 
trunk where tl1e cambium was not fully ac­
tivated during some years. If rings are 
counted alo ng a radius that lacks some 
1-ings, the tree ' age will be underesti­
mated. As many as a third of a deeply 
shaded hemlock's rings have been re­
ported as "missing," although such ex­
treme cases may be uncommon . Third, 
Currey's addition of just 56 years for the 
tree to reach the 100-inch height at which 
the pith ection was cut assumes a pretty 
re pectable growth rate. By contrast, 
Schulman cited a bristlecone that took 
700 years to reach three feet in height! It 
therefore seems not unreasonable to sug­
gest that WP -l l 4's age was at least 5,000 
years. 

The story ofWPN-114 did not end with 
Currey's ring-count. The year after the 
tree was fe lled , a five-man Forest Service 
crew revisited the ancient stump to take 
off another lab. Forest Service technician 
Harvie Tibbs, who when I spoke with him 
in November 1991 was the most senior

employee at the Ely Ranger Station , 
recorded in his diary the even ts of 
September 20, 1965. 

The crew had left Ely at e ight o'clock 
tlrnt morning. By noon they were havi ng 
lunch beside the bristlecone's stump. 
After chain-sawing a one-foot-thick slab 
and lugging its estimated 300 pounds in to 
a two-wheeled deer cart, they started 
downslope. A quarter of a mile down the 
trail, 32-year-old Fred Solace stopped to 
rest. Shortly afterward , when he protested 
he was too sick to continue, his coworkers 
dumped the slab, put Fred in the cart, and 
headed home with as much urgency as 
the rocky trail would permit. But soon 
Solace gasped that he had to get out of 
the cart, so his companions lifted him out 
and started to place him on the ground. 
It was at this point, relates Tibbs, that 
Solace murmured , "Oh, my God"-and 
died in Tibbs' arms. 

Solace 's death and the appearance of

S
ummer is the best time to visit the 
bristlecone pines of Great Basin 
National Park, 65 miles east of Ely. 

The park has three sizable groves of the 
ancient trees, but the Bristlecone Trail at 
about 10,000 feet near Wheeler Peak 
Campground is the easiest to reach. This 
is the area where WPN-114, also known 
as Prometheus, was cut down in 1964. 

Two of the slabs cut from Prometheus 
are on public display in the area. One is 
in the park's visitor center, which is open 
daily. The other can be seen in Ely at 
the Bristlecone Convention Center, dis­
played in a wooden case in the visitor 
bureau's lobby, which is open weekdays 
and Saturdays. 

But the main gathering place for 
bristlecone appreciation is the grove on 
Wheeler Peak. Rangers lead tours there 
at 10 a.m. daily during the summer. The 
tours start when the snow has cleared 
from the trail , which may be mid:June 
this year, and continue until snowy 
weather returns in late September or 
early October. 

The park is 65 miles east of Ely.

"Most of the trees that you ' II see on 
the trail are between 3,000 and 3,500 
years old," says chief park interpreter 
Terry Baldino. The stump of the fallen 
Prometheus is off the trail and un­
marked to protect it from erosion and 
further damage. He notes that useful 
data resulted from the "unfortunate" cut­
ting down of the tree, but, he ays firmly, 
'We don't want to forget what hap­
pened-because it should never happen 
again." 

Baldino notes that the bristlecones on 
Wheeler are the park's second-most pop­
ular attraction, after Lehman Caves, but 
their popularity has created erosion 
problems. 'We encourage people to stay 
on the trail. There is tremendous foot 
traffic among the bristlecones, and when 
people get off the trail, disturbing soil 
and rocks, we are seeing erosion. Once 
the roots are exposed, the next step can 
be the death of the tree. " 

The park's other two bristlecone 
areas, near Mount Washington and Hill 
10842, are much more remote. Ask at 
the visitor center for more information, 
or write Great Basin National Park, 
Baker, NV 89311, phone 702-234-7331. 
For Ely information, call the chamber of 
commerce, 702-289-8877 or the con­
vention center, 702-289-3720. 

In Southern Nevada, well-prepared 
hikers can trek to a bristlecone forest on 
Mount Charleston, 45 miles northwest of 
Las Vegas. Call the Toiyabe National 
Forest office in Las Vegas, 702-873-8800, 
for information.

If prompted , park 
rangers will talk open ly about Prome­
theus. Invar iably they main tain tl1at such 
an incident must never occur again.

Burton pent five years at the Haci nda, m ving to the Mont 
Carlo hortly before th Hacienda wa demoli h d last ew 
Year' Eve to make way for a new hotel. "It looks like I got out 
just in time," he tell howgoer . 

During hi how Burton chats with the audien e and d mon­
u·ate a folksy manner that reflects hi outhern roots. "Penn 

[of Penn and Teller] calls me the 'Hillbilly Magi ian. It would 
b ridiculou to pretend I'm omething I e," sa th I<, ntu ky 
nativ . "I ome from a long Jin of farmer . My mom worked at 
Frito Lay making potato chips, m dad wa a mechanic, and my 
great-great-grandfather was a moon hiner." 

Burton b came intere ted in magic as a five- ear-old when he 



was brought on tage at a magic how and 
the mag1c1an pulled money from 
Burton's elbow and ears. Burton later 
learned sleight of hand, which al o 
helped mooth the highs and low of ado­
lescence. "I was shy, but alway liked per­
forming," he recall . "I liked to play ports 
but was never on a team, o magic helped 
break the ice. " 

When not appearing on the Strip, 
Burton spends time at his home on the 
east side of the Las Vegas Valley at the 
foot of Sunrise Mountain. "It's kind of a 
neat neighborhood and wa in the open 
desert when I fir t moved there," he ays. 
Burton shares his hou e and pool with 
Monte, a golden retriever puppy that 
Burton found at the Humane Society. "I 
spend most of my day working on new 
tricks," he say . Because the show i ode­
manding phy ically, he exercise daily 
for at least an hour, an intere the shares 
with hi girlfriend, an aerobics instructor. 
(Burton's short-lived marriage to fellow 
magician Melinda Saxe ended in di­
vorce.) 

Burton's closest friends are entertain­
ers, mostly comedians, such as Michael 
Goudeau, who tars in Burton' how as 
Tim, t11e bumbling, juggling stagehand. 
The two can be found exploring Red 
Rock Canyon west of Las Vegas or joining 
Mac King and Fielding West on weekly o­
journ for sushi. 

During his 90-minute show, Burton eas­
ily move from humor to large-scale illu­
sion , uch as a flying car that vanishe . 
Burton's signature illusion involves wrap­
ping hi arms around one of the dancer , 
only to have her disappear, a trick he 
tarted using in the "Folie . " 

There are, however, two tricks from his 
televi ion show t11at Las Vegas audiences 
are not likely to see at the Monte Carlo. 
Burton says he won't be incorporating 
the straightjacket e cape or the stunt per­
formed at Valley of Fire State Park, which 
had him locked in a coffin and buried six 
feet underground. " ow that was a long 
day," ays Burton.

"Heartbeat" 
Has the 
Women's 

The male dancers of "Heartbeat" reveal a stage presence that raises the spirits of female showgoers. 

Harrah's Reno 's hot revue is an equal-opportunity entertainer.

W
ho says women can't have a little fun ? If they're ready for 
risque, if they want to laugh and whoop it up, they' ll find 
all those things perfectly acceptable at "Heartbeat," the 
new Greg Thompson revue at Harrah ' Reno. 

With 86,000 women bowlers rolling into the Reno area 
through July to attend the Women 's International Bowling 
Congress at the ational Bowling Stadium, Harrah 's Reno 
searched for a steamy how that would appeal to women. Other 
tllan yearly appearances by the striptease production "Men From 
Down Under" at tlle Stardust in Las Vegas or an occa ional 
Chippendales booking, adult revues for women aren't part of tl1e 
Nevada entertainment schedule. 

Thompson , who produces other Harrah's how -including 
a fam ily revue, 'The All New Great Wi ld Wild West Show"-came 
up with "Heartbeat." The show's female pei-formers add appeal 
for male showgoers, but with six muscular male dancers and 
hunky male lead singer, "Heartbeat" also has women creaming, 
stomping, and beating on their cocktai l tables. 

The show opens with a blast as vibrant red laser lights hoot 
across the footlights. ''We Will Rock You" pulsates through the 
showroom, and flashi ly clad singers and dancers spring onto the 
stage. The music, whi le not uncomfortably loud, does rock-no 
after-dinner siesta here. 

The show's choreographer and costume designer, Mistinguett, 
says women aren't usually encouraged to get wild at revues, but 
tllis show was designed to "allow the whole aud ience to get into 
the show, loosen up, pound on the table," she says. ''We're say­
ing it's OK to have fun. Women should find as much entertain­
ment and as much to look at-as the men." 

Female showgoers become part of the act when male dancers 
dressed in top hats and tails coax several to come on stage. The 
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women are then treated to a striptease that expose almost all. 
The performers have fun with this teasing, winking approach­
and so do the women. 

Shannon O 'Keefe, the assistant choreographer and a lead 
dancer with Thompson for five years, sh ines in a number called 
'True Love," which begins with her draped over a heart- haped 
sofa wearing a purple gown. Male dancers peel off parts of the 
gown as she moves into a song-and-dance routine. The result is 
sensual and visually exciting. 

O 'Keefe displays her dancing ski lls in another routine tllat 
come clo e to ballet. Dressed in a sparkling white costume and 
headdre s tlMt re embles an ice crystal, he execute a flying ada­
gio number a i ted by male dancer and a swing u pended 
from the cei ling. 

Showgoers who wouldn 't walk aero s the street for a topless 
show will find other diversions in "Heartbeat." Comedian-magi­
cian Max Clever works with hi cockatoo Spike, a bird that does 
bird impres ions. Spike al o has a bag of dog tricks up hi feath­
er . The audience respond to Clever' humor and magic rou­
tines, especially his fire-eating feats. 

"Heartbeat" certainly offers plenty of titillating entertainment 
for men. But take notice, ladie -this show gives u equal con­
sideration.

Fitti ngly, R. Guild Gray is 
also known for his tough , uncom­
promising standards: 'Tm very in­
toleran t of prejudice, ob es ions, 
and bigotry," he ay . "And, I think 
most ofall, intellectual di honesty." 

Most of the poetry Gray has writ­
ten over the last six decades re­
mained unpublished un ti l tl1 is year. 
"Last March ," he explains, "I found 
out I had lung cancer, so I decided 
that instead of buyi ng a tombstone 
I'd leave th is book to po terity. 
When they fo und o ut I might not 
have too long to live , my fam ily 
encouraged me to get the e photos 
and poems together. It' a pretty 
revealing th ing, but at my age, I 
figure now it doe n't matter, and 
people can ee me a I really am." 

Today, after more than a year of 
chemotherapy, radiation tl1erapy, 
brain scans, bone scan , complete 
body scans, needle , poking, and 
probing, R. Guild Gray i in pretty 
good shape.

'Tm not qui te well," the 85-year-old 
Gray says. "Wh en I asked the doctor what 
I could te ll my fam ily and friends, he said 
to tell them that there is no visible evi-

dence of cancer. But that doesn't mean 
there aren't some cancer cells tl1ere," he 
adds. 'T he chances are pretty sure that 
tl1ey licked it, but not one hundred 
percent."

Sailing Through Cyberspace 

A
lthough he 's taking only a 26-foot ail­
boat, arson City re ident Michael C. 
Dunn wants the world to join him for 

the next year and a half while he sai ls the 
river from Northern Canada to the south­
ern tip of outh America. 

Dunn' 16,000-rnile expedition, called 
"Waterway of the Americas," wi ll be 
ch ron icled on an Internet Web page. He 
i recruiting a "cybercrew" to help him 
complete the voyage. 

Dunn , 47 i a professional expedition 
leader whose wanderlu twas evident a a 
young man when he regu larly hiked and 
explored the ierras. Since those days, he 
ay , he has cl imbed the seven highest 

peak in the world and visited every coun­
U"y in the world except orth Korea and 
Alban ia. "I came up with th is project when 
I wa stuck in a snow cave on Everest in 
'89," he ay. 

Dunn 's mother, Robyn, who lives in 
Carson ity, says adventure is nothing new 
to her on. In the late 1970s, Dunn taught 
hang gliding in Car on City and has taken 
up sports from mountain cl imbing to sky­
diving that he has combined in his guide 
busine . For h i journey, he prepared his 
boat, 'Zeno's Arrow, on Lake Tahoe. 

During his U"ip, Dunn wi ll have two 
computers, two banks of batteries, three 
moderns, and two global-positioning mon­
itors loaded on the boat to help him tay 
in touch with people throughout the 
world. Dunn' cybercrewwill plan logistics 
and find supplie for him along the route. 
Dunn plan frequent live discussions with 
Internet visitors, and he ' ll post photos and 
a journal of his trip on the Web site.

Coming of age in a Nevada railroad town, Madge was a 

proper young woman who observed life on both sides of the tracks. 

By Phyllis Davis Hemphill as told by her mother, Madge Denkle Davis 

M
y first memory of Caliente is 
being awakened by the ound of 
a wagon rattling down the dirt 
road in front of our new home. 

Running to the front window, I looked out 
to see four well-worn boots hanging from 
t11e legs of two bodies lying face down in a 
wagon headed toward the cemetery. The 
year was 1907 

I was 12 years old, and my fam ily had 
ju t moved from Southern California to 
Caliente, a newly founded railroad town in 
Southea tern evada. My father, Emil 
J. Denkle, a German immigrant, had 
dreamed of being a pioneer in a Western 
frontier town, and so he and my step­
mother, Claire, established our new home 
and general store in Caliente. 

The name Caliente derived from the hot 
springs that flowed from a cave on the 
northeastern edge of town. Caliente is 
Spanish for hot. Nevada is Spanish for snow. 
Therefore, Caliente, Nevada, means hot 
snow, which in no way described the place. 

Caliente had been establjshed as a divi­
sion point of the Union Pacific Railroad 
because of the plentiful supply of water

from the Meadow Valley Wash. The com­
pany built a depot, round house, repair 
shop, offices, and dwellings for railroad 
workers. Twenty-one "railroad yellow" 
houses lined Company Row, which is now 
called Spring Street. Downtown, a wide 
railroad right-of-way separated the two 
main streets. The growing number of busi­
nesses included grocery stores, mercan­
tiles, milliners, clothing stores, saloons,

On dates we would stroll the tracks, 
have a soda, or walk to the station 
when a passenger train was due. 

and pool hall . In 1908, the year after we 
arrived, Caliente had 2,200 residents, twice 
as many as Las Vegas. 

Our general store was part of the town ' 
early growth. Aero the tracks from our 
store and home wa Caliente' fir t depot, 
a large wooden frame building. (In 1923 
it was replaced by today' beautiful mis-
ion-style depot.) 

Papa and Mama tocked the store with 
kitchenware such a pots, pans, cooking 
and eating uten ii , di he , sewing sup­
plies, and canned foodstuffs. We also car­
ried lamps, vases, and other decorative 
items. Papa did the baking and candy mak­
ing, and our best adverti ement was the 
fragrance of Papa' baked goods drifting 
around town. 

Mama fe lt her time was best spent in the 
tore, so she gradual ly put me in charge of 

my four younger sisters. I enjoyed my 
job-no mother could have loved her chil­
dren more than I loved my sister Dai y and 
li ttle half-sister Thelma, Ardath, and 

orma. 
I attended aliente Grade School, 

where one room had grade one to five 
and the other six through eight. I loved 
chool, and a major disappointment of my 

life was that Papa, being old-fashioned, did 
not believe girls should get an advanced 
education. Later he would not pay to send 
me by bus to high school in Pioche, the 

Lincoln County 
seat. Instead, I 
would wave to my 
few friends who 
went to high school as they got on the bus, 
and then I wou ld tay at home to help in 
the house and store. 

Soon I was waiting on cu tomers, stock­
ing merchandi e on shelve , and unpack­
ing crates and barrels. I remember digging 

Charlie Davis and Madge Denkle on their wedding 
day in 1913, a week alter Madge turned 18. 

into barrel packed with excel ior and tak­
ing out piece of hand-cut lead crystal ware 
hipped from Germany. Valued antiques 

today, tho e pieces were priced as low as 
five and 10 cents-and none as high as a 
dollar. 

Money wa watched clo ely in our 
home, but Papa would buy tickets for any 
visiting mu ical or dramatic performance 
that he con idered worthwhi le. And he al­
ways managed to buy new books, reading 
them cover to cover, careful not to crack 
the pine while turning the pages. We 
owned an organ and later a player piano 
pumped by foot or played by Papa. 

For her part, Mama, who was de cended 
from a line of New England ministers, was 
firm on giving us a strong moral as well as 
educational background. She wa particu­
larly fu syaboutour grammar. "Geewhiz," 
common in that day, was slang she would 
not tolerate; it was considered a corrup­
tion of 'Jesus." She raised u on pithy say­
ings from the Bible, Shakespeare, and Poor 
Richard's Almanac: "Procrastination is the 
thief of time," "Cleanliness is next to god­
line s," "A foo l and his money are oon 
parted," and "Once begun , half done." 

One day "Doc" Shire, owner of the 
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drug tore aero s the track on Front 
Street, cam into the store and asked if I 
could temporarily take the place of the girl 
who wa helping him. At first, Papa re­
fu ed, but Mr. Shire persisted, and Papa 
was finally convinced that I could work at 
the drugstore "for a time. " 

Working in a drugstore in a small

evada town in the early 1900 was a lively 
experience. There was new stock to 
learn-cosmetics, candies, gifts, patent 
medicine , and co tumejewelry. I worked 
at the soda fountain serving soft drinks, ice 
cream cone , sodas, and sundaes. Mr. 
Shire gave me permission to have all the 
sodas and ice cream I wanted. He knew 
what he was doing, of course. oon I had 
little craving for those sweets. 

Most town people were railroad men 
and their wive and chi ldren. Bu ine peo­
ple and a few ranchers and cowboys also 
came into the drugstore, as did prospec­
tors, gambler , and transients. Gradually I 
became acquainted with everyone in and 
around town, and when bu ine s was slow, 
I heard ome intriguing conver ations. 

Among the clientele were the "painted 
ladie ," the prostitutes from the Cliff 
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House, the red-light district on the hill. 
Although I was young, I omewhat under­
stood the role the women played in town , 
and I found them in general very nice peo­
ple. They were always extremely well 
dre ed with their faces heavily made up 
with powder and rouge ("painted") and 
with high, puffed-up hairdos. Often they 

leaving he took me into the back room, 
where he had carefully made pre cription 
for his regular clientele. 

Then he howed me a special group of 
"prescription " that, he aid, must be old 
only at certain interval and only in the 
dosages he had made up. ''Now let me tell 
you," he warned, "the e people will know 

you are alone here, but 
they won't harm you be­
cause they want to remain 
my customers. They will 
yell and scream and plead 
and cry, but you must not 
give them any of these 
drugs unle I have set 
them out." He leaned to­
ward me and declared, "If 
you give them more drugs, 
they might die! " 
He was right about people 
trying to wheedle me. 
During his absence, things 
went well except for a few 
pleading encounters at the 
back-alley counter window. 
But I never gave in. 
Late one evening omeone 
banged loudly out back. 
"Madge! Madge! You 've 
got to help me! " It was the

on of one of the town 
leaders. He cried, "My si -
ter is screaming and jump­
ing and yelling and crying. 
Madge! You 've just got to 
let her have more medi­
cine!" By the way he kept 

ordered "Dr. Shire ' Hand Lotion," a spe­
cial concoction that Doc Shire taught me 
to make: 1 ounce glycerin, 1 ounce dis­
tilled or boiled water, 1/ 4 ounce extract of 
rose , and 1/ 4 ounce alcohol. It co t 25 
cents a bottle. 

The prostitutes would never speak witl1 
me if other customers came in. But when 
I was alone with them I ometimes learned 
of thei1- backgrounds. Once one of them 
told me she wa going back East to attend 
her son' college graduation. At the depot 
later that day I saw her go up the steps of 
a Pullman car. She was attired quietly like 
any well-dressed woman in town and, just 
like Mama and me, wore absolutely no 
makeup with her hair wound neatly in a 
bun. 

I had been in the drug tore for longer 
than a year when Mr. Shire decided to 
make a trip back East to visit his family. 
After explaining his plan to Papa and 
Mama, he put me in charge of the drug­
store while he was away. Shortly before 

creaming, I alway sus­
pected that he wanted the pre cription for 
himself. But I never gave it to him. 

I do remember that tho e drugs were 
cocaine and morphine. Cocaine cost more 
than the other, and one of them sold for 
25 cents an ounce. (Upon hearing this 
tale many years later, my oldest grandson 
Tom exclaimed, "Wow, Grandma was a 
pu her! ") 

However, aliente had little violence be­
cause everyone got along. Furthermore, 
we were off the main roads, so few people 
just passed through. The nearest peace 
officer was in Pioche, 25 miles north , so 
locals had to keep the town peaceful and 
clean. 

And they did. A rare drifter caught 
cheating at cards might be found dead the 
next morning on the road at the edge of 
town. If some town fathers were ever sus­
pected of as isting in the disposal of 
Caliente' unwelcome gue t, no accusa­
tions were made. For instance, we never 
did learn the circum tance of death of the

two men I aw being carted away to the 
cemetery my first day in town. In Caliente, 
as in other frontier communities, justice 
could be swift and sure. 

A
s a gathering place, the drugstore 
was often crowded. Many cus­
tomers were young, ingle railroad 
men looking for companionship. 

Under my father's watchful eye, I had 
casually dated a few men. A date usually 
meant strolling along the railroad tracks to 
the outskirts of town, having a oda at the 
drugstore, or taking walk among the 
pungent-scented agebru h and creo ote 
bushe . Frequently we would walk to the 
station when a pas enger train wa due. 
With his engine letting out loud, white 
puffs of steam, the engineer would stop to 
take on water from the trackside tank. 

One man I dated was Charles B. Davis, 
and I did notice that I was giving him pref­
erence when he came into the drugstore. 
Charlie Davis was nice looking with wavy 
black hair, and everybody liked him. But so 
far as I knew, I had developed no roman­
tic interest in anyone. 

Then one day I was outside the drug-
tore cleaning the window when I heard 

a train whistle. Looking around I aw 
Charlie miling and waving at me from the 
window of a big, black team engine. As I 

Papa would not 
permit us to marry, so 
Charlie and I eloped. 

waved back, I felt a trange pull in my chest 
in the region of my heart. I remember say­
ing to myself, "Why, Madge. I guess you 
mu t be in love. " 

As I tarted dating Charlie more, our 
talk became seriou , and we began to 
make wedding plans. However, Papa 
warned me that he would not permit us to 
marry. He had aid many times that his 
daughters would marry only professional 
men or men who owned their own busi­
nesses. 

So Charlie and I decided to elope ·to Salt 
Lake City. Only my sister Daisy knew the 
details of our plan. On August 10, 1913, I 
turned 18 and under Nevada and Utah law 
became an adult. A week later I dressed up 
as if for a date and walked down to the rail­
road station. The train arrived, and when 
the conductor called, "Al l aboard," I 
jumped on the step of a passenger car. 

Charlie was already on the train with my 
ticket. 

The next day, August 18, on our way to 
be married by a ju tice of the peace, 
Charlie bought me a beautiful dress for a 
wedding pre ent. Made of silk, it had a 
tight waist and full skirt that came down to 
the tip of my hoes. (In those days it was 
scandalous for a woman to show her ankle. 
Women wore their skirts so long that, with 
high-top shoes, their ankles were com­
pletely covered. I had heard that in the big 
citie wicked men would hang around a 
street corner, hoping to ee a woman lift 
her kirt a few inche as he stepped onto 

a streetcar, showing a tantalizing ankle!) 
When we returned to Caliente, we 

moved into a Company Row house that 
Charlie had been able to reserve. The 
house was umber 13--we always called it 
"lucky 13"-and tl1at was our home in 
Caliente.

F
ed by abundant snowmelt and stocked 
by both Ma ature and state wildlife 
biologi ts, the Ruby and East 
Humboldt ranges in orthea tern 

evada are home to 17 fish-bearing lakes 
and countless streams. By virtue of their 
remoteness, these mountains, which local 
boosters call " evada's Alp ,"are among 
tl1e tate's most unspoiled fishing ar a . 

Each ummer anglers pack hook, line, 
and bait for fishing vacations in this 
wilderne s along the Ruby Crest Trail , 
knowing that because of the remote and 
plentiful waters they can fish like crazy 
and probably not run into one other. 

Frank Clyde, an Elko contractor and 
fishing fanatic, regularly talks the lakes 
and tream in the no e-bleed elevations 
of the Rubie and East Hum bold ts. "Half 
the fun i the hike, though you do go head 
over teakettle once in a whi le," he says. 

lyde i often accompanied on his fish­
ing adventures by his 10-year-old daughter 
Asia (" he's got two rods now and her own 
tackle box," he says proudly). He and Asia 
prefer Lamoille Lake, which at 9,700 feet 
is one of the higher-elevation fi hing 
spots in the Rubies. Clyde note , "You 'll b 
in ome of the mo t beautiful country

ortl1ern Nevada has to offer-wildflow­
ers, wildlife, and cenery." 

However, timing i a consideration 
here: It' an extremely short eason in the 
upper deck. 'July and Augu tare the be t 
times to visit the real high-country spots," 
says fisheries biologi t Mike Green of the 
Nevada Division of Wildlife office in Elko. 
"Even in June, you're often encountering 
snowbanks. Fall can be beautiful , too, but 
you can be trapped by snow." 

An extremely short eason. 
For this reason, tl1e most popular lakes, 

like Lamoille Lake, are tho e do e t to civ­
ilization . It's eight or nine mile of chal­
lenging uphill trail into the best fishing 
grounds. Green note that Favre, Liberty, 
Hidden , Robinson , and Overland lakes 
have brookies and cutthroats that are 
"always hungry and fairly easy to catch," 
whether tempted with flies or live bait. 

There's a catch to the catch, though. 
The majority of the lakes lie in federally 
designated wilderne s area , where mo­
torized vehicle are verboten. So the ad­
venturesome angler must hike or ride 
horseback all the way. The regulation also 
create a tretch for the state wildlife folks 
who stock ix of tl1e region's 17 lakes by 
helicopter. Green say , " ow, since we're 

not allowed to land in a wilderness area, 
some unfortunate individual-often it' 
me-has to stand out on the skid while 
the helicopter' in flight and drop the fish 
into the lake. " 

Angler who vi it the high lakes must be 
ready for rough terrain , cold nights, and, 
oddly enough, a lack of drinking water. 
Green notes that the "beaver fever" or­
ganism can ruin a fishing trip. 'Take along 
your own water supply or a pump or fil­
tration device," he advi es. 

Thus equipped, and prepared to put a 
few hard miles on yourself or Seabi cuit, 
you're ready to fish in some splendid 
country. "I get the fun of eeing my kid 
nag a fi h ," Frank Clyde say . "And let's 

face it, there 's nothing in the world like 
pan-fried trout. "
