Autumn at Topaz Lake 
TOPAZ IAKE--September is season's end 
at Topaz Lake Recreation Area, a popular 
Dougla ounty park 21 miles south of 
Gardnerville. After Labor Day crowds van­
ish, and vi itors can hike around the lake, 
drift in a boat, or loll in a camp chair and 
ertjoy a quiet orthern evada autumn. 

The park i ituated in a Topaz Lake 
cove two miles ast of U.S. 395. Park users 
include local and travelers. A plaque hon­
ors outhern California re ident Larry 
Fredin (1920-1998), who volunteered as a 
campground host for many seasons. "Thi 
park, for him, was a labor oflove," ays res­
ident ranger Don Swain. Before th 
county installed an irrigation ystem, 
Fredin hand-watered trees, planted flowers 
and bulbs, and nursed th playground Autumn brings cooler weather and brilliant sunsets to Topaz Lake on the Nevada-California border. 
lawn. 

The park has 16 reservable RV hookups 
and 12 first-come, first-serve RV spaces as 
well as tent camping, hot showers, re­
trooms, and picn ic spots. p to five boats

Western Heritage 
RE 0-Bartley Ranch Regional Park is 
more than a great place to have a picn ic. 
Visitors also can enjoy mu ic, hikes, 
wild life , and history at the former 
Southwe t Reno ranch. 

You enter the park on a covered wood­
planked bridge. In ide you'll find the O ld 
Huffaker School (used 1867-1951) . 
Reopened at the park in 1997 the reno­
vated schoolhouse has whitewashed wall 
and green shutters, eparate outhou e for 
boys and girls, and a belfry with the origi­
nal brass bell. 

Equestrian and bicyclists can ride the 
mile-long Ranch Loop Trai l, which offers 
views of Reno. Hikers can trod the one­
th ird-mile Flume Trail and the quarter-

mile Quai l Run ature Trail. Morn ings 
and late afternoons are the best times to 
see marmots, squirrels, hawks, and an oc­
casional visiting golden eagl .

hile snow camping in the Sie rra Nevada two winters 
ago, my fri end Rick Gunn sat in his tent as a storm 
raged outs ide. With no thing else to do, he began

The ad feanired a dusty brown 
hill , a hike r, and the Nevada Commission on Tourism 's pro­
moti on of the sta te as an outdoor adventure destination . 

The image in trigued Rick so much that he got a copy of the 
agency's The Dirl: Your Nitty-G1illy, Down-and-Dirty Guide lo Nevada, 
which cataloged hundreds of ac tivities. The Dirt also provided a 
list of daunting challenges called the " evada 10." Soon, Rick, 
a pho tographe r for the Nevada Appeal in Carson City, came up 
with what we ca lled our "idio tic" idea. 

"I wa nted to make an adventure o ut of the 'Nevada 10,'" he 
said , adding o ptimistically, "A group of us could comple te all 
l 0 challenges in 10 days." Af1f1eal reporte r Karl Ho reis and I in­
stantly jumped on board, as did KM. Cannon, Las Vegas Review­
j oum al and fo rmer Appeal photographe r. We call ed it the 

evada 10-in-10 Challenge, and we would report it in the Af1peaL 
Our support team consisted of outdoors edito r Don Quilici and

We started at 4:30 a. m. on a cool August morning a year ago 

near Echo Lakes on the west side of Lake Tahoe. A crescent 
moon tri ed to brigh ten the opaque sky.

Challenge No. l/Daxs 1-4:

Garehime, my sisters, June and 
Wilma, and I left Colorado for 
Los Angeles. June had a leaky 

Garehime's Music Store was a popular hangout for teenagers , who 
could listen to records in the listening booths on the main floor (above). 
The color photos were used on a postcard of the store , built in 1941. 

In 1924 Las Vegas had a pop­
ulation of2,400 but few cultural 
opportunities. A store elling 
musical instruments offered a 
way for folks to entertain them­
selves. Dad would buy used pi­

valve in her heart and had to move to a 
lower altitude. On the way to California 
we vi ited Mom' younger brother, Archie 
Mellott, in La Vegas, which was then a lit­
tle railroad town. We had planned a brief 
visit, but it turned out to be our final stop.

Las Vegas became our fam ily's home. 
With 60 in his pocket, my dad jumped 

at the chance to e tablish his own busi­
ne . A handful of buildings on Fremont 
treet where the Fremont Hotel now 

stand were owned by a woman in Los 

anos in California and rebuild and sell 
them. He later purchased a piece of land 
at 115 orth 3rd Street, just off Fremont, 
where in 1941 he built a two-story build­
ing to house the store. Our family still 
own that small parcel, and we lease it to 
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the Fremont Hotel and Casino. 
In time my parents expanded 

the tore 's inventory to include 
Victorolas (early record player ) 
and radio . Dad traveled to 
town like Boulder Cily, 
Logandale, aliente, and Pioche 
and old piano on consignment 
while Mom ran the sto re. Buyi ng 
an item on time was quite com­
mon , and customers were ex­
p ct d to make payments of only 
50 cents a week. Often when 
omeone came into the store to 

e ll an instrument, Dad wou ld 
pay a higher price if he thought the 
owner was asking too little. 

In the 1920s there were no major con­
struction companies, so if yo u wanted to 

live in something other than a tent, you 
built it yourself. Dad bui lt a 20-by-20-foot 
house, u ing wood from piano-packing 
crates for the walls and canva for the 
roof. He did the plumbing and dug an 
artesian we ll. The air-cond ition ing was 
provided by a primitive swamp cooler-a

box fan with a wet towel draped over it. 
The towel had to b r - oaked every few 
hours. In the hot summer months we 
ch ildren often lept outside on a big 
metal-framed b d. As Dad could afford 
more lumber, he added rooms and re-

placed the canvas with a wood 
cei ling. In the 1920s our hou e 
wa located at the edge of 
town. It till stands today at 
l 0th and tewart treets. 

Growing up in La Y, gas was 
an adventure. I can rem mber 
seeing wi ld hor e watering at 
th er ek that ran from the 
O ld Mormon Fort. A neighbor 
corralled unbroken mustangs, 
and when the horses broke 
loo e, I wou ld jump onto one 
and try to rid it bareback 
until I fe ll off. I'd get up, latch 

onto another, and ride it for as long 
as I could. 

At age 11, I built a boat using wood 
from a building that had burned down. 
Th motor wa a converted washing­
machine engine . I o ld rid s on my boat 
out at Twin Lakes, a natural lake located 
in today' Lorenzi Park. Later, I installed 
an outboard motor. When I was 12, I built 
a car power d by a one-cylinder Sears and 
Roebuck ngine. I drove the car to chool

We attended chool in vari­
ou building and tents.

The schools 
were located on 5th Street, 
now Las Vegas Boulevard, 
where the Federal Bui lding 
and city offices sit today. I re­
member the high school burn­
ing down and runn ing to 
watch. They built a new high 
chool at 7th Street and 

Bridger Avenue, and it opened 
in September 1930.

Our music sto re was the only o ne in 
the a rea un til the 1940s. As a teenage r I 
started moving and de live ring pianos, but 
my real inte rest was playing the co rne t in 
bands. One of my first professio nal gigs 
wa in the early '40s playing in the 
orchestra a t Sally Rand 's fa n show at th 
Colo ny Club, located nea r where the 
Castaways Casino is today. I la te r played 
a t the Et Rancho, which burned down 
in 1960. 

~e Garehime Music Sto re fl ou rished , 
I I and from 1924 until the store closed 

in 1988 we had seven diffe rent locations 
around down town Las Vegas and Boulde r 
City. All of the casinos' well-known musi­
cians bo ught the ir suppli es from us. 
Lo uis Armstrong was a good fri end of 
Dad 's and wo uldn ' t le t anyo ne e lse work 
o n his trumpet. (I once took the libe rty 
of playing Lo uis' ho rn while it was in the 
shop fo r re pa ir.) The Martin H o rn 
Company do na ted a specially made horn 
to Dizzy Gillespie, and since we we re one 
of the ir deale rs, the company asked Morn 
to presen t it to him o n stage at a j azz fes­
tival in Las Vegas. 

T he tee naged Wayne Newton came in 
the sto re with his pa ren ts and brothe r 
J e rry to buy sheet music. J e rry, a guita r 
playe r, would also buy strings. They we re 
playing the Fremo nt Ho te l ju t down the 
alley fro m us. Whe n we opened a new 
sto re in 1965, Wayne cut the ribbo n . 
Once I convinced Gene Krupa, Benny 
Goodman 's drumme r, to bring his band 
and play an impromptu concert at o ne of 
ou r stores. So me of the fa mous people 
who came to the sto re we re Sammy Davis 
Jr., J ohnny Cash , Ray Antho ny, Xavie r 
Cugat, Lo uis J o rdan , Frank Sinatra' 
a rranger Sammy Fa in , Fran J effri es, and 
Ike and Tina Turne r. 

Garehime's was a popula r hangout fo r 
high school kids, who wo uld use the lis­
tening booths. Back then, customers we re 
free to listen to records before buying 
them. The records weren ' t sealed , so you 
could pull any record o ut of its sleeve and 
g ive it a spin . Our sto re was the o nly place 
in town where people could listen all they 
wanted . We had regula rs who visited daily, 
and a lot of kids came in to play the 
pianos. 

Dad and I we re involved in some Las 
Vegas media firsts. Dad played the vio lin 
at the opening ce remo nies fo r the town 's 
first radio statio n , KE 0 , in 1940, and I 
played trumpet in a band at the opening

She passed away in 1989. O u r fa mily was 
ho no red in 1998 when a new Las Vegas 
school was named the Edi th Garehime 
Elementary School.

In 1960, Be tty 
and I moved into our p re ent home on 
Boulde r Highway. At the time it was the 
new area of town-still surro unded by 
dese rt.

catch and can weigh 20 pounds or more, 
although the average catch ranges from 
two to three pounds. Largemouth bass, 
channel catfish, and bluegill are popular 
as well. Typically, the bass will bite on lures 
that imitate their favorite forage fish, the 
thread.fin shad. For campers, Lake Mead 
has several good National Park Service 
campgrounds. 

Wayne E. Kirch W.M.A.: About 35 miles 
south of the little town of Lund, the White 
River surfaces to form this oasis before div­
ing again beneath the desert floor to con­
tinue flowing as an underground river. In 
1959 the state purchased t11e area for duck 
and goose nesting and hunting. Named 
after a Las Vegas sportsman who was a 
longtime state wildlife commissioner, 
Wayne E. Kirch Wildlife Management 
Area is tucked between the Egan and 
Grant ranges. 

The refuge's five lakes are highly re­
garded by anglers for rainbow trout and 
largemouth bass. As the water cools in the 
fall, the fish become more energetic and 
easier to catch. Check NDOW's fishing 
regulations for Kirch's special rules, such 
as a 10-inch minimum size for keeper bass. 
By the way, Adams-McGill Reservoir was re­
cently drained for dam 1-epair. The refuge 
has a no-fee campground. 

Comins Lake: An increasing number of 
anglers have been heading to Comins be­
cause of its large rainbow trout. The reser­
voir is situated seven miles south of Ely 
in scenic Steptoe Valley, known for 
its towering mountains and abundant 
wildlife. 

Part of NDOW's acquisition of the his­
toric 3-C Ranch, the lake is managed as a 
top-notch fishery. Phenomenal growth 
rates are reported for the rainbow trout 
that are stocked as nine-inch fish from the 
tate's hatcheries. Angle1-s may catch fish 

of several pounds or more, particularly in 
the fall when t11e fish are active. 

During the fall Bob Ravera has seen an­
telope and elk near the lake. Al o, you can 
take a drive to nearby Success Summit in 
the early morning or evening and have a 
chance to see elk and mule deer along 
wit11 beautiful scenery. Campgrounds are 
located at Cave Lake State Park and Elk 
Flat to the east of Comins. 

Truckee River: This blue-green river 
flows through Reno on its way from Lake 
Tahoe to Pyramid Lake. Truckee anglers 
often see mule deer and migratory birds 
like ducks and geese as the foliage takes 
on spectacular fall colors. 

for rainbow and brown trout in the fall, 
says Dave Stanley, an avid angler and 
owner of t11e Reno Fly Shop. At this time 
of year the brown trout move to their 
spawning bed, making them very active 
and providing rod-bending action for an­
glers. Also, in autumn the flow of the river 
slows and becomes more consistent, which 
helps anglers. 

While most fishing activity takes place 
west of Reno, Stanley says fall is a good 
time to work eastward from Reno to 
Wadsworth. Browns and rainbows up to 24 
inches in length are caught in that su-etch 
of the river. 

Pyramid Lake: In the 1920s and '30s an-
glers from around the nation came to 
Pyramid to catch trophy Lahontan cut­
throat trout of 20 pounds or more. John 
Skimmerhorn, a Paiute fishennan, caught 
the world-record cutthroat of 41 pounds 
in 1925. 

Times changed, and by the early 1940s 
the cutthroat-trout fishery had collapsed. 
But thanks to better water management 
the lake has again become a popular fish­
ing place. It also has unique tufa scenery, 
cool fall weat11er, and no crowds. 

Pyramid Lake i part of a Paiute reser­
vation 35 mile northea t of Reno. Trout­
fishing season run from October 1 to 
June 30, and fall anglers have a chance 
to land a cutthroat weighing up to 10 
pounds. At this time of year the u-out fol­
low tui chubs, their favorite food source, 
into shallow water, where the u-out a1-e vu!-
nerable to lures and flies. 

Fishing is closely regulated by the

Even p ople who don't fish 
wi ll find a trip to the lake to be 
worthwhil becaus of Pyramid ' 
unusual tufa formations. The calcium 
spires, man)' haped like rough-hewn 
bowl , are remnants of Lake Lahontan, 
which covered the area centuries ago. 

Knott Creek Reservoir: The aspen leave 
turn to blazing ye llow and orange in fa ll 
at Knott Creek Re ervoir, situated at 6,400 
feet in th Pine Forest Range 130 miles 
northwest of Winnemucca. Beside its 
beauty, the appea l of this mountain lake 
near Denio i troph)' trout up to 20 inches 
in length. 

As the water cool , the lake's rainbow 
and bowcutt (a hybrid of rainbow and ut­
throat) trout become active as they put on 
weight for the winter. Lure with ingle 
barbles hooks are the on!)' baits that can 
be u ed. The fishing eason run from the 
econd atu rday in June through 

Novemb r 15. Primitive camping is per­
mitted. 

Wildli~ i abundant in the mountains 
that surround Knott Creek Reservoir, o 
bring binoculars. Also pack warm clothe 
becau e autumn temperatures can quickJ)' 
turn cold at this elevation. Watch the 
weather-fall snowstorms have tranded 
angler at the lake. 

Crittenden Reservoir: Anglers have to be 
real!)' d termin d to reach this lake be­
cause of its r mote location in Nevada's 
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northeastern corner, but tho e who make 
the trek wi ll be treated to the cype of fish­
ing that avid fishers dream about. 

rittenden, 69 miles northeast of Wells, 
can be reached by driving to Montello and 
then north on a dirt road for 19 mil s. The 
lake has largemouth ba s, but most angle1 
ca t for the rainbow trout that grow 20 
inche or more. Flies are the preferred 
trout-catching method-on!)' artificial 
lu re can be used here. Camping is not 
allowed around the lake, but an unim­
proved camp area is nearb)'. 

Situated in a canyon surround d b)' 
sagebrush, Crittenden Re ervoir is a place 
that regular call " evada prett)'," where 
the enjoyment i all about catching big, 
feisty trout. Th r i appeal in Critten-

den' i o lation, and anglers 
enjO)' having the lake-and its 
big rainbows-mostly to them­
e Ive when summer turns 

to fa ll.

12 ahrump is getting discovered. For years the sleepy hamlet 
of Pahrump, 60 miles west of Las Vegas, was an off-the­
en-track evada town known mostly for inexpensive land 

and discount firework stands. 
Things have changed dramatically in recent years. Because of its 

location, clo e to not only Las Vegas but also many Southern evada 
and California tourist attractions, Pahrump has become one of the 
fastest-growing communities in the state. 

As a result, you might say that Pahrump has come into its own. 
Three cour es await golfers. An arts community presents special 
events at evada's largest winery. Four casinos feature 24-hour gam­
ing, restaurants, and bars. And when it'Bl:s winter elsewhere, it's usu­
ally warm in Pahrump Valley. 

The Paiutes knew the valley as a spe­
cial place. Their name for it combined 
"pah" for water, after the area's natural 
artesian springs, and " rimpi," for stone. 
In the late 1800 , white settlers raised al­
falfa and cotton in the fertile valley, 
which sits on a major aquifer. 

In the first half of the 20th century, 
Pahrump was one of the most isolated 
communities in the West. You could dis­
appear from society and be confident 
your secret would be safe. Some believe 

Butch Cassidy escaped that gunfight in Bolivia and died in the nearby 
mining town of Johnnie around 1940. Life was hard for Pahrump's 
cotton and alfalfa farmers, but success was attainable. The first paved 
road, State Route 160, connected Pahrump to Las Vegas in 1954. 
Electricity finally arrived in 1963, and telephone service followed two 
years later. The first grocery store opened in 1981 

Today, Pahrump is booming. The valley's population- a mere 63 
in 1959- has grown to more than 32,000. Housing developments, 
tourist accommodations, and a thriving business community have re­
placed the old cotton farms. Many travelers, especially RVers, are 
finding Pahrump a good spot to visit. 

Pick up the real estate section for Pahrump's local paper, the 
Pahrump Valley Times, and you'll find 
plenty of advertisements for new hous­
ing projects. The Pahrump township's 
Web site estimates that more than 
10,000 single and multifamily units are 
under development or construction. 
Developments include Mountain Falls, 
an ambitious 1,000-acre project with 
3,000 homes and a championship golf 
course, and Desert Greens, an adult 
manufactured-home community that 
includes a nine-hole golf course.

in Pahrump, where green fees range from $8 
to $45 . Willow Creek (877-779-4653) is an 
18-hole, par-71 7,025-yard championship 
course. If executive courses are more your 
style, try Lakeview, which is affiliated with 
Willow Creek. Lakeview is a par-59 course 
that suits all abilities. Desert Greens (775-
751 1999), an informal nine-hole, par-three 
course, is part of a mobile-home subdivision 
and is open to the public. The newest course 
in town is the Cal Olson-designed Mountain 
Falls (775-537-6553), where all 18 holes on 
the championship course are scheduled to 
open this fall. 

A popular stop in Pahrump is Pahrump 
Valley Winery, the only winery in Southern 
Nevada. Known for its sweet white wine, 
Symphony, and its burgundy, Pahrump Valley 
Winery produces eight varieties. You can 
order wine to be shipped (775-727-6900). 
The winery has a gift store and a fine-dining 
restaurant. An amphitheater is the site of sev­
eral yearly events, such as a summer arts fes­
tival. In October, the Grape Stomp features 
a jazz festival and wine tasting. 

Pahrump's largest annual event, the 
Pahrump Fall Festival and Rodeo, is held at 
Petrack Park on the first weekend in October. 
Most of the events, including shows, dances, 
vendor booths, and contests, are free. 
Admission is charged for the carnival , PRCA 
rodeo, auto races at Pahrump Valley 
Speedway, and several events at the winery. 
Add the parade on Saturday morning, and 
the Fall Festival offers a weekend of fun and 
entertainment. 

The weekend prior to the Fall Festival the 
Pahrump Chamber of Commerce stages the 
Pony Express Ride. Riders on horseback carry 
mail on a 34-mile Pony Express reenactment 
ride from Amargosa Valley to Pahrump. A 
kick-off dinner is held at the Longstreet Inn 
in Amargosa, and the event ends at Saddle 
West in Pahrump. 

For race fans, Pahrump Valley Speedway 
(775-727-7172) holds dirt-track races in the 
summer. Out in Amargosa Valley, the rooster 
tails are flying at the sand-drag track (775-
372-5658). If the wind starts blowing, be sure 
to choose the upwind side. 

Four casinos offer 24-hour gaming. 
Pahrump's oldest casino, Saddle West (800-
433-3987), and newest, the Pahrump Nugget 
(775-751-6500), join Terrible's Town Casino 
(775-751-7777) on State Route 160 in the 
area considered to be Pahrump's downtown. 
Seven miles southeast of town on Homestead 
Road, Terrible's Lakeside Casino and RV 
Resort (888-558-5253) features a man-made, 



seven-acre lake, where visitors can kayak, 
fish, and swim. 

Accommodations are availab le at RV 
parks and several motels.

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Historic Preservation 

Old School Ties 
The pride of Mason Valley has been rejuvenated 

as the Jeanne Dini Yerington Cultural Center.

W
h. en Dace acchini attended Yering­
ton Grammar School o. 9 in the 
1930 , he could hear troublesome 
boys be ing disciplined with wooden 

"principal's paddles" because he r cla -
room was next door to Principal George 
Daugherty's o ffi ce . "I ciinged," she says, 
"but that ' how it was in tho e days." 

Daugherty wasn 't all discipline, however. 
acchini recalls that he also taught stu­

den ts to tap dance afte r school. "He 
danced right alo ng with us," she says. "We 
had lots of fun ." 

acchini and many longtime Mason 
Valley residents have fond memories of the 
chool and are pleased to see it revived as 

the Jeanne Dini Yerington Cultural Center. 
"I was ho ping omething like this wo uld 
happen to the old chool," acchini says. 

Grammar School No . 9 was known as 
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the "pride of the valley" when it and 
the Lyon Co unty Courthouse opened 
in 19 12. Re no a rchitect Frede rick J. 
DeLongchamp designed bo th buildings. 
De te riorating badly, the school wa clo ed 
in 1980 and became the focus of a 1.8-
million fund-raising campaign in 19 8. 
The late J eanne Dini led the proj ect' 
committee. 

"A group of citizens who had gone to 
the school wanted to create a cultu ral cen­
ter and have a place for plays and music," 
says J oe Dini , J eanne Dini 's husband and 
fo rm r peake r of the evada Assembly. 
"They really worked hard .J eanne put he r 
whole life into it. nfortunately, it wasn 't 
finished in 1994 when he passed away." 
Dini , who attended the school beginning 
in 1934, can remember the names of each 
of his teache rs from the first through

eighth grades. As a legi lator in the early 
1990s, Dini pushed to e tablish the 
Commission fo r Cultural Affa irs, which, 
through the sale of bond , ha helped 
rehabilitate the old Yerington school and 
o ther evada landmarks. In the last 10 
yea rs, the commissio n has di tributed 
close to 20 million , a fi gure matched by 
grant recipients. 

"We have projects in all of evada' 17 
counties," ays Ron J ames, the tate hi -
toric preservation o ffi ce r. " ixty-e ight

buildings have benefited from the pro­
gram, over 40 of them are open, and more 
than half a million people visit these facil­
ities." Among the buildings are the Carson 
Valley Museum and Cultural Center in 
Gardnerville, a renovated high school 
that dates to 1916, and the 1915-era Oats 
Park School, now a theater and arts cen­
ter in Fallon. DeLongchamps designed 
those buildings, too. 

Lyon County residents raised nearly 
$800,000 for the Jeanne Dini Yerington 
Cultural Center. "It's amazing a little town 
like Yerington could do tlrnt," Dini says. 
Besides 840,000 in grants from the com­
mission , the center received other outside 
help, and restoration was complete in 
1998. Pat Fietta, who shares curating duties 
at the center with her husband, George 
LeMaitre, says former students marvel at 
the result. "They love to see what has been 
done with their old school," she says. 

The center's main attraction is the 150-
seat Ginny Baker Theater, named after a 
late Yerington re ident who with her hus­
band, Cal, was a major donor. Steeply 
raked seats give the theater what perform­
ers call a "live sound." Fietta says, "When an 
actor stands on the stage and whispers, you 
can hear him clearly from every seat." 
International ly acclaimed pianist Robert 
Thies praised the acoustics after his per­
formance last June. Recent productions in­
clude "The Shooting of Bob McKinney," a 
folk opera staged by a Virginia City group, 
and "Oliver! ," performed by Yerington 
Intermediate School students. A summer 
concert by the Carson Valley Pops 
Orchestra drew a sellout crowd. 

Daytime visitors can order tea, espresso 
drinks, or mootl1ies at the No. 9 Cafe and 
Gallery, where artwork and photographs 
are displayed. Tourists as well as residents 
appreciate the center, according to Fietta. 
"A visitor from Arizona told me he went to 
a chooljust like this one," she says. "We got 
to talking about principal 's paddles, and he 
said, 'I might be able to get you one."' 

So long as Dace Sacchini doesn 't cringe 
at tl1e idea.

owered Speed Chal lenge is a close 
ousin to the mythical submarine 
ces. At five in the afternoon, a shut­

tle bus on loan from an idle gold mine 
picks us up in front of the Battle Mountain 
Civic Center and takes us 14 miles south 
of town. There we are dropped off like a 
li tter of unwanted puppies at a spot where 
wooden bleachers and one lonely port.a 
potty have been set up in the sagebru h. 
The bleachers face State Route 305, a two­
lane ribbon of rural asphalt unremarkable 
by evada standards but widely regarded 
as an ideal straightaway for testing the 
upper limits of human performance. 

Except for the chirping of crickets and 
occasional squawk of a two-way radio, the 
scene is quiet. Then a member of the tim­
ing crew announces that he has a racer in 
sight. Presently we hear a faint rattl ing 
noise. Whoosh! A torpedo-shaped object 
shoots past, vanishing into the distance 
as quickly as it appeared. The crowd ap­
plauds. The crickets resume ch irping. 

What just went that.away is a racing 
machine known as an HPV, or human-

powered vehicle. The human inside the 
treamlined shell travels feet first on a low­

slung recumbent bicycle frame. The bicy­
cle's drive train ha upwards of 50 gears, 
and it takes almo t five mile before the 
contraption gets up to full speed. That's 
when things get really intere ting. 

"It's such a ru h," gushe Briti h cycli t 
Rob English. "To be doing it on your own 
power, on a flat road, is just tremendous­
just an unbelievable feeling. You don't 
really get the sensation of speed o much 
'cause you don't have the wind on you. But 
you look at the speedo-it reads 68 miles 
an hour. That' freeway speed!" 

As English's bike entered the 200-meter 
long-timing trap, his speedometer regis­
tered 70-his faste t speed ever. The next 
instant, bang!The machine went pinn ing 
out of control, carving a fragrant swath 
through the sagebrush before finally com­
ing to rest again ta parked car. Because he 
was encap ulated in a practical ly bullet-

proof shell , English was able to walk away 
from the wreck with only a mild concu -
sion and facial lacerations. 

Battle Mountain first became an inter­
national biking mecca four years ago, 
the result of a nationwide search by 

alifomian Matt Weaver, who was looking 
for an ideal spot to field te t his high-tech 
racing machine, the Cutting Edge. 

"A sprint site long enough for the 
h igher potential speeds and comparable 
to past sprint sites did not exi t," recalls 
Weaver. "I decided to locate one. 
Ultimately it took an automobile loaded 
up with a computer and lots of fancy in­
suumentation and custom software and 
electronics and driving down the road, 
precisely surveying tl1e road at peed. It 
was a fascinating project." 

What the speed bikers needed was a 
road that was straight and level, with a 
smooth urface and little traffic. They also 
needed a road that could be hut down 
temporari ly during nightly peed trials. 

ot only has the evada Deparunent of 
Tran portation been accommodating, so 
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have the citi zens of Battle Mountain. 
During race week-wh ich is scheduled for 
eptember 15-20-cyclists are treated to 

such e ntertainments as a Basque banquet 
and a rodeo; in turn, tl1e cycl ists are 
more tl1an wi lling to talk about the ir curi­
ou obse sion and show off their exotic 
machine . 

"It' like a chopper motorcycle with 
pedal ," is how race-bike builder Gardner 
Martin of Freedom, Californ ia, describes 
his sleek Gold Rush Le Tour racing ma­
chine. Martin's longtime driver is former 
Olympian and U .. National Cycling Team 
member "Fast" Freddy Markham. When 
he's tucked into position, li ttle can be seen 
of Markham but the top of his helmeted 
head-and the image of hi body in pro-

file , which is burned into the right side of 
the machine's Kevlar she ll in a manner 
uggestive of the Shroud of Turin. 

"You can see the hape of hi body if 
you get back and look at it," says Martin. 
"That's Fast Freddy's imprint as he slid 
down the track. H e was leading the race, 
com ing down a slight grade. H e was going 
maybe 63, and a gust of wind hit him. H e 
ju t went down , sliding and spinning 
round and round for probably 200 feet." 

Markham, who et his fir t world speed 
record in 1979, is now 45 year old and 
coasting toward retirement. Meantime, his 
teenaged daughter Tanya has already 
begun etti ng junior records. "It's in her 
blood," declares Martin , who is Tanya's 
proud godfather. 

Airplane traffic at Battle Mountain's 
municipal airport, like automobile traffic 
on SR 305, is light. During race week, com­
petitors hold drag races on tl1e airport's ac­
cess road while the tarmac is transformed 
into a half-m ile criterion track. 

Between events, cyclists can be found 
cru ising city streets and coun ty roads. At 
the Owl Club, spandex-dad vi ito rs from 
Germany, England, Canada, and the 
Netherlands rub shoulders with leathery 
cowboys and hard-hat miners. What they 
all have in common is a certain laid-back 
attitude and a mutual appreciation for tl1e 
wide-open spaces of rural evada.

Former drummer David Iannaci maintains the comedy beat at the 

Sands Regency in Reno. By Kurt Hildebrand 

D
avid Iannaci started in show business 
behind the drums, but for the past 30 
years someone else has done the 
drum rolls while he tells the jokes. 

"Comedy keeps you young," says Iannaci , 
who describes himself as 60 going on 12. 
'Tm a little boy in my heart. I look at adults 
as just deteriorated children." 

Born in Brooklyn, the rubber-faced 
Iannaci played all kinds of music during 
his first few years in show business. "One 
of my claims to fame is tl1at I was a drum­
mer for the original Coasters," the co­
median says. "I played jazz, rock and 
roll ." 

One day in the mid-1970s Iannaci 
was playing a gig in Virginia Beach 
with a group named the Spinners­
later renamed the Entertainers­
when the equipment broke down. 
Since Iannaci was the group's cut­
up, they sent him out to warm up 
the crowd. "I came out and 
started telling some jokes 
while the guys were getting 
their instruments to work," 
he recalls. "The guy who ran 
the place came 
back to the band 
and said, 'I'll hold you 
over for two months if this 
guy comes out and tells 
jokes before the show."' 

Iannaci combined comedy and music 
tluough the rest of the '70s, even playing 
a show with a group called the Lawmen. 
"They were cops who played in their uni­
forms," he laughs. 

In 1979 Iannaci got his big break while 
working a comedy showcase at the Sahara 
in Las Vegas. "It was fate," he says. "I

did the showcase for a week, and the 
entertainment director saw me. In those 

days, there were real entertainment direc­
tors. He said, 'I like you, and I want you to 
stay in town. He gave me $1,500 to be the 
opening act for Bobby Gentry in t11e main 
room. I'm saying 'What? I'm gonna what?' 
I thought I was going to die that night." 

Iannaci spent years in Vegas doing 
lounge shows. He was on the road in Biloxi, 

Iannaci, who manages 
the comedy club, says, 
"It's great. If the main 
act doesn't show, then 

I can headline." 
Mississippi, when he met his wife, Millie, 
five years ago. "She came to the show with 

her mother and kept coming back," he 
says. "After a few nights she came 

up to me and said, 'I've 
been seeing you every 

night t11is week, 
and I really 
like you. So I 

said, 'Let me 
take you to breakfast. I didn 't want a 
woman, I wanted the right woman, and 
she must have been t11e one because 
we've been together for five years. " 

Iannaci says the erosion of support for 
lounge shows brought him and Millie to 
Reno, where he worked at Harrah 's for 



nine months before moving over to the 
Sands Regency. 

"I did Just for Laughs at the Sands, and 
then the manager quit," he says. "I went 
down and offered to manage the show. It's 
great. If the main act doesn't how, then I 
can headline." 

In his act Iannaci tells jokes and does 
impressions. Working a quiet crowd on a 
recent Thursday night, Iannaci contorts 
his face so one eye bugs out and lifts one 
shoulder in an impression of Ed Sullivan. 
A few chuckles rise from the audience as 
latecomers find their seats. "Come on, 
people," he exclaims. ''I'll take loud 
breathing." He stretches his face and 
sticks out his tongue like a lizard. More 
laughs. 

By the time he closes with an impressive 
drum solo on a single-leg table and intro­
duce the next act, the audience has 
warmed up. Later, Iannaci is philosophi­
cal. "That's the beauty of live theater. You 
never know how the jokes are going to go 
over," he says. "Each audience has its own 
personality." 

Ia!1naci says he likes the atmosphere at 
the ands, which he describes as off-off 
Broadway. "It's old school, man ," he says. 
"What's neat is that for the older crowd it's 
a little cool, a little nostalgic. But for the 
younger people, it's a new thing." 

While he enjoys being off the road, an­
other perk of running the comedy club is 
that it allows him to emulate one of his 
favorite characters, Ed Sullivan. 

As Sullivan did, Iannaci encourage 
young acts to get stage time on his show. 
"I ee the de ire and how they want it," he 
says. "There is so little camaraderie in this 
business. But it is great to pass it on. What 
am I going to keep it for? I wouldn't be 
where I am if some guy didn't put his 
arm around me."

J
udging a chili cook-off is a bit like 
playing Goldi locks: "This chili is too 
spicy. This one is too chewy. This one 
is too watery. This one's just right!" 
And while judges are committed 

to brutal honesty on their score sheets, 
they othenvi e mu t maintain deadpan­
and ometimes painful-silence during 
judging. 

"Don't talk to the other judges, don 't 
make faces, and pretend you 're the only 
one out there," instructs chief judge Fred 
Wieland, who will be among the elite 
panel deciding the World 's Championship 
Chili Cook-Off October 3-5 in downtown 
Reno. 

About 125 teams are expected to fill 
four blocks ofVirginia Street with the zesty 
smell of meat and spices. Admission is free, 
and visitors can purchase quarts of chili

from competitors. The weekend also 
includes concerts by Willie Nelson, who 
performs October 3-4 at the nearby City 
Center Pavilion. 

The International Chili Society has 
hosted the cook-off for the past 26 years. 
This diehard cadre of self-professed "chili­
heads" log many miles in competing and 
trying to create the perfect bowl. Teams 
come from as far away as Ausu-alia for the 
finals in Reno. 

"I've spent a quarter of a million dollars 
and gone a quarter of a million miles 
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doing this," says Skip 
Cooley, a resident of 
Carson City and the 
1992 champion. 'Tm 
having fun , you bet, but 
don 't think I don'twant 
to win every time." 

The compe­
tition boils down 
to three areas of 
expertise: salsa, 
chili verde (the newest category, added in 
1999), and the big granddaddy of them all, 
reel chili. Competitors often enter all 
three categories in a quest for ICS 's cov­
eted Triple Crown. The red chili still 
carries the grandest prize: 25,000 and a 
silver bowl. The winner's recipe is pub­
lished on the official cook-off Web site. 

ICS defines red chi li as "any kind of 
meat or combination of meats, cooked 
with red chil i peppers, various spices, and 
other ingredients, with the exception of 
beans and pasta, which are strictly forbid­
den." But it's tl1e magical combination of 
ingredients that chef: work on all year, 
winning regional competitions to get to 
the big finale in Reno. 

''You might like ci lantro, but not all the 
judges will," says Cooley, who wi ll be com­
peting this fall. 

Ed Pierczynski, also from Carson City, 
says, "I've tried every kind of meat-bear, 
venison, all igator, even duck-but I always 
go back to the old standby, tri-tip beef." 

Sonny Allen of Dayton, chairperson of 
the evada State Championship, buys his 
powders from the 1986 world champion, 
Jim Beaty of Sespe Creek Chili in 
California. Another cook told me he won 
a competition when he discovered the 
magic of adding prunes to the mix.

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Goodsprings Historical Side Trip 
By Gene Segerblom 

~--,.• ucked in the de ert 
hill even miles we t 

of Inte1 tate 15 and the 

trike hotel-casinos atj ean is 
the former mining town of Goodsprings. 
The hamlet i a favorite tour top for vi itors 
because of its place in evada history and 
Hollywood lore. 

When mining activity peaked during 
World War I, 800 people lived in Good-
prings-a population rivaling that of Las 

Vegas, 37 mile northeast. There were ev­
eral tore , saloons, a post office, hotel, and 
weekly new paper. 

Today Goodsprings has about 225 per­
manent residents, and the on ly public 
business is the Pioneer Saloon, a classic 

watering hole that looks much as it did 
when George Fayle opened it in 1913. The 

saloon feature its original mahogany back­
bar, wood floors, and potbelly stove. The 
Pioneer, wh ich erves as a local museum, 
has a pre ed-tin ceiling, and the walls are 
marked with bullet holes. 

The Pioneer i remembered a the 
refuge of Clark Gable as he awaited news of 
hi wife, Carole Lombard, who died with 21 
other people when their airplane crashed in 
the mountain above town in 1942. (A melt­
ed piece of metal from the fatal wreckage i 
di played in the bar.) 

Originally the springs were u ed by the 
Anasazi and Paiute Indians and later by 
explorers traveling the Old Spanish Trail

ment commemorate 
General Antonio 

rmijo, who camped 
on the trai l with 60 men and 100 mules in 
1830. The springs and town are named for 

Joseph Good, a 19th-cenn1ry ettler. 
The area' mine date to 1856, when 

Mormon from the La Vega Mi ion 
opened a lead mine nearby at Potosi , the 
oldest lode mine in evada. Over the years, 
mineral depo its were tapped by hundreds 
of workings, but the mine have generally 
been idle since the 1950 . 

The town has a well-kept cemetery. The 
o ldest gravestone is tl1at of Anna immer, 
who died in 1 90. Across the road are the 
remnants of the Yellow Pin Mill and a nar­
row-gauge rai lroad that connected the mine 
and mill to the main railroad line at J ean. 

The tate of evada recognized Good­
springs as a historical ite with a marker 
next to a wooden military barracks that was 
moved from Tonopah in the 1940 . The 
building serves as a communi ty center, 
church, and po t office. The town' first per­
manent building, con tructed in 1886, was 
made of stone and i till tanding. Another 
notable structure i the old miner's cabin 
across the road from the prings tl1at gave 
the town its name. 

Approximately one-half mile west of the 
cemetery is the Goodsprings chool, which 
i on the ational Historic Regi ter and is 

the o lde t operating school in Clark ounty 
today. Although the building has been re­
modeled since it opened in 1913, the basic 
structure ti ll stand , including the bell.
