He thinks the Hotel Las Vegas, a lent 
that offered 30 individual guest rooms with 
chairs and chamber f1ols, cou1.d be consi.dered tlze 
first Las Vegas hotel, having o/1ened at the 
corner of Main and Stewart streets on May 14, 
1905. The Hotel Nevada was bu'ilt of stone in 
1906.

LAS VEGAS-The neon martini glass 
glowing on the art-deco exterior of the Ice 
House Lounge is a beacon for a thirsty 
and hung1-y downtown crowd. Architect 
Charle Gruwell d igned the two-sto ry 
tructure to reca ll the original Las Vegas 

ice hou e, demoli hed in 19 8, that stood 
nea rby in the early 1900 . 

Two ic bars-bars wi th troughs fill ed 
wi th ice-keep the house specialty drink, 
a chilled martini , ice cold. The re taurant 
serves uch items as tuffed Texas French 
Toa t and lamb rib with ra pben-y auce.

1he ilver State has more than 1,000 rock­
art sites, the majo1ity in remote locatiom 
that are virtually impossible for the average 
traveler to find. Many peu-oglyphs have 
remained secret and unseen for centuries. 
Some ite such as Lagomarsino Canyon are 
endangered because of vandalism. 

The state 's most-visited rock-art site is 
Valley of Frre State Park (702-397-208 ), 
where Mouse's Tank and Atlatl Rock have 
outstanding petroglyph displays. The park 
is 12 miles south of Overton and 60 mile 
northeast of Las Vegas. Overton is the 
home of tl1e Lost City Museum of 
Archaeology (702-397-2193), which de-
cribes the area's ancient Pueblo culture. 

Red Rock Canyon, 12 miles we t of Las 
Vegas, has rock-art sites. Check at the BLM 
1~sitor center (702-363-1921) for details. 

even miles west of Laughlin, including 
a short stretch of dirt road, scenic 
Grapevine Canyon has numerous petro­
glyphs. Contact the Laughlin Visitor Center 
(800-4LAUGHLI 1, www.1~sitlaughlin.com) 

or Lake Mead National Recreation Area 
(702-293-8907, 11~11w.nps.gov/lame) for 
information. 

Those three Soutliern Nevada sites can 
be extremely hot in summertime, but the 
weatl1er is pleasantly mild in other season .

T
he evada Historical Society, the state's oldest museum, is 
celebrating its centennial this year. The society was founded 
on May 31, 1904, at the in i tence of J eanne Elizabeth Wier, 
a young profe or driven by a love of histoq1, scholarship, 

and her adopt d state. 
The soci t:y was born during a meeting at the Un iversity of 

evada in R no. That day Wier' coUeague on the ocial Sci nces 
ommittee of the evada Academy of Sciences found her argu-

ment per uasive-that the ilver State desperately needed a his­
torical society to preserve the memorie of Nevada's pioneer 
generation before they pas ed from the cene. The state was 40 
years old, and it wa apparent that the old-timer were departing 
much too quickly. 

Possibly because it was her idea-and because her fellow pro­
fessor recognized her persuasiveness and persistence-Wi r wa 
e lected to lead the new organization. She went on to serve as the 
society' director, without pay, for nearly half a century, filling its

collections space to overflowing with important records and relics 
that tell evada's tory. 

First, Wier had to tabli h funding. Membership co t l per 
year, yet even with 400 initial memb 1 tatewide, the ocietycould 
not urvive. So the legislature created the evada Hi torica1 
Society as a state agency in 1907 and the society was included in 
the governor's budget two years later. 

Wier b gan building the ociety' collections. In 190 he made 
her first field ttip to outhern evada. At the height of the sum­
mer heat, she tt-aveled by ttain, hor e, wagon, automobi le, and 
foot. She brought back important collection from the mines and 
ranches of Pioche, Panaca, and Las Vegas, including th papers 
of pioneer rancher Helen Stewart. 

The next ummer he traveled to the booming mining camp 
of Bullfrog, near Beatty, to retrieve th library, papers, photo­
graph , and furnishing from the office of .S. Senator William 
Stewart. The father of the evada Constitution and fed rat min­
ing law, Stewart had many record of evada's early days. Wier 
took everyth ing sh could lay hand on-including the ign on 
the front of the building-and shipped it all back to Reno. 

rhe woman responsible for saving much of evada's heritage 
was born on Aptil , 1870, in Grinnell, Iowa.Jennie Wier (as 
she was known then) attended public chool and graduated 

from Iowa tate Teacher' o llege (now rinnell College) in 1893. 
Lik many of her classmates, she was imbued at home, church, 
and chool with the vigorous ten ts of the evangelical 
Protestantism that he ld sway in most of America. At college he 
was elected president of both the Young Women 's hri tian 
As ociation and the Shakespeare Society. 

On December 13, 1892, the sntdent newspape1~ The ormall:.)te, 
r ported Wier's opening address at a Greek symposium pre ented 
by the hakespeare group: " he spoke of the high degree of cu l­
ture attained by the ancient Greeks, and compared the ondition 
of the recian women with the women of today. Her delivery was 
marked by ease and dignity of manner, and her production 
howed much thought and beauty of expression." 
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bachelor's studies long-d istance. Her sen ior thesis, 
an e thnographic study of the Washoe Indians, re­
mains the seminal work in the field. She comple ted 
he r degree in 1901 while growing to love Nevada. 

Four years later, in an address to tl1e Academy of 
Sciences at the nive rsity of Nevada, she recalled 
he r early clays in Reno: 

"And first of all , let me assure you that l speak a 
a Nevadan. Shortly after coming to tl1e State, when 
Stanford University vanqu ished evacla in a game 
of football , it was impossible for me to conceal my 
pleasure at the result. There were many who chided 
me for my sympathy with my own college team, 
but I shall neve r forget how the President of the 
University ijoseph Stubbs] mildly remarked that he 
would allow me two years in wh ich to change my 
vi ews-that he did not beli eve in sudden conver­
sion, anyhow." 

Society librarians were surrounded by volumes at the old State Building in downtown Reno. 

In add ition to teaching, Wier tl1rew herself into 
the task of foste ring the new evacla Historical 
Socie ty. In that same 1905 address she stated why 
the work of the yea r-old society was so important: 

"[l]t is for us as a Society, to see that the land­
marks of our history a.re not obscured, neithe r the 
portraits of our heroes and our pioneers lost to pre­
sent view. Certain it is that the clay cannot be far 
distant when no human memory will be able to 
furnish tl1 e details of the events wh ich have made 
us what we are today. Already there is a lamentable 
lack of inte rest among tl1e younge r generation. It 
1-1~11 indeed be a ad day for Nevada when a people 
have grown up 'who know not Joseph nor the way 
by which we came into this land. "' 

pon completing he r three-yea r bachelor of di­
dactics degree, Wier headed west. After teaching 
and serving as a vice principal in Heppner, 
Oregon, she enrolled in the then-new Leland 
Stanford,Junior, University in Palo Alto, CaJ ifornia. 

he concentrated on the study of Native American 
cu lture in the West. At Stanford she joined fellow 
Iowan Herbe rt Hoover in the small student body 
and pur ued he r bache lor of arts degree with 
Hi tory Professo r Max Farrand. 

Farrand, \Vier's mentor, was a close academ ic 
fri end of Frede rick J ackson Turne r of the Univer­
sity of Wisconsin . In 1893, only t·wo years before, 
Turner had shocked the historical community by 
declaring, based on his study of the 1890 census, 
that the fronti er-that avenue to freedom, that sin­
gular element of meri can life that had done so 
much to shape the di tinctive American charac­
ter-wa now clo ed. mericans must henceforth 
develop in a new way. 

Wie r felt another Wisconsin influence-its early 
establishment of a state historical society. The good 
people of Wisconsin were quite aware that main­
stream academia, with its attention focused on the 
Easte rn Seaboard, would never pay them any heed . 
lf the ir histo ry were to be prese rved and written , 
they wou ld have to do it themselve . 

W
e r flourish ed under Farrand and others at 

Stanford. In 1899, Presidentjoseph Stubbs 
of the nive rsity of Nevada wrote to col­

leagues at Palo Alto seeking a replacement for 
Professor Anne Martin , who was leaving Reno to 
pursue graduate stud ies. Wie r was recommended 
and came to Reno as a substitute in the fa ll. When 
Martin-late r the first woman from Nevada to run 
for the U.S. Senate--did not re turn the next year, 
Wie r was hired permanently. 

As she adjusted to the nea r-fronti er conditions 
of turn-of-the-century Reno, Wier continued he r 
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Wier organized 
the state's first 

suffrage meeting 
in 1911 

and urged her 
female students 

to work for 
emancipation. 

Unti l 191 3 Wie r kept and displayed the socie ty's 
growing collections in he r home on Nintl1 Street, 
now University Te rrace. The rooms were crowded 
'~~th everything from reli cs of Nevada 's Spanish­
American War umts to a bathtub from the mining 
camp of Columbia to stacks of old newspapers. 

Lobbied by Wie r and he r supporters, the 1913 
legislan.ire appropriated 5,000 for a scaled-down,

"temporary" facili ty to ho u e the collections 
and provide space fo r exhibitio n , library ref­
erence, and publicatio ns.

ever taking salary for her ociety work, 
Wie r oon had the museum, lib1-ary, and 
manu cript and photography collectio ns o r­
gan ized . After the ociety moved in 1927 the 
building served as a stude nt union until afte r 
Wo rld War II. Today the ite i a parking lo t. 

Just as she nurtured the ociety, Wie r also 
had to care fo r her mo the r and sister, who 
cam e to live with her. Neither was ever in 
good health , and both took a lo t of her 
a tte n tion. At the same time Wie r was busy in 
the growing suffrage movement in evada. 
She o rgani zed the state's first suffrage 
meeting, held J anua11' 28, 1911 , in Reno, 
and urged he r fe male sn1de n ts to realize 
the ir proper role in society and work fo r 
emancipatio n. 

M
eanwhile, Wie r applied to bo th 

tanford and the University of 
California, ho ping to en ter a grnduate 

program dealing with Indian . H owever, 
an th ropo logy was no t yet a fi e ld of sn1dy 
in many Ame rican universities, and bo th 
Stanfo rd and UC n 1med her down . In 1924 
she did receive a doctorate, an ho norary o ne 
from the University of evada. 

Wie r ke pt clo e contact wi th scho lars o n 
bo th campuses, especially Preside nt David 

ta rr J o rda n of Stanfo rd and historian 
He rbert Bo lton, who at Be rke ley later estab-

wrote, "I never like to pass judgment without 
being wholly on the inside and knowing all 
the fac ts. T here may be some facts o n Miss 
Wie r 's side which I do not know. I had felt 
quite cleai~ however, bringing to bear the 
various things I have learned about this o r­
ganization during many yeai-s, that Miss Wier 
is now wrong in this matter and is simply 
charncteristically determined to have he r 
way, no difference how mistake n he r way 
may appear to the unanimous present Board 
of Control of the Society, each of who m was 
p robably originally selected by her to be a 
me mbe r of that Board. " 

F
inally, in the 1930 , Wie r regained con­
tro l of the collectio ns. With the help of 
Works Progres Administrntio n employ­

ees, she undertook a systematic catalogu ing 
of the museum and library collection . 
Cases were found ai1d mate1;als arranged in 
new displays. The library was ree tablished. 
Large-scale collecting restuned , most notably 
wi th U .S. Senato r Key Pitonan 's paper and 
possessio n in 1943 and the legisla ture ' 
purchase of 10 Dat-So-La-Lee baskets in 
1945. Wier supervised the WPA writers who 
compiled Nevada: A Guide to the Silver Stale, 
and the ociety served as a repository for 
Nevada's war records. 

When Wier died o n April 13, 1950, at the 
age of 80, he had served nearly half a cen­
tu ry a t the society's he lm. Cla1-a Beatty, her 
student and ecretary, took over, and work 
continued . The Nevada Histarical Society 
Qy,arterly began publicatio n in 1957 In 1958 
the hi to rical society remodeled and ex­
panded its facilities. 

Wier would have been pleased but ti ll 

tory. Wier formed a cho larly as ocia tio n wi th UC Professor Alfred 
Kroeber, which p roved be neficial for the society when Kroeber 

hungry fo r more. She had longed for a per­
manen t ho me for he r child . Once she had asked Frede rick J. 
DeLo ngchamps, the fam o u Re no architect, to design a facili ty, 
but it wa never built. Wie r could never find the fin ancing o r 
acquire a good site. She even o·ied , witho ut success, to have an 
abandoned building moved to Reno fro m Stead Ai r Base. 

hared a po rtio n of the artifacts he excavated fro m Lovelock Cave. 
In 1926, however, disaster so-uck. Despite Wier's pro te ts, the 

ociety's collectio ns we re moved into the new State Building in 
downtown Re no, o n the site of today's Pio neer Cen ter fo r the 
Pe rfo nn ing Arts. The nan fer, part of the celebrations fo r the com­
pletion of the Transcontine n tal Highway, effectively re moved the 
collectio ns fro m he r control. Some items were arranged in a 
galle11' display, but Wie r complai ned bi tterly of the damage do ne 
by un trai ned hands. 

Wier 's sense o f beo-ayal might be o-aced to he r youth . So im­
bued with her en e of mi io n , she could not allow any o ther 
vision fo r the society. Whe n her handpicked board of o·ustees, 
even after she had cooked them lunch, would no t o ppose the 
gove rn or o r legislanire, she was devastated. 

T he niversity Archives con tai ns an exchange that hed o me 
ligh t o n thi odd sin1ation. Wie r sen t an urge nt te legram to 
Clarence Mackay, son of silve r baron John Mackay and him elf a 
maj o r benefactor of the university. 

Mackay wrote to Preside n t Walter E. Clark asking for clarifica­
tion. Al though sympathe tic to his professor of hi tOI)', Clark 
advised Mackay no t to become involved . The univer ity pre ident

In the fo llowing decades, the society's staff grew and 
became p rofessio nal, the collectio ns grew and were o rganized , 
and the building itselfwa re mode led severnl times. 

Today the gallerie and librnry of the evada Histo rical Society 
p rovide visitor and re iden ts acces to the most extensive collec­
tio ns to be found anywhere pertaining no t just to the pio neer 
generntion but to al l evadai1s.Jeanne Wier would have approved , 
but she also would have been lo bbyi ng for mo re, perhap crnnk­
ing up a Hum mer fo r yet another collectio n-gathe ring expeditio n 
into the de ert.

Hotel in Las Vegas and the Speakeasy 
Hotel Ramada Inn in Reno provide haze­
less check-in . Indoor pool " a rcades, and 

health spas are generally clean-air refuges. 
You 'll have no trouble finding a restau­

rant table without an ash m1y. Like hotel 
room , re taurants went non moking 
before the gambli ng halls. Of the 196 
eate ries noted in our survey, 110 have 
70 percent or more of their seating d sig­
na ted as nonsmoking, and 36 restau­
rants-many of them gourmet rooms 
- a re smoke-free (see sidebar) . Last May 
the Atlantis in Reno changed two restau­
rants on the ky Terrace to nonsmoking 

status. "Cu tomers asked fo r this," ay 
Atlantis p kespe1 on Kristi Prentice. 

In 19 7 a few large hotel had smoke­
free gue t ro ms. Remarkably, Circus 
Circus Las Vegas de ignated 1,400 ro ms, 
half its total , a nonsmoking, but the next 
highest coun ts were Circus Circus Reno 
(200), Flamingo Las Vegas (132), Las 
Vegas Hil ton (112) and Laughlin 's 
Colorado Belle (105). Mo ·t hotels et 
aside o nly a few rooms for nonsmokers. 
Today, five major re orts, the Atlantis in 
Reno and th Venetian, H arrah's Las 
Vegas, MGM Grand , and Rio AU-Suite 
Hotel in La Vegas, have 80 percent or 
more non moking room and su it s. 

At fin den 's Carson Valley Inn gu sts in 
tli e Motor Lodge stay in a tota lly smoke­
free bu ilding. The first three fl oor of 
Boomtown's hotel tower n a r Reno and 
more than half of the Flamingo Laughlin's 
ho tel fl oor are nonsmoking. 

These days th aim in mo t Nevada 
hotel-casinos apparently is to mak annoy­
ing smoke as rare as an eggbeater fa n.

S 
tanding on the summ it of King 
Lear Peak,Jack Hursh and I gazed 
at the immense Black Rock playa 
almost a mile in elevation below 

our feet. Cli ffs fe ll away from all sides of 
the rocky peak, and the wind whipped our 
faces. We fe lt at once triumphant, having 
cl imbed one of Nevada's most intriguing 
peaks, and overwhelmed by the desert's 
remoteness. 

But our feeling of isolation didn 't last 
long. As we began our descent, I heard 
other footsteps. 'Jack!" I whispered

hoarsely. He turned , and we found our­
e l es eye to eye with three bighorn sheep 

less than 30 feet away. 
Before we could li ft o ur cameras, the 

sheep bolted out of range. Immediately 
they were joined by three more bighorns, 
and we watched as all six made an amaz­
ingly ffortless descent down a steep field 
of boulder -a rocky maze that wa to be 
our downhill route. WhatJack and I later 
took an hour and a half to descend, the 
six sheep covered in 15 minute before 
veering out of sight. 

"Wow, that's one of the highlights of my 
life," said J ack, enthralled to see his fir t 
wild bighorn sheep. 

Wildlife ighti ngs are part of the at­
traction of 8,923-foot King Lear Peak. 
King Lear i the high point of the South 
J ack on Mountains Wilderness Area, es­
tablished in 2000 as part of the Black 
Rock Desert-High Rock Canyon ational 
Conservation Area. The peak's turreted 
ou tline dominates the southern half of 
the J ackson Mountains, a 46-mile-long 
e carpment that rises more than 5,000 
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Hikers who reach

feet above the east side of the Black Rock 
De ert, 60 miles west of Winnemucca. 

King Lear is popular with hikers be­
cause of the rugged beauty of the canyons 
that cut into the peak and its contrast with 
the flat desert lakebed below. From the 
summit you can see a huge swath of the 
Great Basin from the Oregon border 
south to Gerlach and east from California 
to the mountains near Winnemucca. The 
peak's hulking form inspired its name, 
after the title character of Shakespeare 's 
play. In Act II, Lear him e lf hears the call 
of the outdoors when he proclaims: 

No, rather I abjure all roofs, and chose 
To wage against the enmity o' the ai1~ 
To be a comrade with the wolf and owl 
In fact, hike1-s who reach the summit 

can read a weathered edition of "King 
Lear," which a Bard-loving climber placed 
in ajar atop the peak years ago. 

0 n this beautiful May weekend Jack 
and I were accompan ied by his artist 
mother, Aleta Hursh , and my friend 

Jana Dunn. Aleta andJana decided to stay 
at camp, taking walks and painting water­
colors, while Jack and I trekked to the top. 

To plan the all-day, six-to-e ight-m ile 
round trip we consulted maps and guide­
book , several of which Jack, a cartogra­
pher at the evada Bureau of Mines in 
Reno, and I had collected (see sidebar). 
We learned that all approache to tl1e 
ummit involve cro -country scrambling 

up talus slope between volcanic cliffs. 
McGill Canyon would provide tl1e best 

entry from tl1e Black Rock Desert on the 
peak' west side. Big Cedar Creek on the 
ea t ide offered the closest access from 
De ert Valley. Both route feature reliable 
water with riparian zone of wi llow and 
chokecherry. Higher up, hiker can see 
a pen groves and juniper . Be ide 
bighorn sheep, mountaineers may be 
lucky enough to spot a golden eagle or 
red-tailed hawk catching thermals. 
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Wddflowers such as balsam root and paintbrush bloom on King Lear's volcanic slopes. 

We took the easier Big Cedar Creek ap­
proach. From camp at 5,400 feet, we 
began our 3,500-foot climb by following a 
jeep trail along tl1e creek. At the end of 
the trail (and marking the wilderne s 
boundary) the gentle slope abruptly 
changed to a 45-degree incline. Our west­
ward ascent led us to tl1e spring that fed 
the creek-tl1e water tumbled 300 feet 
down a vo lcanic precipice. Here , at 6,800 
feet, the aromatic sagebrush gave way to 
blooms of balsam root, desert peach , 
lupine, and paintbrush that softened the 
rocky terrain. 

The remaining climb involved three 
hours of boulder-hopping. At the summit 
we enjoyed our first panorama of the 
Black Rock Desert. We weren't prepared 
for the immense expanse abruptly open­
ing up before us. "This is amazing!" I 
shouted, letting out a rebel yell. Jack 

arrived three minutes later. "Your war­
whoop gave me a burst of adrenaline," he 
said, grinning. 

W
e took in the beautiful views until a 
gust blew my baseball cap over a cliff. 
(The po sible meaning of that loss 

was revealed later.) As the sun hung low 
over tl1e playa, we began our de cent. 
Three hours later we arrived in camp 
and devoured the dinner of rotisserie 
chicken and beans that Aleta and Jana 
had prepared. 

But King Lear wasn't finished with us 
yet. Soon after we retired to our sleeping 
bags, a stiff night wind blowing down from 
the peak collapsed Jana' and my tent witl1 
gale-force gusts. The wind toyed with us, 
knocking down the tent each time we 
tried to prop it up. Finally, we dragged our 
bedrolls outside and lay down under the 



King Lear Trek

miles west of Winnemucca and 60 miles northeast of Gerlach. 
What to Bring: Despite King Lear Peak's imposing appearance, ropes are not required to scale the 

summit. However, hikers should be prepared for a strenuous, dawn-to-dusk hike from the wilder­
ness boundary at the peak's base. (For a less demanding trip, camp higher up the mountain with 
backpacks for a shorter peak bag.) The steep slopes require sturdy leather hiking boots and good 
physical conditioning. Day hikers should bring a gallon of water and plenty of food . The typical climb­
ing season runs from April through October, but snow can hit the upper elevations till late June and 
as early as Labor Day, so wear layered clothing. Due to King Lear Peak's remote location, it's a good 
idea to car-camp for two nights, using that as a base for the long climb. Otherwise, the closest 
motels are in Winnemucca and Gerlach via dirt roads. 

How to Get There: The easiest approach to King Lear Peak is from Desert Valley, via Winnemucca, 
on the east side of the Jackson Mountains. (A high-clearance four-wheel-drive vehicle is recommended 
to negotiate the last four miles.) In Winnemucca, turn west onto Jungo Road from U.S. 95 in the 
north part of town. The road changes from asphalt to well-maintained gravel and parallels the Union 
Pacific railroad tracks. Thirty-six miles west of Winnemucca, amid foundations of the old railroad town 
of Jungo, there's a major junction with an unsigned dirt road heading right (north) toward Trout Creek

Ranch. Take this road to another obvious 
junction just before the ranch, about 17 
miles north of Jungo, and bear left (north-

Camp anywhere along 
the open grassy areas that border Big Cedar Creek near the road. 

base of King Lear Peak-a good introduction to the 
fascinating Ice Age history of the region. 

The museum's curator, Pansilee Larson, might 
even mention the time her father, Lee Case, climbed 
King Lear with a friend way back in 1910. "He was 
in his late teens at the time," said the Winnemucca 
native during our visit. "He and his friend Erman 
Ruckteschler must have been deer hunting. They did 
a lot of adventures like that, climbing peaks on their 
hunting trips out of Winnemucca." 

She made one request before we left: "If you have 
time, would you look for a pair of old binoculars my 
father left on top of the peak?" Jack and I said we'd 
try. Our quick search atop King Lear Peak yielded 
nothing, but a pair of antique binoculars may still 
await rediscovery by a lucky climber.-Mark Vollmer

W
hen Gardnerville turned 100 in 
1979, no one eemed interested 
in celebrating. A p cial section 
in The Record-Courier, the local 

new paper, proved to be the only major 
ob ervation of the event. 

But thi year, for its 125th birthday, the 
town of Gardnerville i making up for the 
missed opportunity with three weekends of 
pancake breakfasts, concerts, cla ic cars, 
and barbecues (See "When You Go") . 
There will be an a rts and crafts fa ir and 
living-hi to1-y pre entatio ns. 

The a r o n Valley Museum and 
uln1ra l enter has mounted "The Town 

of Gardnerville's 125th Birthday Exhibit," 
telling the communi ty's sto1-y through 
artifacts and old photograph . One relic is 
a pennanent-wave machine dating from 
the 1920 . The contraption , with its metal 
curle r hea ted by electricity, looks like an 
instrument of tornire. Such machine 
were u ed at J ane's Beauty Salon in 
Gardnervi lle until the 1950s, when exhibit 
committee member Lauiie Hickey had her 
hair waved. "I wa a little girl , whining that 
tl1e curlers hurt," Hickey remembers. "The 
beautician aid, 'This is the price we pay for

b auty, dear. I told her I'd ratl1er be ugly." 
Other artifacts include the original 

white-and-gold baptismal font (circa 1900) 
from Tiinity Lutheran Church and a 
1940 -era whi key bottle from th a1 on 
Val ley Mercantile. A 1921 town map how 
plots where property line were officially 
desciibed as an irrigation ditch or the 
neighbo r's chicken fence . 

Gardnervi lle was named after J ohn and 

town Cardnervillewith vin tage photos of his­
toiic buildings and a map that leads visitors 
on a elf-guided tour.

Th i year also marks the lOOtl1 anniver­
sary of The Record-Courier. The Cardnervil/.e 
Record and the Genoa Courier were consoli­
dated on piil 8, 1904.

olfe1 , take note, that Las Vegas-as--else­
where pheno meno n so evident in the 
city's skyline has been replicated at 
your feet. It is right there touching 

your oftSpikes on fairn1ays, greens, and 
teeing grounds scattered about the valley. 

Golfer-gam bler-entrepreneur Bill Wal­
ter tarted the trend in Southern evada, 
buildi ng courses that recal l the Carolina 
pineywoods or a South Seas paradise-the

Desert Pines and Bali Hai layouts, respec­
tively. Yet for the pinnacle of mimicry, 
look to Walters' Royal Links Golf Club, 
where the holes are modeled after those of 
Bri tish Open-hosting courses such as Mui r­
fi e ld, Prestwick, Turnberry, Royal Troon, 
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and other legendary layouts of the Isles. 
Walters got the idea fo r Royal Links dur­

ing one of his many fo rays to the game's 
ancestral home. On one particular trip, 
playi ng St. Andrews with 40-mph winds 
steering rain on a nearly horizontal atti­
tude, gorse and fl agsticks competing in a 
limbo contest, Walters says he realized he 
was playi ng the game in the place and style 
as in tended. Knowing that only a tiny 
minori ty of players will ever make it to 
Great Bri tai n, Walters et out to bring the 
experience to them. 

'The Road Hole has been around ome 
400 year . Eve ryone can identify with Hell 
Bunker," Walters says of two of the distin­
guishing featu res of the Old Course at St. 
Andrews that he has replicated at Royal 
Links. "This stuff is memorable. This is the 
way golfwa meant to be played . I wanted 
to build something in the States to give the 
99.9 percent of golfers who' ll never expe­
rience Open golf a taste." 

Located on the valley's east fl ank, Royal 
Links (888427-6678, www.waltersgolf.co m, 

125- 250) is conditioned simila rly to a 
Scottish links course, so it is less plush

than the typical An1erican coun try club o r 
resort routing. With the often-present 
wind, the conditioning complements the 
player who can keep the ball down. The 
bunkering is fl at-o ut nasty, and a good 
number of the Open-evocative pits sit right 
where a "fair" American fairway would 
sport a fl at, grassy lie. (This i reason 
enough to opt fm- one of the avai lable cad­
dies.) The clubhouse at Royal Links looks 
like a castle, and outside it stands a statue 



of Old Tom Morris, who won four Briti h 
Op n in the 1860s. 

Is it cotland? Of course not, a proven 
by the tratosphere Tower in the distance, 
the three-digit summer temps, and the fact 
that aterpillar equipment is not a ub­
stitute for nanire working through the 
eon . Who cares? Royal Links has a unique 
lo k-the holes do resemble the wild 
moon cape een during those British 
Op n telecasts-and a playing quality dis­
tinct from tl1e u ual high-end daily-fee 
experience, and it provides a challenging 
test of golf. 

f imitation is the sincerest form of flat­
tery, then who better to mimic than 
Jack icklaus, the Golden Bear? And 

that's just what icl<laus did with Bear's 
Best Las Vegas. 

Bear's Best (866-385-8500, www.bears 
best.com, 85- 245) is located on the we t 
side of town, in Summerlin. This track fea­
tures holes chosen by the Golden Bear 
himself from his more than 200 worldwide 
designs, with an eye toward example 
suited to th lay of the land, the altitude,

and the climate in Las Vegas-all but one 
hole are from Arizona, Baja California, 
and the Rocky Mountain states. From a 
player's perspective, you get a routing witl1-
out any weak links, and many of the holes 
give you a gyp y-in-the-palace chance for 
a taste of tl1e action behind ome rather 
private gates. With so many distinctive 
holes it is tough to pick a favorite. Yet if 
pressed to select the singular "other place" 
expe1ience, it's hard to beat the black sand 
on os. 4 and 11, which is the same slag 
used in bunkers at Montana's Old Works 
Golf Club, a former ore-smelting opera­
tion and one-time EPA Superfund site. 

As a player icl<laus brought a ton of 
power to the game, and it shows at Bear's 
Best if you step up to the wrong set of tees. 
Yet it was the way he thought himself 
around the COUI e that made icl<laus 
(still) the greatest. If the pin's tucked, 
don't be a sucker. [f the mo t direct route 
off the tee take you uncomfortably close 
to a bunker or hazard, know that the ap­
proach will be tl1rough the green's most 
exposed flank. Use your head, play your 
game, and, like a true professional, heed

your caddie's advice. When told to hit over 
the center-of-fairway bunker on 16, do o 
even though you know in your heart' 
heart that the route surely leads to Lerra 
incognita. 

I alway play well at Bear's Best. fre-
quent golfing companion attributes it to 
improved focus on challenging courses. I 
call it mental dislocation, and I owe it all 
to the caddie corps. From reading putts to 
finding ball that otherwise would be lost 
to providing spot-on yardages-"Ignore 
your playing partner, sir, and pull your 150 
club"-a caddie allows me to switch off. 

And for a time I can best the Bear.

attracting," Litchfie ld ays. "We want the 
cour to offe r omething to the pros, bu t 
we want it to be safe for a 10-yea r-old , too." 

The cour e, which has 11 pool where 
kayakers can practice ro lls and o ther 
move , is ra ted a class two on kayaking' 
six-point scale of difficul ty. Acco rding to 

the guidelines, a class-two run involves 
quick wate r with regu lar wav s and de­
fined passage . Class ix is "exu-aordinarily 
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difficult .. paddlers face constant danger." 
"There are lots of factors in cla sing 

rapids," says Charlie Albright, president of 
the Reno-based Sierra Nevada Whitewater 
Club. "There are certainly class-three holes 
[with high , irregular waves] in the park. 
But it's significantly easier if you skirt 
the1n." 

Litchfield notes, "If you try to come 
through here in an inner tube, you ' re 
going to get tipped . Some of my non­
paddling fri end have tried it out [in 
kayaks], and no one has made it yet. As 
long as people go in with a life ve t, a hel­
met, and a good attitude, though , they 
should be fine." 

Once the water level drops in late sum­
mer, he says, the outhern channel will 
calm substantially, making it a good place 
fo r beginners to practice. 

r"> uring the festival the channel on 
~1e south side of the island will host 
the kayakers' professional free tyle com­
petition. 

'Tm looking fo rward to watching the 
wo rld 's best paddlers play-boat in our back 
yard," Albright say . "We' ll be see ing J ay 
Kincaid, the 2003 wo rld champio n , 
Brooke Winger, the 2003 women 's rodeo 
kayak champion, and Eric J ackson, who's 
probably been on the podium in every­
thing he ever ente red." 

Beside competitions and clinic , fe ri­
val-goers will find vendors demonstrating 
their latest hardware. Also present will be 
Am erican Whitewater, a national organi­
zation dedicated to protecting river and 
tl1e rights of those who fl oat down them.

Downtown Renaissance 
Thanks to a rich history and recent renovations, downtown Las Vegas 

is gaining a cool, old-new vibe. By Richard Moreno 

L
ong overshadowed by the Strip, down­
town Las Vegas is finally getting its 
props. In the past couple of years, 
downtown-once be t known as 

Glitter Gulch-has experienced a genuine 
renaissance. The rebirth can be traced to 
the con truction of the Fremont Street 
Experience, a four-block-long, 90-foot-h igh 
canopy of lights and sound, in 1995. The 
light show i one of the be t free things to 
ee in Las Vegas. 

Downtown has morphed into a kinder, 
friendlier, and much bu ier place. These 
days, downtown i where you can go hop­
ping-at a high-end di count outlet mall, 
no Jess--catch a movie, bowl a few frame , 
enjoy an outdoor concert (recent acts have 
included Eddie Money, the Fabulous 
Thunderbirds, and the Georgia Satel-

lites), sip a heany local ale in a brewpub, 
or just wander around, watching people 
having fun. 

Downtown has a di££ rent vibe than it 
once did. There i omething comfortable 
about being able to walk from casino to 

casino, knowing that you're really outdoo1 
but, becau e of the canopy, feeling as if 
you're indoors. 

And when the electronic canopy of tl1e 
Fremont Street Expedence comes alive, so 

does the street. People pour out of every 
casino and stand, heads tilted upward, 
to watch. The entire street, including 
Fremont' famou neon signs, plunges 

into darkne . Loud mu ic fill the air, 
and the giant canopy' electronic canvas 
glows witl1 animated hape , objects, and 
characters. 

The light show , which usually la t about 
five minutes, vary in content. ome feature 
patdotic image and songs while otl1e1 are 
seasonal , such as the hri una how with 
dancing snowmen and holiday ong . 

Even when there is no light how, the

street is the picture of activity. Music is broadcast from the 
canopy's sound system, and street vendors sell everything from 
personalized embroidered T-shirts to throw-away cameras. 
Regardless of the time, there always seem to be people strolling 
on Fremont Street. 

Unlike the Strip's megaresorts, which cover so much acreage 
that walking from one to another can be a trek, downtown's hotel­
casinos are right next to each other. You can meander from the 
Plaza to the Las Vegas Club to the Golden Gate, and on to the 
Golden Nugget, Four Queens, and Fitzgeralds, without breaking 
much of a sweat. 

"There's an intimacy here because of the canopy," says Joe 
Schillaci, president and CEO of the Fremont Street Experience. 
"For lack of a better term I call it 'walk-ability' because [day or 
night] you can walk from property to property." 
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Sightseers and gamblers can stroll from casino to casino beneath the giant 
canopy (above). The Experience frequently hosts bands and festivals (left and 
below right) as well as nightly light-and-sounds shows (below left). Other 
downtown attractions Include theaters, shops, restaurants, the neon Vegas 
Vic, and the Las Vegas Premium Outlets mall, which has Armanl Exchange, 
Lacoste, Polo Ralph Lauren, and more than 100 other stores (far right). 

Although the canopy is only nine years old , it' getting a major 
facelift. This year, $17 million has been inve ted in replacing the 
grid of more than 2 million light bulb with a high-tech , light-emit­
ting diode (LED) system. 

"It i the largest LED screen in the world. The picture resolu­
tion improves by about 1,000 percent," Schillaci says. The new 
screen works much like a giant 1V set. Instead of having to pro­
gram the sound-and-light shows into a computer, operators will 
be able to broadcast images on the canopy. "We 're hoping that 
we're going to be the spark plug for keeping things going down­
town," Schillaci says. 

But elaborate light show aren't the only changes in downtown 
Las Vegas, an area roughly bordered by U.S. 95, Interstate 15, 
Seventh Street, and Charleston Boulevard. Downtown is where 
Las Vegas became Las Vegas. Forget al l that stuff about Bugsy

Siegel and the Strip-downtown is where the city got its start as 
a railroad town in 1905. 

That was the year the San Pedro, Los Angeles, and Salt Lake 
Railroad acquired the sleepy Las Vegas Ranch, a quiet r st 
stop for traveler , and auctioned lots that became the city of Las 
Vegas. The initial lure wasn't gaming-wide-open gambling 
wasn't legal until 1931. Early Las Vegas was a rai lroad town , 
reflected in the fact that Main Street runs parallel to 
the railroad tracks. 

As a result of its rich history, downtown Las Vegas has 
a cool , o ld-new vibe. Downtown boasts the city's oldest 
hotel, the venerable Golden Gate, which opened in 
1906. With on ly 106 rooms, the Golden Gate i the 
malle t hotel on Fremont treet and home of the 

famous 99-ce nt shrimp cocktail (six ounces of shrimp 
in an old-fashioned tulip-shaped glass) that casino staff 
has been spooning since 1959. 

Fremont treetjust might be the best place in the 
world to people-watch. On a recent evening a bride in 
full wedding regalia sat at a table at Starbucks whi le her 
tuxedo-clad husband ordered lattes. A couple in cowboy 
hats and jeans tapped their boots to the sound of Celtic 
mu ic com ing from the Fremont treet Experience speak­
ers. Two women raced each other down the center of 
Fremont treet in motorized wheelchairs. earby a cou-

pie decked in elegant evening wear strolled down the treet 
while sharing a hrimp cocktail. 

Some of the hotels offer free or inexp nsive en­
tertainment. For example, at Fitzgerald cu tomers 

have been able to catch four different how , which 
include a magic act, an Elvis impersonator, and a co­

median , with no charge of admission and a one-drink per 
p rson per show minimum. 

Downtown has a bit of an o ld-time carnival-like atmos­
phere. Barkers stand outside several casinos shouting don't­
want-to-miss offers-a 99-cent deep-fried Twinkie, a 99-
cent margarita, a 99-centjumbo hot dog (there 's obviously 
something special about 99 cents) , and free Mardi-Gras-style 
plastic bead neck.lace . 

lfyou need souvenirs, like a "My-folks-went-to-Las-Vegas­
but-all-1-got-was-this-crummy-T-shirt" T-shirt, you can find 

several places that sell them, including Souvenir 

What's Ahead for Downtown? 
I

n the not-too-di tant future downtown Las 
Vegas could be the ite of a 7.5-million­
quare-foot international furniture mart, a 

61-acre urban village and medical research com­
plex, a monornil station, and a ix-square-block 
entertainment di trict. 

The park for thi activity has been Las Vegas 
Mayor 0 car Goodman, who had made down­
town revitalization a prio1ity. His vi ion, he says, 
is "to take downtown and make it something 
special." 

Doug Lein, manager of Las Vegas' downtown 
redevelopment efforts, says the city and devel­
ope1 are working to "re-urbanize" the down-

town. He de cribe diat proce as including the 
introduction of high density, mixed-use projects, 
uch as apartments or condominiums built atop 
hops or offices. 

Downtown projects include: 
World Market Center, a 7.5-million-square­

foot convention and display facility howcasing 
international furniture manufacturers. Ground 
has broken on the first phase ( 1.3 million square 
feet) of the center, which is scheduled to open 
in July 2005. 

100 Grand Central Parkway, the city' 61-acre 
mixed-use urban village. The master plan calls 
for a performing arts center, an academic 

medical campu , commercial and office space, 
and high-rise residential development. 

Downtown Las Vegas Monorail Station, to be 
built at d1e intersection of Fremont treet and 
Las Vegas Boulevard. The Las Vegas Monornil, 
which opens this year, would be extended 2.3 
miles from the Saharn station to downtown , with 
completion in 2007. 

Downtown Entertainment District, a six-block 
area located on the east side of Las Vegas 
Boulevard. Within thi zone the city has relaxed 
requirements that liquor-sen~ng establishments 
must be 1,500 feet apart and encourage devel­
opment of small clubs and bars 11~th live music.

Supermarket on Fremont Street, a virtual 
department store of knickknacks. 

Fremont Street is also the site of the 
outdoor Neon Museum, a collection of 
about a half-dozen restored, vintage Las 
Vegas neon sign , including the original 
Aladdin 's la mp from the Aladdin Hotel. 

Only a few blocks away are unusual 
shops such as the Attic (1018 South Main) , 
a funky used-clothing store specializing 
in fashions of the '60s and '70s; Adams 
Western Store (1415 Western) , a tradi­
tional o ld-style Western shop that's been 
around since 1951; a nd Ray's Beaver Bag 
(727 La Vegas Boulevard) , a upplier for 
mountain man re-enacto1 that offers muz­
zle-load ing rifles, furs, a nd buffalo jerky. 

Three downtown blocks have been 
turned into the Lewis Avenue Corridor. 
T he tree-shaded plaza features a pond, wa­
terfall , and Poet's Bridge, a site for arts 
events and pleasant strolls. 

The southe rn edge of downtown, 
around Main Street and Charleston Boule­
vard, is blos oming into the Las Vegas Arts 
District, filled with trendy galleries, antique 
shops, restaurants, a nd artist lofts and stu­
dios. In recent years, the S2 Art Building, 
a 22,000-square-foot gallery, o pe ned at 1 
East Charleston , while adjacent is the Arts 
Factory, which showcases Las Vegas artists. 
A few blocks away is the new Ice House 
Lounge (650 South Main), a two-story 
restaurant and lounge with a retro art-deco 
atmosphere that drips with hipness. 
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"It's our time right now. Downtown Las Vegas is the 
place the Strip could never duplicate." 

Doug Le in , manager of the city of Las 
Vegas ' downtown development efforts, 
notes that nearly 70 percent of the down­
town 's hotel-casinos have changed owner-
hip during the past two years, which , he 
ay , has brought new energy to those 

properties. 
In recent months, the Golden Nugget 

was sold to Tim Poster a nd Thomas 
Breitling, two 34-year-old e nu·epreneurs 
who earned millions from the sale of a 
travel reservation Web se1-vice tl1ey created. 
Barrick Gaming Corporation purchased 
four downtown casinos (the Plaza, 
Western, Gold Strike, and Las Vegas Club ). 
The Four Queens was sold to Terry 
Caudi ll , a former ircus Circu executive 
and owner of a Las Vegas sports bar chain. 
Binion's Horseshoe was acqu ired by tl1e 
MTR Gaming Group a nd is managed by 
Harrah 's, and Fitzgeralds was purchased by 
Don Barden, a Deu-o it cable TV magnate 
and tl1e nation ' on ly black casino owner. 
Boyd Gaming, which recently merged witl1 

ll~Yake 
T he downtown Las Vegas casino core is 

a bargain. A half-dozen places offer 
all-you-can eat buffets with prices 

ranging from 5.29 (breakfast at the Main 
Street Station) lo 15.95 (Saturday seafood 
dinner al the Lady Luck). 

The buffets are worth checking out, if 
only because they've been recognized in var­
iotts newspaper and magazine polls (includ­
ing evada Magazine~ own "Best of evada" 
reader urvey). For instance, Main u·eet 
talion 's Garden Court and the Golden

In 2002, Neonopolis, a three-story 
shopping-dining-movie tl1eater complex, 
opened at Fremont Street and La Vegas 
Boulevard. While sti ll lining up occupants, 
Neonopolis offers downtown's on ly movie 
theaters (14 screens) as well as J illian's, a 
fami ly-oriented restaurant with a 12-lane 
bowling alley, La Salsa Cantina, the Saloon, 
and everal souvenir shops. 

Last August, Las Vegas Premium O utlets 
opened on a 30-acre site in the outhwe t 
corner of tl1e down town area. The 435,000-
quare-foot mall , jointly owned by the 

Chelsea and Simon property groups, has 
120 upscale retailers, including Armani 
Exchange, Coach, Perry Ellis, and Nike. 

"Chelsea chose this property because of 
the vision that [Las Vegas Mayor 0 car 
Goodman] has for the downtown," says 
Dottie Montana, general manager of the 
high-end outlet mall. "We wanted to be 
part of the redevelopment [of tl1e down­
town] It's exciting to be part of what's 
happen ing." 

With its airy arch itecture and brand­
name shops, the mall is impressive. Shortly 
after it opened, Matt O 'Brien, a writer for 
Las Vegas City Life, de cribed it as "surpris­
ingly hip" and noted "a weird at it may 
seem, downtown Las Vega i suddenly 
gaining momentum." 

It seems Glitter Gu lch is sh ining more 
brightly than ever.

Show People 

David Brenner unleashes his newsworthy humor 
at the Westin Casuarina Las Vegas.

I
n Las Vegas, David Brenn r is the top ba­
nana at the Westin Casuarina, where he 
performs six nights a week. But peel 
back the layers of the comedian's past, 

and you 'll find a teenage gang member 
who excelled at school. The on of a for­
mer vaudevillian, Brenner graduated from 
the poor streets of Philadelphia. He is an 
army veteran, autho1~ political pundit, 
Emmy-winning documentarian , and an 
advocate for children. He is someone who 
fought the battle for social change and lost. 

Brenner also is a very funny man who 
regales showgoers at the off trip property 
wit11 a 90-minute civic lesson. He usually 
sprinkle in a few jab at Las Vegas, too. 

"I loved it when the mob ran Las Vegas," 
he tells his audience in the 235-seat show-

room built for him. "I played at the Sahara 
in 1971 on a handshake." 

"They would leave us a stack of 100 
chips," he say of t11e casino operators in 
out11ern evada, where he headlined

It was relaxed. Everyone was in evening 
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clome , no jean ." During his how Brenner 
offers ob ervation about casino players, 
uch as mo e who talk to me slot machines 

and me guy who's still going at 2 a.m. 
"He 's wearing stains from mree or four 

buffets and obviously losing money," says 
Brenner. "He tells his impatient wife to 
stop nagging: 'I came to Las Vegas to have 
a good time."' 

The comedian uses only one prop, a 
podium mat hold a tack of five-by-seven 
card t11at he occasionaJly huffles. "I don 't 
have an act," Brenner explains. "My show 
is based on current events." He gat11ers ma­
te1;al by watching hours of TV new and 
reading four to six new pape1 each day. 

"Did you know mat 40 percent of the 
people don 't believe what mey read in me 
new paper?" he asks. "I read mat in a 
newspaper." 

"Isn't me Venetian a fabulou place? 
[Owner] Sheldon Adelson and hi wife 
made a trip to Venice and fell in love wim 
it. Thank God it wasn't ewark." 

"They' re looking for intelligent life on 
Mars. Why not begin here?" 

B
renner did not start out to become a co­
median , but he ays it was in hi genes. 
"My father was me funniest human 

being I have eve r met in my life. He was a 
vaudeville comedian and song-and-dance 
man who could juggle and sing. o matter 
how bad mings were, how poor we were, 
we laughed all me time." Brenner's fat11er, 
Lou, also was a numbers runner who was 
never arre ted. "He could memorize all the 
bets and recite t11em verbatim." 

Humor was a unrival ski ll on me mean 
streets of Philly as Brenner led what he calls

a neighborhood wolf pack. "We looked out 
for children and t11 elderly, but mere were 
major fights," he ays. ''The reason I was the 
leader was not becau e I was me best 
fighter, but I was me be t negotiator. I u ed 
humor to pacify anger." 

evermele , Brenner was clas pre-
ident t11rough high chool and grad­

uated wim honm from Temple niversity, 
where he majored in communications. He 
worked in documentarie and eventually 
wrote, produced, or directed 115 films, 
earn ing an Emmy for On Call: Dr. Amato. 

"In my youmful naivete, I was going to 
change me world," Brenner recall in a 
post- how interview at me We tin Casua­
rina. His film dealt with ocial i ue uch 
as t11e deat11 penalty, rape, and me welfare 
ystem. "If you were to du t mem off today 

and ignore me hair and clothing tyles, 
you'd mink t11eywerejust made. And that's 
t11e sad part-nothing was changed by 
anyming I did. 

"So, out of frustration, I said I'm done 
beating my head against a wall and started 
messing around wim comedy." Hi first pay­
ing job was $30 for eight performances at 
Pips, a Brooklyn club. Eighteen monms 
later he made hi debut on The Tonight 
Show, where he was een by Buddy Hackett. 
The comic used his influence to get 
Brenner booked into me Sahara. 

After mat first Las Vegas appearance in 



1971, Brenner appeared often in 
showrooms, on television, and on tour. For 
three years he opened for Sonny and Cher. 
He appeared on Hollywood Squares. He was 
afrequentgue ton The1anightShowanda 
ub titute ho t for Johnny Carson. Dwing 

the l 98tR37 eason Brenner presented his 
own late-night show, Nightlife. In 1989 he 
tarred in a one-man Broadway show, "The 

Life and Time of David Brenner."

kewed view on current events to CNN and 
Fox new program and MSNBC with 

hris Matthews. He also has written five 
books, including the autobiographical Soft 
Pretzels With Mustard. The entertainer said

The only backstage to ur of its kind in 
Las Vegas is conducted by the type of 
tour guide you would expect to find in 

Nevada: a beautifu l, statuesque showgirl. 
The All-Access Backstage Walking Tour 

is a be hind-the-scenes look a t Do nn 
Arden 's 'Jubilee!" at Baily's Las Vegas. The 
tour started less than a year ago, and ho tel 
officials say its po pulari ty has surprised 
them. 

"Guests are fasc inated by what goes o n 
behind the curtains of a show as spectac­
ula r as this o ne," says Stacy Solovey, pub­
lic rela ti ons manage r at Baily's. "What's 
surprising is tha t many of our custo mers 
return and go o n the tour agai n with the ir 
friends. T hey a re simply in trigued by the 
props, the dressing rooms, costumes, and 
especially by the showgirls." 

No wonder. 'Jubilee!" at Baily's and 
"Fo lies Berge re" at the Tropicana are the 
last two big-budget musical productions 
left on the Las Vegas So-ip. Almost 10 mil­
li on people have een 'Jubilee!" since its 
debu t 23 years ago at a cost of $10 millio n. 
Wi th productio n numbers buil t around 
huge ets, the show offe rs a tribute to the 
"Ziegfeld Follies" and also stars the Lo ng 
Twins (contortio nists) , Fuzio n (acrobats) , 
and Stoyan and Dmitri (ae rialists). 

o if you' re ready for the tour, le t's go. 
I've been waiting al l day to meet this 
showgirl. 

Paula Allen is a fi ve-foot-nine blo nde. 
Al ready I'm impressed . She is wea ring 
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The All-Access Backstage Walking Tour al Baily's Las Vegas offers an insider's look at the lives of "Jubilee!" showgirls. 

fi shnet stockings and sequins and has 
been a 'Jubilee!" showgirl since 1997 She 
is a principal dancer and also appears top­
less. She can be seen in the o pening num­
ber as well as in the Titanic, Samson and 
Delilah , T ille r, and Celestial scenes. T he 
to ur group, abo ut 25 people, immediately 
begins asking her questions about per­
forming tople s, her salary, where she 
lives, and how much those colo rful head­
pieces actually weigh. 

Paula shares facts and fi gures as she 
leads the group backstage . "T here are 85 
singers and dancers," she says. "If all the 

sequins from all the outfi ts we re la id in a 
straigh t line , it would reach 8,000 miles. 
T he re are 10,000 pounds of jewelry wo rn 
by the pe rformers, and it takes 46 stage­
hands to produce the show nightly. " 

T he stage itself is 50 yards long and has 
three main e levators. When the lifts rise 
fro m the depths of the understage, every­
thing fro m the sinking of tl1e Titanic to a 
night out watching Samson bring down 
the temple is brough t to life . 

Paula rattles off statistics. "We' re walk­
ing two stories be low the stage where 26 
ward robe people sew and mend ove r 



1,000 gowns and costumes designed by 
Bob Mackie and Pete Me nefee. They're 
well-known Hollywood designers, and 
Mackie has done all of Cher's ou trageous 
ou tfits. Anyway, these gowns cost between 
$7,000 and $20,000 each." 

Downstairs we walk th rough a labyrinth 
of roo ms whe re we lders build sets, 
dancers re lax, and costumers repair 
dresses. The women o n the tour roll their 
eyes, imagining how they could wear a 
heavil y sequined , 12-po und strapless 
dres . The men keep their eyes on Paula. 

The most popular room we visit is the 
Feather Room, where stunning rainbow-

colored headpieces, some weighing as 
much as 35 pounds, are on display. Paula 
says it's OK to touch and feel the orange, 
red , whi te, black, pink, tu rquoise, and yel­
low hats made wi th rooste 1~ turkey, ostrich, 
and pheasant feathers. 

At tour's end, everyone takes turns hav­
ing a picture taken with Paula. "This has 
been wonderfu l," says a lady fro m Long 
Island. "I have a much better appreciation 
of what's going o n."

The Liberace Museum 

in Las Vegas celebrates 

25 years of honoring 

Mr. Showmanship.

L 
iberace's stage presence and prodi­
gious talent as a concert pianist earned 
him the title "Mr. Showmanship." The 
entertainer could rock a showroom 

with wild boogie-woogie and then switch to 
the haunting strains of Chopin-all the 
whi le decked out in diamonds and a 
wardrobe that would out-Cher Cher. 
Liberace was a fashion plate for the out­
rageous, and he loved every moment that 
he spent on stage. 

A collector of historic pianos and one­
of-a-kind automobiles, Liberace lived in an 
opulent home near the Las Vegas Strip. 
For years he played in many of the biggest 
showrooms in Vegas, Reno, and Lake 
Tahoe. 

In 1979, eight years before his death, 
Liberace opened the Liberace Museum on 
East Tropicana Avenue in Las Vegas. The 
museum, which celebrates its 25th an­
niversary this year, pays tribute to the en­
tertainer's extravagance. The fac;:ade bears 
an oversized pink neon piano and his sig­
nature in giant letters. Inside, five galleries 
display his cars, pianos, costumes, and 
awards. The Grand Gallery shows special 
exhibits. The nonprofit museum funds the 
Liberace Foundation for the Performing 
and Creative Arts, which since 1978 has 
awarded more than $4.5 million in grants 
to 31 schools and organizations. 

On May 15 the museum will host the 
12th annual Play-A-Like Competition. 
During the play-off pianists of all ages, 
backgrounds, and styles will show their 
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skills and costumes from 11 :30 a.m. to 3 
p.m as they vie for the Crystal Piano trophy. 

A former winner, Wes Winters, performs 
a one-hour tribute show at 1 p.m. Tuesday, 
Wednesday, Thursday, and Saturday in the 
museum's 125-seat theater. Reservations 
are suggested. Winters also plays Wed­
nesday evenings at Carluccio's Italian 
Restaurant, next door to the museum. 

Visitors to the museum will see 18 of 
Liberace's rare pianos, including a hand­
painted French Pleyel and a rhinestone­
studded Baldwin baby grand. His cars 
include a 1934 Mercedes Excalibur cov­
ered in Austrian rhinestones and a pink 
Volkswagen customized to look like a 
Rolls-Royce. The entertainer's jewelry col-

lection sparkles: A piano-shaped ring 
boasts 260 diamonds, and a piano-shaped 
watch glistens with diamonds, rubies, sap­
phires, and emeralds. 

One of the most amazing artifacts is 
Liberace's King eptune costume, a 200-
pound garment covered in sea shells and 
pearls and valued at $225,000. His favorite 
antique, a Louis XV desk, once belonged 
to Czar Nicholas II of Russia. There is a 
collection of Moser crystal from Czech­
oslovakia. The service for 12 has 14 glasses 
for each setting and is one of two such ser­
vices ever made. The other is owned by 
Queen Elizabeth. 

When You Go: The Liberace Museum is 
located at 1775 East Tropicana Avenue in 
Las Vegas. Hours are 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. 
Monday through Saturday and noon to 4 
p.m. Sunday. Admission is $12 adults and 
$8 students and seniors over age 60. 
Children five and under enter free when 
accompanied by an adult. For information 
on group rates for 25 or more people call 
702-798-5595, ext.
