Reducing the quantity and 

improving the quality of 

storm water run-off in 

Carson City is the focus of 

this new program!  Best 

Management Practices or 

BMPs, such as terracing, 

slope stabilization, rain 

gardens and swales, are 

great ways to capture run-

off and put water to bene-

ficial use on a property.  

The Carson River benefits 

as a result of less non-

point source pollution in-

put to the river and drain-

ages.   

This new pilot program is 

geared for residential 

properties in targeted  

areas of Carson City.  The 

program includes commu-

nity workshops and       

opportunities for  home-

owners to win the  

evaluation, design and 

implementation of BMPs 

on their property.   

Unlike Lake Tahoe BMP 

programs, this program is 

voluntary.  Training for 

county and city staff 

(from all watershed re-

gions) and community 

members will be pro-

vided.  Nevada  Tahoe 

Conservation District will 

share their lessons 

learned at Lake Tahoe to 

help make this program a 

great success! 

Funding for the program 

was received through a 

NDEP Nonpoint Source Pre-

vention 319(h) grant.  The 

NDEP, CWSD and the Car-

son City Stormwater Pro-

gram have teamed up with 

University of Nevada Coop-

eration Extension,  Nevada 

Tahoe Conservation District 

and the Nevada Fire Safe 

Council to develop and im-

plement the program.

Much thanks 

to Kevin Hill and Jon Paul Kiel for 

submitting project information.   

Total grant award:  $331,510.00 

Project benefits:  River access for 

recreation, conservation of river 

habitat function.   

The purpose of this project is to ac-

quire in fee title two discontinuous 

parcels fronting the Carson River in 

Churchill County.  The two properties 

total about 10.5 acres and 2,500 feet 

of river frontage.   

The acquisitions represent Phase I of 

a larger project called “Churchill/

Carson River Park System.”  The en-

tire project proposes to include the 

acquisition of at least six parcels and 

possibly more if suitable parcels are 

identified in the future.
