In addition, the Town
of Minden benefits
with upgrades to their
water distribution sys-
tem. This pipeline also
allows Town of Minden
to utilize their water
rights. Douglas County
and Carson City will
also be able to move
water from various
points within their
counties, which allows
better utilization of
their water resources
to deal with unex-
pected system failures
and help meet peaks
summer demands.

Each entity involved in
the project is contribut-
ing to different aspects
of the project. Town of
Minden is upgrading

pipelines in their distri-
bution system and
erecting a booster sta-
tion at the south end of
the regional pipeline.
Douglas County is over-
seeing design and con-
struction of the re-
gional pipeline from
the Minden booster
station to the Douglas —
Carson City county line.
Douglas County is also
constructing a booster
station on the north
end of the regional
pipeline. Carson City is
also upgrading their
distribution system by
installing new transmis-
sion lines throughout
their system, which in-
cludes the pipeline con-
necting to the regional
pipeline. Indian Hills
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General Improvement
District is building a
pipeline from their sys-
tem to link to the re-
gional pipeline.

Since an intertie al-
ready exists between
Carson City and Lyon
County, this coopera-
tive effort will provide
the residents of Doug-
las County, Carson City,
and Lyon County with
better water quality
throughout the region.
This project will also
save taxpayers millions
of dollars on water
treatment and annual
operation and mainte-
nance costs.

This historic
event took the
effort of many
different people,
from elected of-
ficials to private
and public enti-
ties working to-
gether to ensure
the project’s
completion.

River Wranglers began in 1994 through a grant written by Mary
Reid, Water Specialist with UNR Cooperative Extension. The objec-
tives were to: 1) supplement water quality data collected by profes-
sional staff in water quality agencies and scientific institution;

™ 2) educate the public about water quality issues; 3) incorporate wa-

ter quality river monitoring into an ongoing school program; and 4) provide field experience for
science students in rural communities. After the $15,500 grant was exhausted Linda, project
coordinator, continued to volunteer and kept the organization intact. On October 20, 2000,

River Wranglers incorporated and formed a non-profit organization.

Wranglers is exploring, conserving and celebrating our rivers through community programs,
projects and hands-on education. River Wranglers’ vision is to excite youth, their parents and
