HORSE SENSE 
The Pony Express reride conjured up a horse I'd never forget. 

I awoke at four o'clock in the morn­
ing, the alarm beating at my ear­
drums like a jackhammer gone 

wild. 
The horse was already up. 
In the darkness I could hear his tail 

swishing, hooves pawing through the 
hay the gentle snorting and crunching 
of a horse breakfast. Curling through 
the sounds was the aroma of alfalfa and 
saddle soap and leather. It was a recipe 
for nostalgia in my case. As a child I'd 
spent many a summer evening in the 
hayloft, or lying next to the horses on a 
pile of straw Those are the memories I 
took with me into the city and into 
adulthood.

thrown, or kicked, or bitten. On this 
particular morning, though, some of 
those memories were coming back. 

I was already in something of a foul 
humor. I'd spent the previous day at 
the helm of the Pony Express Second 
Edition-a reride carrying mail from 
Austin to Carson City and back-and 
I'd relived about all my childhood I 
could stand. 

I was sore all over. When I sat up, 
something in my bones creaked, and 
when I rolled from my sleeping bag, 
something else popped. I'd slept next 
to an abandoned barn, and I stumbled 
into the side of it and got a splinter in 
the end of my nose. 

I pulled the splinter and stood there a 
moment to get my bearings. I could 

hear the horse to my right, so that's 
where the corrals were. That meant Joe 
Dory, who'd trailered his horse in yes­
terday, was to my left. So the kid from 
Fallon, whose name I couldn't remem­
ber, was somewhere out in front of me. 

We were camped somewhere in the 
hills between Fort Churchill and the 
Fallon-Schurz highway The kid from 
Fallon had volunteered to ride the first 
stretch east toward Austin this morn­
ing. 

I stepped gingerly through the dark­
ness, watching out for the kid from 
Fallon. He hadn't pulled in until after 
11 o'clock last night, and stepping on 
his face might just put him in a foul 
humor, too. 

I managed to find the kid without

mishap, and we shared a thermos of 
coffee in the predawn. I thought about 
waking up Joe but decided to let him 
snare whatever Zs were left to any of 
us. 

Besides, a horse is a horse. Joe's horse 
was no different than any other-we 
could handle it. The kid from Fallon 
had spent most of his life on a working 
ranch, and I'd grown up around horses, 
so between the two of us we probably 
had more horse savvy than Joe anyhow. 

I went up to Joe's horse and snapped 
the lead rope onto the halter. The kid 
slipped the bit into the horse's mouth 
and got the bridle just over the top of 
his head-and then the horse was gone. 
The kid was still holding the bridle up 
in the air where the horse's head had 
been, blinking at the suddenness of it. 
The horse was now fidgeting at the far 
end of the corral. 

I walked over and patted the animal, 
giving it some soothing horsey talk, 
and led it back to the kid. Maybe we'd 
spooked it. 

The kid said he'd seen this kind of 
thing before, and the way to get control 
of the horse was to twist his ears if he 
got antsy, or bite 'em if need be. So we 
switched jobs. 

The kid held the rope with one hand 
and put the other around the horse's 
neck, ready to go for the ear. As I gently 
pulled the bridle up over the horse's 
head, it disappeared. So did the kid. 

The sky had brightened enough to 
make out shapes in the corral. One of 
the shapes was thrashing around some­
thing awful. Then there was a soft 
"oompf," and everything became more 
or less still. Soon the kid rna terialized 
next to me carrying his ha t. He looked 
a little ragged. 

We held a conference and decided to 
wake up Joe and, if necessary, go back 
down the road and pick up five or six 
more hands. Then, in the waxing light, 
we noticed a snubbing post set in the 
center of the corral. Shoot, you can put 

a bridle on Godzilla if you've got a 
good snubbing post. 

At least that was my belief at the 
time. 

An intense five minutes later we had 
the bridle dangling from the horse's 
right ear. Then things got rough. 

I can recall only short, fleeting im­
ages: The sharp crack when the rope 
broke, the kid and I lying there out of 
breath, the horse standing in the far 
corner of the corral. It occurred to me 
that I hadn't used good judgment. I 
should have woken Joe long ago. 

I woke him and explained that we 

were running a bit late and asked if 
he'd mind getting his horse dressed so 
we could get this show on the road.

uestion: Where can you watch 
cigars being made, play golf, 
visit an Asian shrine, shop for 
antiques, and lose yourself in 

greenery? Answer: On the Las Vegas 
Strip. 

The Strip is a mecca of sights and 
sounds tha t often go unnoticed because 
of the overpowering glitter of the casi­
nos. The best way to find those treats is 
by foot. 

The following walking tour covers 
the mid-section of the Strip. It goes 
south from the Frontier to the Dunes 
and returns north from the Aladdin to

the Desert Inn on the other side of the 
street. 

Most of the year, you can take these 
hikes any time of day. In summer, try 
the cool hours of morning and evening. 

Just slip into a comfortable pair of 
shoes and stride into the cultural me­
lange and time warp to be discovered 
on Las Vegas Boulevard. 

S H OPPI NG S P R EE 
The tour's first leg visits two con­

trasting spots at mid-Strip. 
The Frontier is a modern hotel, but 

its Strip lineage goes back to the 1940s.

In its gift shop, modern-day souvenirs 
are displayed in antique hutches. The 
hu tches are real finds, embellished with 
exquisite carvings of fruits and flow­
ers, and they have curlicue legs, at least 
one signed by its maker. 

Across the street is the Fashion Show 
Mall . The upscale mall has several 
stores that set it apart from the typical 
suburban shopping center. The An­
tique Emporium is jammed with 
memorabilia of bygone eras such as 
kitchen appliances from the '40s and 
'50s. Middle-aged shoppers will imme­
dia tely recognize many of the gadgets.

Remember the Juice-o-mat? It's there 
along with other antique appliances for 
torturing food. 

History buffs will enjoy the Gallery 
of History, which displays and sells 
manuscripts, letters, and photographs 
of such notables as Abraham Lincoln, 
Babe Ruth, and John Lennon. 

While strolling you may notice the 
abundance of women's clothing stores. 
You may also notice the abundance of 
sequined, low-cut dresses in their win­
dows. 

Minotaur Fine Arts sells world -class 
art. Mini-exhibits have featured works 

of famous artists such as Calder and 
Renior. For a crash art course, take a 
seat and wa tch the day's ongoing video 
presentation. 

A visit to Chin's is a lunchtime treat. 
The cuisine is Chinese and beyond. 

Wrap up the mall jaunt at Gifts of 
the World and its smorgasbord of col­
lectors' items. There's a life-sized merry­
go-round lion, a nativity scene in the 
style of the American Indian, and a 
classic trophy of the wild West-a 
stuffed rattlesnake. 

Estima ted walking time and distance: 
Two hours, half a mile. 

UNDER THE VOLCANO 
The second leg begins at The Mi­

rage. The railings near the hotel's en­
trance are topped with gilded pine­
apples, the universal symbol of wel­
come. Ducks swim in the fountains and 
doze in the plantings. A breeze blows 
cool mist from the waterfalls. It's a pleas­
ant relief if the sun is hot. If you can, 
return to the waterfall after dark, when 
underwater gas jets transform the wa­
terfall into a volcano that erupts every 
15 minutes, spewing smoke and fire. 

Inside, The Mirage's lobby has a 
jungle of tropical plants and pools of

water. Canary Island date palms and 
other plants in the indoor rain forest are 
labeled for the curious. Gardeners wear 
safari-like uniforms. 

At the rain forest, go left for the tigers 
and straight ahead for the dolphins. 

Behind the casino, a 1.5 million-gal­
lon saltwater tank is home to five adult 
Atlantic bottlenose dolphins, which live 
there as part of an educational pro­
gram. There's a $3 admission charge to 
see the remarkable mammals. 

Ahabitatwitha pool houses Siegfried 
and Roy's white tigers. A crowd of 
onlookers is usually at the window, 
emitting a collective gasp anytime a 
tiger swims near the glass. 

The south exit nearby has a people 
mover. The electric walkway passes 
over a pool where departing patrons 
have covered the bottom with coins. 

It's time to get scholarly and brush 
up on mythology for the next stop: 
Caesars Palace. Remember Poseidon, 

the underwater god who carried a tri­
dent? He's there, carved in low relief on 
an outdoor fountain. Above is a gilded 
statue of a charioteer and four raging 
horses. 

A ride on the moving walkway past 
the Forum Shops, which are due to 
open this spring, gives you a chance to 
rest weary legs and ponder ancient 
times. The walkway glides between 
Roman aqueducts. Martial music 
booms from loudspeakers. A recorded

voice promi es visitors they'll mingle 
with Roman nobility The centuries slip 
away a pedestrians are lulled by the 
rubbery ride. 

Inside, a costumed Roman warrior 
greets you. The mingling gladiator and 
aristocracy make it seem like a toga 
party 

Although it's out of character with 
the Roman theme, look for the sta tue of 
boxer Joe Louis made from Carrara 
marble. A video of Louis in action (pro-

vided in part by Bill Cayton, Mike 
Tyson's former manager) is shown 
nearby 

Outside again, near the east walk­
way, stands a Brahma shrine. There, a 
four-faced statue presides over all sizes 
of carved elephant from within a truc­
ture that's a mosaic of twinkling mir­
rors. It's a place of peace and prayer. A 
small rose garden adds tranquility to 
the setting. 

Continue to the driveway portico 

lined with reproductions of classic stat­
ues from the Louvre. It's an opportu­
nity to study traditional art styles. Some 
statues modestly wear fig leaves while 
others offer an anatomy lesson. 

The Dunes is next on the boulevard. 
Its turbaned streetside appearance i 
rather re erved, but there is a surpri e 
out back-an I8-hole championship 
golf cour e. The Emerald Green course 
has five lakes and 88 yawning sand 
traps, and it's open to the public. The

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course snack bar is a quiet spot 
to rest and enjoy some refresh­
ment.

AFTERNOON SIDE 
OF THE STREET 

Atthis point, the tired walker 
might decide to jump on one of 
the frequent city bu es for a 
ride back to the starting point. 
However, the return walk 
along the east side of Las Ve­
gas Boulevard is another in­
triguing expedition. 

Across and up the Strip from 
the Dune is the Aladdin. In­
side the hotel is a casual sports 
book, and ou t back is the round 
Center for the Performing Arts, 
a seldom-u ed but handsome 
hall. 

Just north is a row of single 
story shops that is the home of

the Las Vegas Cigar Company. Four 
master cigar makers from Cuba ply the 
labor-intensive trade of rolling cigars 
by hand, a skill that is passed from 
genera hon to genera hon. The air is spicy 
with the fragrance of the raw materials. 
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"It's a dying trade," says Richard 
Galdieri, who has operated the firm for 
five years. Of the cigar makers, he says, 
"They know which tobaccos to blend to 
get the tastes." The cigars are shipped 
to clients around the world. 

ext i Bally's, which ha 
some surprisingly nice flow­
ers and shrubs along the side­
walk. Inside, past the huge ca­
sino, is a downstairs shopping 
pavilion. The mall has everal 
art galleries and a Hollywood 
memorabilia shop reminiscent 
of the hotel's origins as the 
MGMGrand. 

Move along to the Barbary 
Coast to see some lovely 
stained glass murals. A clipper 
ship under full sail highlights a 
bar. An enchanted forest is the 
theme of an entire wall of 
stained glass. A McDonald's is 
located downstair . The unique 
combination means a martini 
in the casino can be followed 
with a Big Mac. 

The flamboyant Flamingo 
Hilton is next, and it's revolv­
ing doors are faScinating. Each 
cubicle is large enough to con­
tain at least a dozen people. 

Take some friends and go for a spin 
through the super-sized doors. Even if 
you miss them, there's another set next 
door at O'Shea's. The gift shop of the 
Hilton-run club isa feast for Irish eyes­
shamrock pins, shirts, caps, all in whit 



and green, line the shelves. 
More than 200 beautifully polished 

antique cars are displayed at the next 
hotel, the Imperial Palace. Ask for di­
rections to the fifth-floor collection. 
Along one wall of the Duesenberg room, 
and totally unrelated to it, stands an 
enormous, polished-wood bar tha t 
played host to cowboys, gamblers, and 
gunfighters in a Dodge City saloon in 
the 1880s. 

Between the Imperial Palace and 
paddlewheeler-shaped Harrah's Las 
Vegas (formerly the Holiday) lies a 
New Orleans-style cobblestone street 
lined with colorful, stuccoed buildings 
decorated with wrought-iron railings. 
Dixieland music plays from speakers.

The walking tours described in 
the story follow the sidewalks, 
people movers, and casino cor­
ridors of the middle section of 
the Strip (a.k.a. Las Vegas Boule­
vard South), shown above. 

It really makes you want to "beat your 
feet on the Mississippi mud." 

The Harrah's paddlewheeler looks 
like it just docked, and you can relax 
with other walkers on the ship's south 
deck. Sketch artists often are stationed 
near the doors, ready to do customers' 
portraits. 

Next is the Sands. Its Garden Room 
coffee shop looks on to the rear grounds, 
where you can stroll past the sculpted 
trees, the putting green, and buildings 
named for racetracks like Belmont and 
Hollywood Park. 

A long block north, another park-

like setting is found behind the Desert 
Inn . Walkways curl among the trees. 
Birds drink from a woodland stream. 
There's a championship golf course 
blanketing more than 135 acres. 

From the Desert Inn, thestartingpoint 
at the Frontier is in sight.

WAS HE A SHOWMAN OR PROPHET? WITH WOVOKA, WHO 

SHOOK THE INDIAN WORLD FROM MASON VALLEY TO 

WOUNDED KNEE, IT WASN'T ALWAYS EASY TO TELL. 

By DON LYNCH 

A century ago a great religious leader named Wovoka lived 

near the little town of Yerington in Mason Valley, about 80 miles 

south of Reno. He was known alternately as a shaman and a show­

man, as a prophet and practical joker. Even today Wovoka remains 

one of the West's most enigmatic historical figures. 

Wovoka preached that all men are brothers, that Indians should 

live in peace with each other and with the white man. He taught a 

new dance called the Ghost Dance, and it quickly spread among 

Indians of the West. Tragically, the dance would set the stage in 1890 

for the bloody confrontation at Wounded Knee. 

At home in Mason Valley, Wovoka was known as Jack Wilson. He 

had many friends and a reputation for playing practical jokes. He 

engaged in a lively mail-order business even while leading one of 

the great religious movements of 19th-century America. 

Although Wovoka's message was timeless, he was surely a man of 

the moment. He emerged as a religious leader during a period when 

western Indians were losing their lands and being placed on reser­

vations. Wovoka, with a message of hope that combined Christian 



Wovoka's wide-brimmed hat and eagle feathers were part of his public persona 
(above).

His celebrations attracted large crowds of 
Indians who gathered in a clearing near his wickiup by the 
Walker River. 

His white friend Ed Dyer, a young Yerington hardware 
merchant, wrote, "Wovoka was a tall, well-proportioned 
man with piercing eyes, regular fea tures, a deep voice and a 
calm and dignified manner. He stood straight as a ramrod, 
spoke slowly and by sheer projection of personality com­
manded the attention of any listener." 

The Christian nature of Wovoka's teachings was not 
surprising, for as a child he was exposed to both Native 
American and Christian religious ideas. Born in either Smith 
or Mason Valley in 1856, he was the son of Paiute parents. 
His father was a medicine man and 
his grandfather a shaman. His fam­
ily sometimes worked for the David 
and Abigail Wilson family in Ma­
son Valley, and he grew up on the 
Wilsons' ranch. Wovoka became 
close friends with the three Wilson 
boys, especially Billy, who was 
about his age. The Wilsons were 
devout Presbyterians, and Abigail 
Wilson read Old Testament stories 
to the children. The family called 
the boy Jack, and Jack Wilson re­
mained Wovoka's white name all 
his life. 

When Wovoka was 20, he mar­
ried a woman whose Paiute name 
was Tumma and whose white name 
was Mary. The couple was known 
as Jack and Mary Wilson, and both 
worked for the Wilsons in the early 
years of their marriage. 

The dance was reminiscent 
of the 1870 Ghost Dance, which also originated in the Mason 
Valley area but prophesied the destruction of the whites. 

Word of Wovoka, his apparent powers, and the new 
Ghost Dance spread among the Paiutes. By the end of 1888, 
the Lyon County Times reported, "The Mason Valley Paiutes 
are having big dances every night now" 

During this time Wovoka began his life-long friendship 
with Dyer. The merchant served as Wovoka's secretary, 
doing his correspondence with other Indian leaders around 
the country Later, Dyer provided virtually the only written 
eye-witness records still available of the main events of the 
prophet's life and ministry 

Wovoka continued to have trances and conversations 
with God. Of the trances, Dyer 
wrote, "He wasn't shamming. His 
body was as rigid as a board. His 
mouth could not be pried open and 
he showed no reaction to pain-in­
ducing experiments. His friends 
thought he was dying. Repeated 
efforts to wake him up were futile. 
He revived in his own good time. 
How and wherehe learned toplace 
himself in a state of suspended ani­
mation is anyone's guess." 

W ovoka'spowersfirst 
attracted wideatten­
tion during the grea t 
drought of 1888-89. 

James Josephus, an officer in the 
Walker River Indian Reservation 
police force, went to Mason Valley 
and appealed to the man the news­
papers called the "New Messiah" 
to use his powers to make it rain. The Paiute word "Wovoka" 

means woodcutter, and that was 
his occupation. It was while cut­
ting wood in the Pine Nut Moun­
tains in about 1887 that Wovoka 
first reported being summoned by 
God. 

Wovoka met Indian agent George W. Ingalls 
at a temperance meeting in Mason in 1919. 

Wovoka sat with his head bowed 
and retired to bed without answer­
ing. Early in the morning he went 
to Josephus and said, "You can go 
home, and on the morning of the 
third day, you and all your people 
will have plenty of rain." Hesaid that upon hearing a great 

noise, he put down his axe and started walking toward the 
noise, but he fell down, as if dead. Then, he said, God lifted 
him to heaven. 

"It was the most beautiful country you can imagine, nice 
and level and green all the time," Wovoka said afterward. 
"There were no rocks or mountains but all kinds of game and 
fish. The dead in heaven were dancing, gambling, playing 
ball, and having all kinds of sports." 

That night, he said, God came to him while he slept and 
said, "Tell all the people they must not fight. There must be 
peace all over the world." Wovoka said God also gave him 
the precepts of a new religion: 

== Men are brothers, so people should be good to one 
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The rains came. The Walker River flooded its banks, and 
the drought of 1888-89 ended as he had predicted, on the 
morning of the third day 

Despite his religious reputation, Wovoka had a broad 
sense of humor. He loved to play pranks with his brothers 
the Wilson boys, and he was conspicuously a performer. 
From his shaman heritage he probably knew magic tricks, 
and he staged several miracles. 

Once he made blocks of ice float down the Walker River. 
On another occasion he made a block of ice fall from the sky 
and land on a blanket in the midst of a crowd where he was 
standing. Wovoka's white friends generally thought the 
events were staged. Many Indians, but not all, thought they

were miracles. 
W ovoka sometimes 

spoke of living forever and 
conveyed the idea that he 
could not be killed. This 
notion was furthered by one 
of his demonstrations, done 
in grand style. 

WOVOKA WRAPPED HIMSELF IN A BLANKET, 

Again, he also was to 
teach the Ghost Dance to 
the people. By performing 
the dance periodically for 
four consecutive nights and 
one day each time, and by 
following God's other in-

Wovoka wrapped himself 
in a blanket, loaded a shotgun in full sight of his audience, 
and handed the rifle to one of the Wilson boys. Wovoka 
strode to a spot within the shotgun's range and spread the 
blanket on the ground in front of him. Then he faced his 
brother and told him to fire. 

The shotgun went off with a blast. Beckoned by Wovoka, 
the crowd came forward and saw that hewas unhurt, but his 
shirt was riddled with holes. The shot pellets lay on the 
blanket at his feet. 

The event produced varied reactions. Some of the Indians 
believed he was indeed invulnerable to bullets. Other Indi­
ans, who considered the event staged, thought it part of a 
shaman's repertoire and not detracting from the serious part 
of his message. 

Dyer witnessed both the falling 
ice and the bullet demonstration. 
He noted that the ice could have 
fallen from a tree with the help of 
the Wilson boys, and that Wovoka, 
with his inherited knowledge of 
magic, could have deflected the 
lead pellets. 

Apparently, Wovoka himself 
considered the bullet episode just a 
show When later interviewed by a 
government representative, he 
said, "Thatwasa joke," a reply that 
fit his fun-loving private nature. 

Butitwasajokethatwouldhaunt 
him because, staged or not, the 
event's influence was far-reaching. 
That Wovoka could not be killed 
by bullets was an idea that some 
people wanted to believe, and the 
story spread throughout the Indian 
nations. And if the Ghost Dance 
prophet was invulnerable to bul­
lets, those who followed the Ghost 
Dance religion might be, too. 

structions, his followers 
would be reunited with their 

friends in another world. There would be no more death or 
sickness or oppression, and everyone would be young again. 

S
tories of the Paiute Messiah continued to spread. 
When Wovoka heard of detractors, he sent for 
them, and they came by the hundreds. A neighbor­
ing farmer reported a gathering of 1,600 Chey-

ennes, Lakotas, Arapahos, Utes, Navahos, Shoshones, and 
Bannocks at Wovoka's encampment. A group of 1,000 danc­
ers was reported. A national Indian study reported that 30 
tribes sent representatives to visit Wovoka. Nevada news­
papers frequently ran stories about crowds of Indians danc­
ing the Ghost Dance near Yerington. 

Many of W ovoka' s visitors came 
bearing gifts, and their presenta­
tion was a solemn occasion. 
Wovoka would sit on one side of a 
blanket and the chief visitor on the 
other. As the visitor presented his 
gift, his remarks were translated, 
sometimes into English because it 
was, in some cases, the only com­
mon language. Wovoka would 
make a dignified acceptance. Then 
the next visitor would make his 
presentation. By the time the cer­
emony ended, the blanket would 
be piled high with gifts. 

Wovoka's "Great Revelation" 
another event that made an im­
pression on the Indian world-took 
place on New Year's Day, 1889.

The dances were held in an arena 
that had been cleared of sagebrush 
several hundred feet across. The 
clearing was surrounded by brush 
shelters and willow sticks that visi­
tors could cover with tenting. The 
dancers-men and women­
formed a circle with their fingers 
intertwined. They would take small 
steps to the leftin a shuffling,circu­
lar movement, singing and chant­
ing as they danced. The dances went 
on for four nights and one day, as 
Wovoka had directed. 

The sun had "died" as it went through an eclipse, causing 
much alarm among Native Americans. They feared that the 
moon had devoured the sun, their principal deity, and it 
meant the end of life on earth. 

Some days before, Wovoka had fallen asleep as if in a 
coma or possibly delirious with a fever. As the eclipse 
ended, Wovoka revived and announced he had been to 
heaven and talked with God. The Indians interpreted this 
awakening to mean that Wovoka had saved the universe. 

Wovoka said that God had directed him to tell his people 
that they must love one another and live in peace with the 
whites. They must work and not lie or steal. They must put 
away old practices that caused war.

Wovoka sometimes called his 
Ghost Dance "the friendship dance of the Indian race." By 
contrast, the Plains Indians came to interpret the new reli­
gion as guaranteeing an immediate transformation in which 
the world would be rid of whites and Indian dead would be 
resurrected, much as the 1870 Ghost Dance had predicted. 

In October 1890, with Sitting Bull' s approval, a Miniconjou 
Sioux named Kicking Bear came to visit the Paiute prophet. 
Kicking Bear, who thought Wovoka was the New Christ, 
learned the Ghost Dance and took it home to his people. 
Kicking Bear believed the Ghost Dancers would soon be 
taken to a new earth where only Indians would live. 

By this time the Ghost Dance was spreading among 
western Indians like a prairie fire in a high wind. Army 
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officers and Indian agents did not un­
derstand the phenomena . James 
McLaughlin, head of the Standing Rock 
Agency, where Sitting Bull was camped, 
echoed official anglo sentiment when 
he declared, "A more pernicious sys­
tem of religion could not have been 
offered to a people who stood on the 
threshold of civilization." McLaughlin 
was a practicing Ca tholic, but like other 
Indian agents he failed to recognize the 
Christian nature of the Ghost Dance 
and its promise of resurrection. 

D
id Wovoka really talk to 
God, or was he simply a 
showman? 

A person's conclusions 
might depend on his or her own feel­
ings about religion. Most people with 
conventional religious views might see 
Wovoka as a charlatan or, at best, an 
eccentric. Those who believe in the va­
lidity of psychic or mystical experi­
ences might speculate that Wovoka in 
fact was receiving spiritual guidance. 
And one must consider the possibility 
tha t Wovoka truly believed in his teach­
ings and revelations, that he was mak­
ing a divinely guided effort to fit Na­
tive American culture into the new 
white society 

Dancing so engulfed the Sioux that 
all other activities came to a halt. Schools 
and stores were empty On the Sioux 
reservations more than 3,000 Indians 
were dancing. The Sioux had intro­
duced the ghost shirt, which many 
dancers believed would make them in­
vulnerable to the Army's bullets. Their 
belief may have derived from Wovoka's Wovoka was "good at heart" and "a 
own joking demonstration on the delightful rogue," a relative said. 

Some of his followers saw Wovoka 
as Christ reborn. Dyer believed Wovoka 
saw himself as an Indian version of an 
Old Testament prophet. Wovoka once 
said he was only "a prophet who has 
received a divine revelation ." Walker River. 

While the Sioux danced, Army officials grew frightened. 
On December 29, 1890, almost two years to the day after 
Wovoka's Great Revelation, the Army attempted to disarm 
350 Miniconjou Sioux, including 120 men and 230 women 
and children. The Indians were confined to a camp on 
Wounded Knee Creek and surrounded by Army troops. 

A shot was fired, and hand-to-hand fighting broke out. 
Finally the Army used its new Hotchkiss machine guns and 
massacred an estimated 300 of the Indians. Twenty-five 
soldiers were killed. 

Historians blame the massacre on inexperienced Indian 
agents and the Seventh Cavalry's desire to avenge the deaths 
of Custer's troops at Little Bighorn in 1876. But government 
officials at the time blamed Wovoka 's Ghost Dance. 

As Wounded Knee ended the so-called Indian wars,italso 
cooled the evangelical fervor of the Ghost Dance. After 
Wovoka heard about the 
massacre, he told visit-

Wovoka continued in his role as prophet and distin­
guished elder through the early 1900s. Despite a few bumpy 
spots in their marriage, he and Mary remained together for 
more than 50 years until she died in August 1932. A month 
later, on September 29, Wovoka died at age 76. He was 
buried at Schurz on the Walker River Indian Reservation. 

In his later years, perhaps his most famous prophesy came 
in 1919 when he baptized and blessed his grandson Harlyn 
Vidovich. Wovoka predicted that the boy would go to 
school with "his white brothers and sisters" and would do 
well in school. "He'll be flying in the skies," Wovoka pre­
dicted. "Then he's going to join the United States flying 
outfit. And he will lead the white man in the skies. He will 
become a great captain." 

In fact, Harlyn Vidovich attended flying school, flew 
briefly as a commercial pilot, and served with the Flying

Claire Chennault during 

ing Indians to go home 
and stop dancing. IN SEARCH OF 

World WarII. Harlynlost 
his life when he was shot 
down over China in 1944. 
He was awarded the Dis­
tinguished Flying Cross 
posthumously and bur­
ied with full military hon­
ors in Reno. 

Despite the tragedy at 
Wounded Knee, the 1890 
Ghost Dance religion 
lived on. Wovoka was re­
vered as a prophet for 
more than 30 years. Del­
egations of Indians con­
tinued to come to Yer­
ing.ton,and Wovoka trav­
eled to other tribes. With 
Dyer's help he also de­
veloped a mail-order 
business in eagle feath­
ers, red -ocher ceremonial 
paint, and articles of 
clothing he had worn. His 
followers particularly 
liked the black Stetson 
hats he often wore and 
on which, Dyer said, he 
made a good profit.

TRICKY TROUT 
A favorite of anglers, this Nevada fish is a real cutthroat. 

T he cutthroat trout is a well­
named fish. Rainbow trout leap 
for the sky when you hook them. 

Brown trout hug the bottom with bull­
headed determination. The cutthroat, 
however, is as rugged as the rocky can­
yons where it is found. 

The cutthroat trout is the state fish of 
Nevada. Named for the reddish-orange 
slashes found under its jaw, the cut­
throat is a ruthless fish with a preda­
tory disposition, as its name implies. It 
is native only to the American West, 
and every major river drainage has 
evolved its own unique species. 

Cutthroats are notable in Nevada not 
only as stream denizens-many of them 
natives-but also as the only game fish 
of Pyramid and Walker lakes, where 
na tives nearly disappeared in the 1930s 
and '40s and which are now home to

planters. In fact, western Nevada is 
famous in fishing circles for the trophy 
Lahontan cutthroat found in those two 
lakes. The world-record cutthroat was 
taken from Pyramid in 1925 by John 

Skimmerhorn, a local Paiute. The big 
trout weighed 41 pounds, which landed 
it in a display case at the Nevada State 
Museum in Carson City. 

The hard-fighting cutthroat will put 
a bend in your rod and make your reel's 
drag scream, but more than that, it will 
challenge the angler's skill. A cutthroa t 
doesn't take your bait or fly and then 
turn and run. Instead it holds your 
offering in its mouth until you try to set 
the hook. Then the cunning creature 
rolls and twists in the water, trying to 
get rid of the hook before it sets. 

Catching a cutthroat in your hand 
net is like landing a desert sunrise. The 
fish's flanks reflect reds and golds and 
will even put black spots before your 
eyes. 

Cutthroat trout lurk in more than 200 
miles of streams in northern and cen-

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tral Nevada. They are the kinds of small 
streams you find in the mountains and 
valleys north of Winnemucca and Elko, 
revealed only by dark lines of coyote 
willows slicing through the sagebrush. 

The angler stalking cutthroat in the 
clear waters of those creeks must plan 
his approach carefully 

"Because the cutthroat live in small 
streams, you have to kneel down and 
try to spot the fish," says Eric Miskow, 
an avid cutthroat angler from Reno. 
"There are lots of willows, but there are 
some spots where you can make a de­
cent cast." 

This kind of fishing is often called 
pocket water fishing. Stream pockets 
are slow-moving areas formed by large 
rocks, dead-fall trees, and the churning 
action of the water itself. 

As he quietly pushes through the 
brush, Miskow knows that his approach 
and cast are critical. He's a fly-fisher­
man, and he doesn't want his graceful, 
back-and-forth cast to tangle his line in 
the bushes and scare the fish. So he's 
often on his knees. 

There is consolation in his stealth, 
however. "Most of the fishing for cut­
throat in Nevada is done in very small 
streams," he says. "Tricking them into 
taking flies is easier because they don't 
see the fishing pressure." 

Still, cutthroat can be spooky fish. 
Some anglers always wear camouflaged 
clothing when fishing from a stream 
bank. The camouflage and slow move­
ments keep the fish from dashing for 
cover. 

Fly fishermen use wet flies or dry 
ones like the Elk Hair Caddis. Bait­
casting anglers say trout lures and spin­
ners, crayfish, or night crawlers will do 
the trick. 

Nevada's cutthroats entered the state 
thousands of years ago when most of 
northern Nevada was covered by an­
cient Lake Lahontan. As climate 
changes ushered out the last great ice 
age, Lahontan, once the size of present­
day Lake Erie, dried up until only head­
water streams and a smattering of desert 
lakes remained . 

Over the centuries, cutthroat adapted 
to the rigors of the high desert. For 
example, in the Mary's River near Elko 
the fish's life revol ves around the flood­
drought cycle. In the spring, when the 
river swells with melting snow, the 
mature Humboldt cutthroat moves up­
stream and spawns and then returns 
when the water level drops. 

The eggs hatch in the headwaters, so 
the fingerling trout spend their first 
summer in the high country. In spring 



the juveniles move downstream, where 
they grow to sexual maturity, while the 
adults return upstream to spawn again. 

The Lahontan cutthroat still domi­
nates the region. Other drainage sys­
tems hold other species of cutthroat­
Humboldt cutthroat in the headwaters 
of the Humboldt River system, 
Bonneville cutthroat on the state's east­
ern edge, and Yellowstone cutthroat on 
the north slope of the Jarbidge Moun­
tains. 

Eric Miskow has fished for cutthroat 
in the Reese River drainage near Aus­
tin, in the Carson River drainage, and 
at Pyramid Lake. He once landed an 
eight-pounder at Pyramid. 

Fishing on a willow-lined creek near 
the old railroad town of Paradise two 
years ago, Miskow fooled a 14-inch 
cutthroat. Some anglers would have 
considered it an average-sized fish, but 
to Miskow it was a giant in a stream he 
could step across. q

Speaking of shoes, remember the guy 
in the Saturday afternoon Westerns who 
goes bumping through the sagebrush, 
dragged behind a horse? For a reenact­
ment, just ride an unfamiliar mount in 
sandals. If sneakers are the best you can 
do, wear them, but heeled Western 
boots are best.

When choosing headgear, remember 
that most cow bosses won't hire a hand 
wearing a straw hat, reasoning that 
he'll spend all day chasing it. Wear a 
hat to protect against sunburn, but se­
lect one with a chin string or" stampede 
strap." 

The last thing an inexperienced rider 
should do is get off the horse, so even if 
you want to peel off your sweatshirt or 
snap a close-up of a prickly poppy, 
dismounting is against the rules. 

Riding rules are usually a blend of 
horse sense and common sense. Addi­
tional rules are dictated by stables' in­
surance companies and have to be 
rattled off like a pilot's checklist before 
each ride. 

Cowgirls trade bus seats for saddles at the Arvada Ranch on the Nevada-Arizona 
border at Mesquite. Like other stables, Arvada offers hayrides and buckaroo barbecues. 

Before you clamber into the saddle, 
remember that it doesn't take a horse 
long to figure out whether you're a city 
slicker or a seasoned dude who'll insist 
it behave. Equines may have started 
out as prey-which explains their incli-

nation to run like greyhounds when 
startled-but they're also big, strong 
animals who might rather doze in the 
shade than lug you uphill in the sum­
mer sun.

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baby sitter," says Cartellieri of the 
horses. "They're going to try to get 
away with things." 

The rental horse's repertoire of dirty 
tricks is diverse, but new riders can 
head theirs off at the pass by paying 
attention. For instance: 

• Don't let your mount eat. He may 
stretch his neck like a giraffe and fix 
you with a reproachful eye, but unless 
you can count ribs, he probably isn't 
hungry. 

• Don't let your horse roll. Saddle­
laden backs get itchy, and a horse may 

try to scratch by rolling on the ground. 
If Lightning drops to his knees as if 
shot, use the reins to get his head up. 

• Don't let your horse run. Galloping 
is fun, but most guides forbid it be­
cause stable horses tend to gallop back 
to hay and home. 

All in all, it's better to think like Trig­
ger than like Roy when you're in dude 
country, concentrating on the view be­
tween a horse's ears.

HAPPY TRAILS 
A guide to stables and ranches for dudes chomping at the bit. 

By Kate Butler and Chris Soliday 

T he following riding stables and 
dude ranches offer the chance 
to reride history on Nevada 

trails and the eastern edge of Califor­
nia. Most stables have horses for all 
abilities, including rank greenhorn. 
Nearly all outfits offer hourly, half­
day, and all-day rides. Weather per­
mitting, they are open year-round from 
sunup to sundown unless otherwise 
noted. About half accept major credit 
cards. 

Many stables take walk-ins, but it's 
always smart to call ahead to reserve 
rides and get directions. For overnight 
trips .and cattle drives, always make 
reservations. If notified in advance, 

most stables can handle large groups 
and special events like barbecues. 

Since part of being a dude can in­
chide falling off a horse, all stables are 
required to carry insurance. You will 
be asked to sign a waiver before you 
ride. Ask about it when you make res­
ervations. 

BLACK ROCK DESERT 
Spanish Springs Ranch: This work­

ing cattle ranch 70 miles north of Reno

Why I prefer a horseless 

dude experience. 
By Marge Knorr 

I was watching some egrets walk­
ing among the Herefords across 
the fence when Wrangler J eff asked 

me, "Which horse would you like?" He 
was scratching the back of a brown 
horse the size of a Mack truck. I was 
suddenly worried tha t the horse would 
overhear me. 

"I have this bad back, Jeff," I said, 
limping gamely "I think I'll just go 
hiking up in the hills." 

The horse rolled his bloodshot eyes. 
His ears shot forward. He was listen­
ing. I could tell-he knew I wasn't a 
horse person. 

Horseback has always struck me as 
an unreliable means of transportation. 
One of my mottos is, "Never trust an 
animal that knows the quickest way 
back to the barn." I have the scars to 
prove it. 

The fact that the West was won on 
the back of a horse is not persuasive as 
far as I'm concerned. I think Holly­
wood spoiled our image of horses. I 
mean, any animal that would stand 
still while Roy Rogers sang love songs 
to it can't be all that smart. 

But here I was, spending several days 
at a dude ranch in rural Nevada. That 
particular ranch, unfortunately, has 
since packed its last greenhorn, but it 
sounded like a place where one could 
escape the city and enjoy the environ­
ment-fresh air, pure water, abundant 
wildlife. 

And horses with cute names. On 
dude ranches horses always seem to 
have names like Gypsy or Hopalong. 
Alice, a fellow dude from Reno, told 
me, "When I was growing up on a 
ranch in Washoe Valley we called a 
horse ' the bay' or 'the big sorrel.'" 

At dinner I felt a pang of remorse 
when the other dudes talked a bout their 

day's ride. My contribution to the con­
versation was to recount all the birds I 
had seen that afternoon. "Over 30 spe­
cies," I said, "and none of them slob­
bered." 

That night, as I lay in bed, the only 
sound outside my window was the 
whinnying coming from the corral. 
Obviously one horse was telling his 
buddies about the lady dude who re­
fused to go riding. 

In the morning six of us headed up a 
dirt road to the 8,000-foot summit for a 
picnic-in a four-wheel-drive subur­
ban. The views were spectacular.

Buried Treasures 
For people who really dig history 

the Baker Village archaeological project 
shows history as it is being unearthed. 
Located 65 miles east of Ely near the 
entrance to Great Basin National Park, 
the Baker Village excavations are 
manned by volunteers, students, and 
faculty from Brigham Young Univer­
sity and the Bureau of Land Manage­
ment. 

Visitors can watch as archaeology 
buffs gently dig and sift the soil to 
unearth arrow points, potsherds, and 
even elk teeth from pit house walls. 
Tour guides interpret the day's find­
ings and tell about the Fremont-culture 
people who grew corn and raised their 
families within sight of Wheeler Peak. 
The disappearance of the Fremont com­
munity is still unexplained. Perhaps 
the Baker Village excavations will offer 
clues. 

One-hour tours of the dig site are 
conducted Tuesday through Saturday 
June 23 to August 14. Tours are at 8 
a.m., 10 a.m., 11:30 a.m., and 1:30 p.m. 
It is relentlessly hot on the desert floor, 
so dress appropriately 

The Baker Village site is just off State 
Route 487 about one mile north of the 
town of Baker and the Great Basin Na­
tional Park entrance.

fll The Strip: The south end of Las 
~ Vegas Boulevard was originally 
known as Highway 91 or the Los Ange­
les Highway In the 1950s it was nick­
named the Strip, after the Sunset Strip 
in Los Angeles, by Vegas promoter and 
gambling figure Guy McAfee, who was 
a former L.A. cop. 

I"2l California Avenue, Reno: With 
~ its view of the Truckee River just 
southwest of downtown Reno, Califor­
nia A venue was one of the streets where 
Nevada nabobs like U.S. Senator George 
Nixon built their opulent mansions in 
the early 1900s. 

f3l California Aven ue, BoulderCity: 
~ Once lined with tall sycamores, 
California A venue extends south from 
Boulder City's central plaza. During 
Hoover Dam's construction in the 1930s, 
California was the town's widest street 
and home to families of the Six Compa­
nies management. 

~ Eureka: After October 2, 1849, 
L!J when it was made part of the grea t 
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seal of California, the Greek word eu­
reka ("I've found it!") became a popular 
place name throughout the West. In 
1864 America's first important lead­
silver discovery was made in Eureka, 
Nevada . By 1878 the town had more 
than 16 smelters, and because of their 
smoky emissions Eureka earned a nick­
name thatwas more Pennsylvania than 
California, "Pittsburgh of the West." 

~ Sacramento: Named for Cal­
~ ifornia's capital, there are two 
Sacramento mining districts inNevada. 
The first is near Sacramento Pass 
(elevation 7,154 feet) between Ely and 
Baker on U.s. 50. Gold and silver were 
mined there in the 1870s. The second 
Sacramento district, near Lovelock, 
includes the Humboldt Queen Mine, 
which produced lead and silver 
between 1883 and 1919. 

I6l Kern Mounta ins: This range, 
~ about 50 miles northeast of Ely 
near the Utah border, was named after 
Kern County in Southern California, 
which itself was named for Edward 
Kern, John C. Fremont's topographer 
and artist. One of Nevada's oldest min­
ing districts was established in the Kern 
Mountains in 1859. 

George Patton during 
World War II to train troops for the 
invasion of North Africa. Founded in 
1965 by Slim and Nancy Kidwell, Cal­
Nev-Ari is named for the spot 20 miles 
south where California, Nevada, and 
Arizona meet on the Colorado River. 

rgl Casino Names, Western Nevada: 
L2J TheCal-Neva LodgeatNorth Lake 
Tahoe and the Club Cal-Neva in Reno 
have obvious California name connec­
tions. So does the El Capitan, the big­
gest club in Hawthorne. But the EI Cap 
isn't named for the formation in 
Yosemite-it was named in the 1940s 
for a San Francisco saloon. 

1101 Casino Names, Las Vegas: Sev-
eral Las Vegas casinos have taken 

California names. The Barbary Coast, 
Nob Hill, and Golden Gate recall San 
Francisco's naughty elegance. The Cali­
fornia Hotel is part of the Boyd empire. 
At least two defunct casinos were called 
the Forty-Niner. In the 1940s gangster 
Tony Cornero ran the S.s. Rex Club on 
Fremont Street, named after the notori­
ous gambling ship he operated off the 
coast of Southern California. CJ

Helldorado 
Days 

The city of Las Vegas has changed so 
much since the first Helldorado Days 
way back in the Roosevelt era of 1935 
that you would not even think it was 
being held in the same city let alone on 
the same planet. 

Helldorado Days, with its big rodeo, 
is a tribute to the American Wild West, 
an era you won't find much evidence of 
in today's Las Vegas. And that's what 
makes Helldorado so specia l. 

Las Vegas Helldorado Days take place 
May 22-31. The rodeo and most other 
activities will be held at the Thomas and 
Mack Center on the University of Ne­
vada, Las Vegas campus. 

The Elks have sponsored Helldorado

Las Vegas needed some­
thing to keep them. 

Clyde Zerby, a former carnival barker, 
suggested a citywide Wild West show. 
The Elks agreed to sponsor it, and 
Helldorado was born. 

Some of the highlights of this year's 
Helldorado include a carnival midway 
parade, street dance, and chili cook-off. 
The rodeo includes such activities as the 
Wrangler bull fights, wild horse races, 
and coronation of the Helldorado Queen.

On stage he's the Ragin' Cajun, an ani­
mated, spry man wi th Marty Feldman eyes 
who attacks his fiddle with high energy. 

Off stage, he's an earthy Louisiana man 
who enjoys family life in the country.

Newhart's s tyle is so casual he seems 
not to be working at it. 
He is just a guy who talks 
funny with little hi tche 
and pauses (I like to say 
Newhart ta lks like Wil­
lie Nelson sings) and a 
quick run of words 
when he's got a grin and 
a punch line. He's much 
like Jack Benny was; you 
see only an ease of sty le 
that makes you laugh. He continues by tell­

ing a story about work­
ing wi th Dinah Shore the 
night afte r Presid ent 
Kenned y was shot. "{ 
thought it was going to Bob N ewhart: The man 
be one of those pu t- behind the cool exterior. 

Newhart is 62 now 
a lmos t exac tl y Jack 
Benny's age at the time 
New ha rt broke into 
comedy a t the end of the 
'50s. I asked Newhart if 
he fe l t l ike one of yo ur-head-down-a nd-

do-it kind of things. It was one of the best 
audiences tha t we'd ever played to be­
cause they had to get away from that 
d read ful news. It taught me a very valu­
able lesson about comedy and entertain­
ing." 

Also unlike hisTV character, Newhart 
loves an adrenaline rush- the rush and 
risk fro m working with a li ve crowd . He 
doesn' t need the money but he still goes 
out into the country ide, puts on a tux, 
climbsontoa stage with a spotlight in hi 
eyes, and trots out his wit and timing. 

"The danger and excitement of hav­
ing someth ing work-I'd put that up 
aga inst coca ine or anything else," he 
said . But even though he's a star, there's 
still danger. "1 did a thing recently in 
Denver, and there was a drunk in the 
audience. Something like tha t happens, 
{ dea l with it. { say 'Sir, I'm a profes­
sional comedian, and you are an ama­
teur d runk.'" 

So from Jlme 5-6 he' ll hit the road to 
Caesars Tahoe, putting his wit on the 
line, getting another fix that can' t be 
bought on the street but must be earned 
with swea t, skill , and talent. 

This must be add iction. Why else 

comedy's grand old men. He let me live. 
In fac t, he laughed. "God, I sure don't 
think of myself in those terms. Comics 
live longer-Hope is 87 Burns is 92-
I'm a toddler." (Actually, Hope is88and 
Burns is96, butI fi gured I'd already been 
rude once.)

I a lmost 
want to get up and say 'Can 1 do that for 
you? I do it much better now.'" 

So doe he ever wish he could go back 
to being an unknown, to see if he could 
win an audience fro m a stand ing start? 
"I have no desire to do tha t," he said 
quickly. "It's taken me 31 years to get 
here."

Basque Beauty 
and Brawn 

By CHRISTI E CENDAGORTA 

You won' t find any speed races at a Basque 
festival. The Basque people value strength, 
hard work, and hearty meals, and their 
summer festivals in Winnemucca, Elko, 
Reno, and Las Vegas celebrate what it means 
to be Basque. 

Strength is measured, and rewarded, in 
three different strength contests. In one 
event, the contestant hoists a granite ball 
weighing between 200 and 500 pounds on 
to his shoulder and then drops it. The great­
est number of lifts within the set time wins. 
Technique is everything, and many a young, 
brawny muscleman has backed away from 
the ball, humiliated after only a few at­
tempts to lift the awkward object. 

The cylinder lift can be just as tricky. 
Again, the greatest number of lifts wins, but 
this time the man houlders a 250- to 300-
pound cylinder, three feet long by one foot 
in diameter. The hardest part is that he has 
to change his handhold in mid lift to get it 
up to his shoulder. If you've ever juggled a 
100-pound bag of cement, you can imagine 
the strength and dexterity it takes to com­
pete in these events. 

That is the way weight-carrying-the 
only American-born event-came to be. 
Festival planners couldn't always find 
enough men for the granite ball and cylin­
der competitions, so they invented a new 
contest. Each man carries two iron boxes, 
104 pound each, and walks around a 100-

(Nevadans have to look for two-for-one 
coupons to avoid the full $10 ticket price.) 
The little show is a good crash course on the 
Las Vegas revue as a genre, offering big­
show elements in streamlined form. 

There's the jovial comedian (Robert Allen 
when we saw it) firing off one-l iners about 
airplanes, casinos, and buffets ("All you 
can keep down for a dollar!"). There's the 
magician (Valentino) working his way from 
close-up sleight-of-hand to mentalist tricks 
and cabinet illusions that conjure up his 
lovely assistant (wife Jacqueline). There's 
the comely sequined singer (Corrie Sachs) 
belting out Gloria Estefan hHs with that 
over-the-top Star Search delivery . 

Linking them all are a few standard dance 
numbers from a four-woman, two-man cho­
rus. Although "Viva Las Vegas" does an 
earnest job of imitating the large shows, it 
does so without any particular flair of its 
own-with one exception. 

Golden Joe Baker perks things up as the 
most deliberately pathetic Elvis imitator on 
record. He's short, old, overweight, can't 
sing, and has a lousy wig, all of which he 
exploits to great effect when he turns "One 
Night With You" into a striptease. Baker 
represen ts the kind of risk-taking that would 
improve all three afternoon shows. The 
a ud ience is buil t in, and the price isn't going 
to generate any complaints, so why not go 
for broke and have more fun with them?

The Early, Early 
Shows

It's afternoon in Las Vegas, and for once 
you want to avoid the buffet and video­
poker machines. In this city famous for its 
nightlife, afternoons seem to offer fewer 
alternatives. But you might remember why 
the nightlife is great-and try a showroom. 

Three afternoon shows have become 
steady attractions on the Strip. All three 
started with short-term trial runs and proved 
their long-term viability. 

Excalibur's "The Wonderful World of 
Horses" is a permanent company of the 
original Lippizaner sta llion show that has 
toured for more than 20 years. The Aladdin's 
"Sex Over 40" is a cabaret-style hour of 
music and gags geared to those who recall 
vaudeville fondly. The Sands' "Viva Las 
Vegas" is a low-budget version of the night­
time variety revues. 

Each show is $10 or less, the price of a few 
bad hands of blackjack, and each offers 
seasoned talent working to overcome 
threadbare settings. (The afternoon shows 
use the stages of the more elaborate evening 
productions and don't have a lot of storage 

In "Sex Over 40," burlesque 
veteran Teddy King takes on 
both roles in the old Abbott 
and Costello (Who's on First" 
baseball routine. 
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space.) If your expectations are geared down 
accordingly you can enjoy a pleasant break 
in the day. 

"The Wonderful World of Horses" hasa 
perfect time-sharing plan since not many 
other shows could use the dirt-covered 900-
seat arena that was custom-built for the 
Excalibur's evening production, "King

Arthur's Tournament." 
"If I was going to build an 

arena, I wouldn't make it any 
different," says Lippizaner pro­
ducer Gary Lashinsky who 
moved his home base from Or­
lando to Las Vegas last sum­
mer. "It's like a small competi­
tion arena." 

The Lippizaner show is 
much like a formal equestrian 
competition. Unlike many 
showroom animal acts, thestal­
lions don't perform circus 
tricks. The emphasis is on his­
tory and classical dressage as 
eight riders put the white stal­
lions through maneuvers dat­
ing back to their use as Aus­
trian war horses 400 years ago. 

The music is mostly classi­
cal, and the narration informa­
tional. When the show opened, 
customers without a prior ap­
preciation of equestrian arts 
were likely to find it a bit dry. 
The Excalibur has since tried to 

expand the show's appea l with comedy 
cowboy Gaylord Maynard, a wise move 
only the purists will quibble with. This 
spring the hotel plans to add a Spanish 
segment showcasing the Andalusian stal­
lions, the Lippizaners' ancestors. 

"Sex Over 40" is based on an entirely 
different tradition: vaudevi lle and baggy­
pants burlesque. The five-member comedy 
group has been digging up old routines for 
four years, weeding out the duds, and hon­
ing the winners into a fast-paced series of 
sketches. Theshow has gradually shifted its 
emphasis from ensemble work to solo seg­
ments. 

Comedian-character actress Nancy Aus­
tin is perhaps the most recognizable mem­
ber of the cast from her days as Nurse 
Gladys on the old Vegas TV series. Her 
stand-up stint as a country singer plays like
