Taking a Thunderbirds Tour and admiring the trees of autumn. 

Touring the Thunderbirds 
NORTH LAS VEGAS-Based at Nellis Air 
Force Base, the Thunderbirds aerial pre­
cision team presents dazzling di plays at air 
shows throughout the world. The team's 
pilots serve as the Air Force's main 
recruiting tool. 

Visitors can learn about the powerful 
jets and their pilots by taking a Thunder­
birds Tour, held at 2 p.m. every Tuesday 
and Thursday at Nellis. Once on base you 
follow a map to the Thunderbird ' mu­
seum and hangar. The tour begin in the 
museum auditorium with a short lecture, 
film, and Q&A e ion. The film i nar­
rated by Michael Dorn, a star of Star Trek: 
The Next Generation. 

The tour reviews the hi tory of the elite 
team. The Thunderbirds, which employ a 
squadron of six F-16 Fighting Falcons, 
were activated in 1953 to showcase the 
technology and fighting capabilities of the 
Air Force during the Korean War. Today 
the team, also known as "Ambas adors in 
Blue," travels to air how and public 
events, performing uch precision aer~ 
batics as the four point roll and the delta 
blueout cloverloop opener. 

In ide the hangar, visitors will not ee a 
speck of oil or dirt. In fact, the Thunder­
bird logo painted on the center of the 
hangar floor is roped off and poli hed 
every morning and evening by crew mem­
bers entering the program. They must 
poli h the bird a certain way in order to 
mooth, rather than ruffie, its feathers. 

Legend has it that if a Thunderbird' 
feathers are ruffied, it can't fly. 

While vi itors explore the hangar, a 
guide remain to an wer que tion . Tour­
ists are allowed to take photo only of 
specific jets-the Air Force prefers that no 
photos be taken of any jet undergoing 
main tenance. Gathering the group at a 
cockpit simulator, the guide explains how 
pilots are trained, noting that pilots learn 
the switche o well that they keep their eye 
on the lead pilot and never have to look 
down. The guide al o how how the ejec­
tion eat works and how G- uits help pilots 
handle high peed . 

At tour's end, visitors can in pect the 
mu eum' hi torical photograph and 
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At Nellis Air Force Base touring visitors can see the Thunderbirds' F-16 Fighting Falcons. This is the 
dramatic view from the No. 4 slot as the Thunderbirds move from a trail to a diamond formation. 

other Thunderbird memorabilia. Adorn­
ing one wall are autographed photo of 
celebritie , uch as Candice Bergen and 
Joe Montana, who have flown with the 
Thunderbirds. For sale are hats, T-shirts, 
mouse pads, and other Thunderbird items. 

The tour is free. Drivers entering the 

base are required to show a driver's license 
and proof of car insurance and registra­
tion. If you are renting a car, you will need 
to present the rental agreement Call 702-

Flume With a View 
l.AKE TAHOE-For mountain bikers ex­
ploring Lake Tahoe' eastern hore, the 
Marlette Flume Trail offers beautiful au­
tumn views while putting riders literally on 
the edge. 

The views take in both the lake's blue 
waters and the aspens' fall colors of or­
ange, red, and yellow. The edge comes 
where the trail narrows and looks teeply 
down on Sand Harbor and other ights far, 
far below. There's enough pace for only 
one brave rider on tho e tretche , o 
ome riders choo e to di mount and walk 

their bikes. 
The Marlette Flume Trail date back to 

the late 1800 , when everal mile of 
wooden box flume were con tructed as 
part of the system that delivered water 
from Marlette Lake to Virginia City. Today 
the trail i part of Lake Tahoe Nevada 
State Park. Most bike riders reach the trail 

from pooner Lake ( 5 vehicle fee). It's 
five mile uphill to Marlette Lake, where 
the Flume Trail tarts. From Marlette the 
bike path lice north another five mile to 
Tunnel reek talion, where the old flume 
ection ended. Bikers then mu t negotiate 

three mile of steep downhill to Incline 
Village. 

Hikers and runners u e the trail, o bike 
riders hould beware and go slow on the 
last downhill leg, where peeding i taboo.

In 1927, he drove to Baker, California, a 
di tance of more than 90 miles-on a road 
that was mo tly sand, rocks, and mi for­
tune-in le than two hours. 

ometimes the problem was the patient, 
not the terrain. Once Martin was um­
moned to a home where a creaming wife 
in labor had ent her husband into hys­
teri . The husband threatened Martin 
with violence if he did not alleviate hi 
wife' pain. ked in later yeai how he 
hai1dl d the ituation, Martin offer d a 
imple xplanation. "I knocked him out," 

he aid. Mother, baby, and dad all recov­
ered nicely. 

To maintain the tamina needed to keep 
up the pace he et for him elf, Martin 
adhered to a rigorous diet, avoiding fatty 
food and eating plenty of fre h fruits and 
vegetable . Hi one vice, said Donnelly, was 
unfiltered Lucky trike cigarette . adly, 
that habit may have contributed to hi 
eventual demi e. 

Aside from the inevitable mining acci­
dents, mo t of Martin' busine was pro­

place to take the cool evening breezes. In 
1931, Drs. Martin, F.M. Fergu on, and RD. 
Balcum formed the Las Vegas Ho pital 
As ociation, with the intention of building 
a first-rate facility. They agreed that Martin 
would build the tructure and the other 
do tors would furni h and upply it. Their 
new Las Vegas Ho pital was a tate-0f-the-

art, 35-bed facility. It had laboratorie , a 
maternity ward, an X-ray machine, five 
tr atment room , a tilting operating tabl , 
and an advanced lighting ystem in the 
op rating room. Martin old hi intere t 
in th hospital in 1937, planning to retir . 
But, according to daughter Mazie Martin 
Jone , he was tuck with more than 0,000 
in d bts he couldn't collect. Even o, he 
join d his earlier ho pital on econd 

treet with a hou e he owned next door to 
creat the El Patio Motel, which he oper­
ated until 1941. 

M artin was a Republican and was 
elected to the lark ounty 
Republican ommittee in 1910 and 

1924. He later was a delegate to the 1928 
national convention that nominal d 
Herbert Hoover for pre ident. 

In 1923, Martin was elected to the tate 
as embly. ne of hi assignments was the 
committee on roads and h ighwa . Having 
uffer d the bump , brui e , and break­

down inflicted by the tate' primitive 
roads, Martin was a vociferous advo ate of 
improving them. He was e pecially keen 
on linking Las Vegas with Yerington; the 
on! decent road ent travelers through 
California. He al o wanted to improve on 
the road to Lo Angele , which ran down 
through earchlight, then to eedl s and 
Barstow. The road advocated by Martin 
was more direct. Highway 91 and, later, 
Interstate 15 both followed hi prop ed 
route. 

Late 1926 found Martin in Reno, where 
he purchased a new Cadillac. He con­
vinced hi friend, former Governor Jame 

crugham, to ride wiili him to Las Vegas in 
order to insp ct the road between the two 
town . It was a gruelingjourney, climaxing 

vided by the gun, the knife, and th tork. The doctor greets fellow Las Vegan Alta Ham during the local filming of Water, a 1929 Western movie. 
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Martin moved his hospital from a tent to this bay-windowed brick building on Fremont Street. 

when Martin lo t control of the car north 
of Las Vegas and it ov rturned. either 
man was hurt, but rugham \ o x­
hau ted that Martin checked him into the 
ho pital for a week. 

It wasn't Martin' first motoring mi hap. 
The worst incident in olved hi family. 
"He was a bu , energ tic man," recall 
Donnelly, "and he was preo cupied with

one thing or another mo t of the time. But 
on unday, he made time for hi family." 
U ually thi came in the form of a family 
outing. 

In July 191 , Martin, hi family, and the 
daugh t r of a fellow Las Vegas ph ician et 
out in an open Franklin motorcar to vi it 
friend in Pioche. The party arrived at 
Hiko, stayed the night at a ranch, and 
asked for directions to Pioche. Th y were 
directed to a hortcut aero the mountain 
to aliente. Martin drove the rocky, rutted 
road for 4 mile before conceding that 
h was lo t, and turned back toward Hiko. 
The gasoline gave out 75 mile from 
there. Provi ion con i ted of a quart of 
water, a can of bean , and a few graham 
crackers. 

"We opened the can of bean with a nail 
file," aid Donnelly. A mall cloudbu t 
appeared, and the women hurried to rig 
funnel to ollect the rain, finally re orting 
to licking th moi ture off the car. M an­
whil , Martin began the hik to Hiko. It 
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was a nightmari h ordeal. He hallucinated 
prings of fre h wat r gu hing aero the 

road. At on point, h turned him lf 
around, following hi own tracks and mar­
veling that ome fool had be n hiking in 
thi barren wildeme . He drank water 
from cow tracks and, after 2 hours, he 
reached John Wright' ranch at Hiko. The 
immediately cranked up W1;ght' Model T 
and raced to aid the doctor' tranded 
family, nearly dead from thirst. 

"My first memory was omeone hoving 
ginger nap down m throat with milk," 
aid Donnelly. "It was a long time b fi re I 

could eat ginger nap again." t the in-
i tence of the girl, the Martin continued 

on their trip to Pioche. "He had promi ed 
u ," aid Donnell , "and when he made a 
promi e, he kept it." 

Even after the near calamity, Martin re­
mained an inveterate de ert explorer and 
b came omething of an xpert on ex­
tracting vehicle from the inevitable and 
trap . Hi kill came in handy in 1935, 
when Pre ident Franklin D. Roo evelt, in 

evada to d dicate Hoover Dam, decided 
to vi it the ivilian on ervation orp 
Camp at Harri prings, adjacent to 
Martin' prop rty on Mount harle ton. 
The road was narrow, the pre idential 
entourage was long, and FDR found him-
elf tranded in hi car on a t p road with 

no place to turn around. "The newspaper 
torie of the time tell about the pre ident 

being delayed," aid Donnelly. "But they 
don't ay that it was Dr. Martin who got 
them out of the ituation and back on the 
road." 

But Martin i perhap b . t remembered 
by old-timers for hi contribution to the 
r cue of the Prettyman party in 1937. In 
D c mber of that y ar, L e Prett}man, hi 

wife, their cook, two friends, two cats, and 
a dog t out in a new Packard edan to 
in pect the Groom Mine, owned by 
Prettyman and located near pre ent-day 
Rachel. It was a hard winter, and the group 
was oon tranded in deep now near the 
mine. Lee Prettyman walked to civilization 
and organized a re cue. By midweek, it 
was learned that one of the men had 
attempt d to walk out and had died of 
expo ur on the hore of Groom Lake. 

oncern oon hifted to the 20-member 
re cue party, which included Martin. It was 
making low progre toward the tranded 
group, which was living off canned corned 
beef and now. ltimately the re cue uc­
ceeded, with Martin providing first aid to 
urvivors who were more dead than alive. 
o dramatic was the mi adventure that the 

following year, the ational Broadcasting 
ompany (NB ) produced a radio drama 

about it. 
Martin came out of retirement in 1942, 

at th on et of World War II, because of the 
hortage of civilian doctors. He practiced 

at Basic Ho pital in Hender on until 
December 27, 1943, when he died after 
uffering two heart attacks in do e uc­

ce ion. 
Of Martin, quire wrot : "I think it 

probabl that no citizen of Las Vegas 
during all those long, lean, and disap­
pointing years had uch supreme faith in 
the high d tiny of Las Vegas, or sacrificed 
o much of him elf in the effort to bring 

that de tiny to fruition." 

KJ E.vmH, who died last year, was a writer fur

During a single September day we arose 

with the balloons in Reno, caroused with 

the camels in Virginia City, and raced a 

train while searching for the perfect photo. 

Story and Photos by Carolyn Fox 

ast year I fretted for months be­
fore the weekend of the Great 
Reno Balloon Race and the 
Virginia City International Camel 
Races. The reason? I'm deathly 

..-....... afraid of waking up early-so 
afraid, in fact, that I can't Jeep, knowing 
I have to get up before the sun ri e . 

My anxiety was compounded by the fact 
that Larry and I planned to photograph 
both events in a ingle day. The balloon 
and camel races, two of the Reno area's 
bigge t pectator events, take place on the 
same weekend in September, a week after 
Labor Day. We would attend the two events 
on Sunday. We also planned to photograph 
the Virginia and Truckee train after the 
camel race . Driving between the two 
events would be easy-it' only 25 miles up 
the mountain from Reno to Virginia City­
and Larry and I were used to hooting on 
a tight chedule. till, I wondered, am I 
ready for 24 hours of balloons, camel , and 
trains, all starting before dawn? 

But there I was, preparing to retire in 
our Carson City motel room on the night 
before the big day. I set the alarm for 3:45 
a.m. and draped my clothe over the chair. 
I got my film organized: 100 peed in one 
camera, 200 in the other. It was too warm, 
so I opened the window. Then I lay on top 
of the sheets Ii tening to people arrive­
lucky people who would soon be fast 
asleep. 

I dreamed we missed the balloon race. 
Then I dreamed we missed the camel race, 
the o trich race, and the water buffalo race 
in Virginia City. When the Virginia and 
Truckee steam locomotive entered the 
tunnel, the sound of the whistle became 
the ound of the alarm clock ringing me 
awake. 

Soon Larry and I were driving north to 
Reno in pitch blackness. Finding the 
neighborhood west of the university, we

parked in the Rotary Club lot, from where 
we could ee everal hot-air balloon al­
ready bulging with light aero the ravine 
at Rancho San Rafael Park. We were 
drawn down the hill with the crowd. Some 
people carried folding chairs. ome were 
wearing Jeeping bags. Mo t had kids in 
tow. A balloon haped like an Early Times 
bottle had already inflated, glowed, and 
deflated. It was 5 a.m. 

Slipping and liding on the wet lawn, we 
took our talion we t of the ix balloons 
licen ed for dawn patrol, the morning 
display of brightly lit balloon . The dawn­
patrol pilots tried for a imultaneous glow. 
When five lit up at once, they looked like 
giant tained-glass light bulb . As each 
pilot was introduced, he or he re ponded 
with a quick burst oflight The ix balloon 
ascended one by one, floating rather 

quickly to the west and away from the 
three-quarter moon that still hung in the 
ky. Five of the lighter-than-air crafts tayed 

in a cluster while one drifted north. The 
announcer told the crowd the flashes from 
all the cameras wouldn't help get better 
photo , but the pilots sure enjoyed eeing 
the ground light up beneath them. 

After the dawn patrol faded from sight, 
there was a lot of milling about As we were 
ooing and ahing over a little trailer a pilot 
had made from government surplus in 
Fallon, we potted the head of a bald eagle 
ri ing. The announcer told us the eagle 
would play the fox in the fox-and-hound 
chase. Next to the eagle was a traditionally 
haped balloon that was red, white, and 

blue. Both balloons were plumping up. 
Suddenly I heard a yell. Next to me, a 

man had been holding a rope to control 
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the opening in the top of the red, white, 
and blue balloon. He yelled just before he 
went tumbling, hanging on to the rope for 
dear life. I was witne ing the fact that 
when a balloon fills with hot air and begins 
to tand upright, it can take off if not 
weighted or tied down. Acting as a human 
anchor, the man was finally able to teady 
him elf and the balloon. 

The first strains of "The Star-Spangled 
Banner" played while the dawn's early 
light lit the two balloon . What should I 
do? Be an obnoxious paparazzi and keep 
shooting photos, or be patriotic and tand 
at attention with my hand over my heart? 
Worse luck. Here came the light for which 
every photographer would drink a quart of 
developer. Hoping people would under­
stand, or that no one would notice, I sim­
ply alternated: camera on ground, hand 
over heart, camera up, click, camera down, 
hand over heart, up, down, click. 

Many balloon began to rise. We saw a 
pink piggy bank with a deflated ear. The 
Early Time bottle made a comeback, pop­
ping erect and competing for space with a 
giant liter of Jo e Cuervo. Beyond was the 
Burger King burger, the DiGiomo pizza 
with cheese and pepperoni, and the 
anatomically correct Dairymen' Associ­
ation black-and-white cow. Like slow-flying 
particles during the Big Bang, most of the 
balloons were now drifting overhead. 

Thi is nice, I thought. Maybe I should 
get up early more often. The thought 
evaporated when I realized I'd lo t Larry's 
72-millimeter lens filter omewhere in the 
mud. It was too late. It would be like 
earching for a mall object after a stam­

pede. So I watched the polar-bear balloon 
team give tethered rides for charity. The 
polar bear cast a huge shadow as people

climbed in and out of the wicker basket 
attached to the bear's tummy. Soon the 
other balloons were ettling, some nearby 
on the hill. 

Before I went looking for the filter in 
the muddy grass, I got direction to the 
lost-and-found. It was manned by a 
teenage girl. "You wouldn't have had a 
filter for a camera lens turned in, would 
you?" I asked in a depre ed tone. She 
looked to her ide and asked, "A 72-mil­
limeter?" I kissed her hand. 

As Larry and I eased our way out of the 
park, we noticed snow cone and kites and 
balloon ouvenirs for sale. There was an in­
flated computer to jump on. Kodak had a 
fix-it booth. In the center area, little kids 
waited their tum at a climbing wall. If they 

reached the top and rang a bell, a young 
woman would take a Polaroid to preserve 
their accomplishment Mo t kids made it 
and then, like little pendulums, were low­
ered to their parents. 

On the way to the camel race Larry and 
I each downed a quarter-pound hot dog 
and a large Gatorade at a 7-Eleven. By the 
time we arrived in Virginia City, we were o 
drowsy that we parked in the shade outside 
the radio mu eum to take a nap. Then we 
heard the train whistle. We couldn 't it still 
any longer. 

It was time to chase the train. We 
drove outhward, found a dirt road, tore 
around the bend, aw the tracks, et up 
our tripods, and 
waited. We were

Off they went. It was odd having anyone 

They got their tick­
ets at the train car next to the tracks. They 
rode the rail to Gold Hill and back. We 
chased them and napped away as they 
waved from the open-air passenger car. 

That evening we celebrated our brief 
photo vacation at the Carson City Sizzler 
before heading home over the Sierra. In 
24 hours we'd accompli hed what we et 
out to d~follow the balloon , crui e with 
the camels, race the train in Virginia City, 
and take lots of photo . I knew I'd sleep 
oundly no matter what time the alarm 

clock went off.

David Cassidy has dived into several roles-producer and star, husband 

and father- since moving to Las Vegas. By Kathy Espin 

A
t 50, David Cassidy has learned to ap­
preciate the fact that he looks younger 
than hi ears. "I was in my early 20 
when I was doing the televi ion how," 
idy recall . The televi ion how, of 

course, was the '70 hit Th£ Partridge Family, 
in which Cassidy tarred as the lead inger 
of a family rock-and-roll band. "I could play 
omeone much younger becau e I looked 
o young. It' been able ing, but I thought 

of it as a curse for a long time. A guy in 
hi 20 doe n't want to be thought of as a 
1 &-year-<:>ld." 

eing Cassidy backstage at the Rio uite 
Hotel in Las Vegas, wearing a blue-denim 
work hirt and black jean , a Partridge Family 
fan might say he looked like Keith Partridge 
playing a grownup. Peering from under the 
bill of a baseball cap, Cassidy hook hands 
awkwardly with hi left hand becau of 
tendiniti in his right. He retreated to a back 
room of hi dre ing uite at the Rio, where 
he appears in "David Cassidy at the Copa," 
to remove the cap and repair the hat-hair in 
private. 

Sinking into a leather ofa in the parlor, 
idy said he con iders him elf a evadan 

after living in Las Vegas for four years. He 
pronounced the name of the state with a 
oft "a" ( ev-ah-da) in tead of the hard, 

nasal "a" ound ( ev-aa-da) that native 
prefer. "Frank [ inatra] said evahda, owe 
entertainers feel we are entitled," he said. "It 
reflects a little of the old Vegas." 

However you say it, evada has been 
Cassidy' home ince 1996, when he came 
to Las egas to revamp and tar in "EFX" at 
the M M Grand. Hi reason for accepting 
the assignment were varied, but a major 
attraction was the chance to ply hi trade 
without traveling. 

"I had been on tour for at least half the 
year for the last 25 years," said Cassidy, who 
then was based in the New York area. "I saw 
an opportunity to tay in one place and till 
write, produce, and perform." He al o 
wanted to pend more time with hi wife, 

ue, and hi on, Beau, now nine. "In Las 
Vegas, I saw I could do what I enjoy and till 
be a part of his growing up." 

Furthermore, the MGM ignment gave 

him a chance to fulfill a dream. "Thi was 
the final frontier for me," he aid. "By then, 
I had done o many of the things I wanted 
to do in my career except play Vegas," he 
said. As a boy, David had vi ited Las Vegas 
with hi father, actor Jack Cassidy, who 
played the trip on everal occasion . 

"My dad u ed to talk about it and really 
romanticized it. I aw Bobby Darin here, 
one of the be t ingers and entertainers in

the world. As a kid I thought, when I grew 
up, I could do omething like that. To me, 
the people at the top of their game played 
Vegas. To be a headliner here you had to 
really have the goods. n 

After 1,000 performance of "EFX" 
Cas idy uffered a etback. He had a 
Morton' neuroma, a nerve irtjury, in hi 
foot that required an op ration. 

"I was laid up for three month and on 
crutche for a long time," he said. "During 
the time I was laid up, I called my old friend, 
Don Reo, a well-known, ucce ful film and 
TV writer, and aid, 'You know, I have thi 
idea. I really want to do thi show about old 
Las Vegas and the Rat Pack era."" 

The re ult was a nightclul>style show that 
take the audience back to inatra' birth­
day on Decemb r 12, 1961. During the 
course of the imaginary celebration inatra 
i vi ited by hi Rat Pack running buddie 
ammy Davi Jr. and Dean Martin. "We pay 

homage to the roots of Las Vegas," Cassidy 
aid. "Without that talent, none of this city 

would be tanding today. We owe that era 
and many of tho e performers a debt." 

Producing the "Rat Pack I Back" was a 
learning experience. The how received 
trong revie\ and attracted large crowds, ac­

cording to Cassid , but Sammy' , Frank' , and 
Dean' heirs threatened lawsuits. The how 
do ed but was oon revived at the ahara 
Hotel. Although the Sahara announced the 
how would do e in August, it was extended 

until October due in part to fan prote ts and 
Cassidy' determination. 

Meanwhile, back at the ranch-sized 
property idy own on the border of Las 
Vegas and Henderson, another idea was 
becoming a reality. For the Rio uite Hotel, 
Cassidy created and produced another 
nightclul>style how, "David idy at the 

pa," a revue that tars Cassidy and inger 
heena Easton and feature an 18-piece 

orchestra. romance-murder-m t ry plot 
line take the audience time-traveling 
through decade of popular mu ic, in­
cluding everal of Cassidy' '70 hit songs. 

With producer credits and tar billing 
on multiple trip production , Cassidy is 
now officially a major player in the Las 
Vegas entertainment industry. At the ame 
time, Cassidy and hi family have found 
outhem evada a good place to ettle. 

David and Sue work with local children' 
charities, and they recently held a golf 
tournament and auction that rai ed thou­
sand of dollars for kid in need. 

"We aren't ati fied with rocking and 
watching the grass grow, but I do wi h I had 
created more time to play golf and do the 
things my on like to do," Cassidy aid. 
"Las Vegas has been a great place for u to 
flouri h. I'm happy it' worked out the way 
it has."

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Review 

The Luxor's production of 
"Blue Man Group" makes 
a loud but merry splash on 
the Las Vegas Strip.

Las Vegas had comedy, but never per­
formed by bald men with blue face . 
Las Vegas had music, but not per­

formed on instruments made of PVC pipe. 
Las Vegas had magic, but never at­

tempted to explain the real magic of how 
our eye work. 

So it eems there is indeed room on the 
Strip for "Blue Man Group," an off­
Broadway hit that opened with an ex­
panded production at the Luxor last 
March. The how arrived to ome degree 
of skepticism. Everyone knows Las Vegas 
has changed. But has it changed enough 
for a largely pantomimed how on a mini­
malist black stage, set to rocking, percus­
sive music that ounds like it belongs in a 
spaghetti We tern? 

Apparently o. "Blue Man Group," 
which i e entially leasing its theater from 
the Luxor, expects to make back its inve t­
ment by winter. Although it's tiJI not for 
everyone-with particularly warnings to 
tho e with a low tolerance for loud drum­
ming-"Blue Man Group: Live at Luxor" 
is universal enough in its humor to appeal 
to more howgoers on the Strip than not. 

To note that the show combine ophis­
ticated concepts with elementary-school 
pranks may be the highest compliment 
one can offer. Its attempts to put the in­
formation age into context somehow fit 
comfortably alongside stunts such as spit­
ting marshmallows and eeing how loudly 
Cap'n Crunch cereal can be chomped into 
a microphone. 

"Blue Man Group" fits together, al­
though it's not easy to explain why. Only 
the odd en ibilitie of its three New York 
founders-Chri Wink, Phil Stanton, and 
Matt Goldman-give it a unified vision. 
The three were the original Blue Men in 
the early '90 , and they till occasionally 
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slap on the cobalt-blue greasepaint to stay 
in touch with their roots. For the mo t 
part, however, they now oversee a 350-
person enterprise with companies in 
four citie . 

Three Blue Men are till the stars of 
every show. They're lightly robotic, never­
smiling, never-talking, but always-curious 
everymen who seem to have sprung still 
wet from some mad scientist's cloning 
laboratory. 

Roughly the first half of the Luxor how 
reprise bits from the original off-Broadway 
production. The Blue Men quirt fluores­
cent paint into drumheads while pounding 
away on them, make beautiful music on 
their PVC "drumbones" and "tumbulum ," 
and invite an audience member (always a 
female) to join them for a Twinkie nack, 
eaten to the trains of Ravel' "Bolero."

antique collection he had am ed over 
25 years. It was reput d to be the world' 
large t private collection of artifacts and 
antique owned b · one person. now 
d cribed the casino' decor as "High 
Victorian, meant to repr nt a p ri d in 
England from the 1 0 to 1910." How­
ever, Main tre t tation foundered, filed 
for bankruptcy, and cl d in 1992. 

Th casino remained empty for four 
·ears until it ' r urre ted by Boyd 
aming orporation. Boyd aming, own­

Bol tered by the Fremont 
treet Experience light show and the pop­

ularity of the Triple 7 Brewpub-winner of 
Las Vegas Review-journal and euada 
Magazine readers' poll and of ilver and 
bronze medal in the Great American B er 
Fe rival-Main treet tat.ion has pros­
pered by attracting local as well as touri ts. 

Although 4,000 of now' antique were 
auctioned off from the warehou ed col­
lection before bankruptcy was de Jared, 
many hi torical pieces remain. Even before 
entering the casino you can ee plendid 
reli . On the tree-lined idewalk leading 
from the Fremont treet Experience, two 
blocks away, you'll find two hi toric rail 
cars. The older i the Cascade/ Colorado 
Midland 100. Built in 1 97 by the Pullman 
Palace Car ompany, the Cascade i re­
garded by railroad experts as the be t 
pre erved specimen of an 1 90 private 
bu ine car. Its tate of pre ervation i 
attributed to its having been tored in a 
barn for decade before its move to Las 
Vegas. Originally built for the pre ident of 
the olorado Midland Railroad, the 
Cascade has its original inlaid paneling, 
Pintsch gaslight fixture (now electric), 
and a huge tearne' Company wood-burn­
ing tove. 

ext to the Cascade i the Blackhawk/ 
Private Car 92, built in 1903 for harle 
Elliot Perkin , pre ident of the Chicago 
Burlington and Quincy Railroad. In its h y-

Agriculture. "It's very important to both of 
us to be as natural and elf-sufficient as we 
can," JuDee ays. "I love being with the 
birds, bunnies, and butterflie in the 
morning, and later, even though my back 
hurts a little, I don't always want to come 
inside." 

Both admit that trial-and-error garden-

ing in the high de ert presents a challenge 
not found in the milder region of 
California. Here, growers deal with unex­
pected frost into June, 60-mph wind , and 
thunderstorm that pound tender plants 
with hail. A hort, 90-day growing eason, 
from June through Augu t, force the 
Craigs to rely on rai ed bed with protec-

tive covering uch as rows of clear plastic 
and even blankets bought at thrift stores. 

The Craigs have no employees, relying 
in tead on teamwork and an automatic 
irrigation sy tern. Their farm companions 
include a dog, a cat, two rabbits, 23 chick­
en , and 75 fish that live in a pond. Their 
bunny Pippin, a gray Chinchilla Agouti, 
has found a slice of carrot heaven at the 
farm. Darrell doe n 't remove the plastic 
from ome of the 22 crop beds until they 
know Pippin i ready for a nap. 

"We have a bunny who likes to get in 
and chew off the peppers and the small 
cucumbers, o we leave the plastic on for 
a little while," explains Darrell, who typi­
cally begins working by 5:30 or 6 a.m. 
"That help the peppers actually stay 
warmer, and they like it I start weeding or 
preparing a bed. Then the bunny goes 
under the deck to get cool about 9 or 10 
am. When we know he's on his down time, 
then up go the covers. He's got the run of 
this place." 

The Craigs have served as many as 21 
subscribers in their community-supported 
agriculture group, ome of whom drive to 
the farm to pick up their weekly box of 
produce. JuDee writes a weekly newslett~r 
that includes recipes and suggestions for 
using the harve t year-round. 

"We try to plant a variety because maybe 
if the com doesn't make it, then perhaps 
the peas will do really good. You're always 
taking chances," explainsJuDee. But what­
ever the growing cycle, the Craigs say they 
find it rewarding simply to see more peo­
ple making vegetables a diet taple. JuDee 
says, "It's so fulfilling to encourage people 
to eat according to the seasons."
