Victo r's design 
was picked fro m a fi eld of fo ur finalists, 
and he wo n tJ1 e $140,000 commission . 

Victo r says he d raws inspirati on from 
l 9th-centu1)' culpto r li ke Frederic 
Ba rtJ1o ldi, creato r of di e ta tue of Liberty, 
but it was a rah Winnemucca he rself who 
fired his imagination. Born in l 44 near 
Humboldt Lake, he wa di fi rs t Native 
Ameri can woman to wr ite a book, Life 
Among the Piutes: 77zeir Wmng.5 and Claims, 
and started a chool for native children . 
She gave passionate speeches about di e 
plight of the Paiute to rai e money fo r 
trip to Washington, D.C., where he lob­
bied federal o ffi cials. 

"When you read her book-and Sally 
Zanjani 's book, Sarah Winnemucca-can 
you di ink of a toughe r time to b a woman 
and a lative meri can?" Victo r a ks. 
"There were a lo t of ob tacle in he r path , 
but despite th ob tacle arah educated 
he rself. She u ed he r educati n and her 
abil ity to speak in public for the good of 
he r people." 

Victo r's six-fo t sculpture shows Sarah 
Winnemucca in th dre he wo re on he r 
lecture tours. he i taking a tep fo rward 
and carrying a book that repr en ts justice 
and educatio n. Her right hand holds a 
hellll owe 1~ die Engli h tran lati on of he r 

Paiute name, ymbo li zing p ace. The 
frin ge of he r dr s i blown by die wind , 
suggesting change.

v\/hen he took his partly completed pro­
ject to a quilting tore to ask for advice, 
Callaham-who had never made a quilt 
before-was offered a job. ow, 15 years 
later, he's a top quilt designer for McCall's 
Quilting and has ix published books of 
quilt paue rns to his credit. He' al o a 
consultant to RJR, a leading quilt-fabric 
manufactur r in Torrance, Cali fornia. 

Fame came in 1997 As Callaham tells it, 
"I got a call from our marketing gal at RJR. 

he said, 'Robert, I'm in a bind. I need a 
ountry quilt in three week for the Las 

Vegas quilt show. "' 
Cal laham hadn 't made any country-style

quilts, but he agreed to do one. "When I 
opened the box [of fabric ] he ent, I 
thought, 'These aren 't bad. I can make a 
folk art quilt. It was the year we had the 
big flood. I was stuck in the ho use and got 
it made in the three weeks. " Call ed 
"Grandma's Country !bum," th pattern 
was an immed iat hit with quilt makers 
and established allaham 's reputation. 

Callaham ha liv d in rural Yerington 
since 1995. Two of his quilts, "Wil on 
Canyon Thi tie Rose" and ''Ye rington 
Crossroads," have been inspired by hi 
Mason Valley urrounding . Ca llaham still 
has the 100 or so quilts he has designed. 
"I can ' t sell tl1 em because each one has 
memories," he says. Callaham 's quilts are 
eldom exhibited , except at the annual 

Yerington courthouse quilt exhibit in 
J anuary and February. 

Your on ly chance of owning a Callaham 
qui lt is to ta ke Callaham' clas es at the 
Quilt House in Gardnervi ll or Windy 
Moon in Reno and make the quilt your­
se lf. After all , that's what he did.

The Cache Doctor 

D
r. Wehe Webowitz i an avid geo­
cacher. Trave ling the outhern 
Nevada counu-yside in her J eep, 
the 50- ometh ing Las Vegan uses 

a Global Positioning y te rn unit to find 
cache that other enthu ia ts have noted 
on www.geocaching.com and other Web 
sites. Doc Webe ("Wee-bee"), as she is 
known to other geocache rs, i a retired 
gen ticist who moved from outhern 
California to Laughlin in 1990 and then 
to Las Vegas in 1994. Recently she spoke 
to Genoa writer Kurt Hildebrand about 
her passion for caches. 

How did you get involved in 
geocaching? 

I've always been kind of an entrepre­
neur. I co-own d a coffeehouse and a 
fast-food restaurant in Las Vegas. I also 
old CPS units o n eBay in 2001. 
omeone told m about 

geocaching.com, and I looked at the 
Web site and said to myself, "Well , let' 
take a look into this. " One day I went 
out and found a geocache. 

What's the attraction? 
What else wou ld you do to get out in 
the fresh outdoors? It's no t li ke cycli ng, 
where you have to keep up with o tl1ers. 
You can soar as fast as yo u want or dan­
gle along as le isure ly as you like. You 
can take mo m and dad , best friends , 
grandparents. There are geo aches that 
are handicapped-accessible . nywh re I 
go I know th r are caches to be fo und. 

And you can reach so much histo1-y. 
I've found o ld mines, cabins that ve1-y 
few people know about, o ld school­
hou e that have been abandoned and 
Lill have books in them. I've also seen 

wi ld burro and h rses- sometimes the 
same animals yea r after year. 

What was the most challenging 
cache? 

It was a multiple cache in orth Las 
Vegas in a sand canyon. I had to crawl 
back in amongst all the e hoodoos and 
then into a sand cave to find the cache. 
l got ve1-y dirty and had to stretch, crawl , 
and "suck it in" to find the cache. 

Any advice? 

I've placed over 100 geocache . A 
geocache has three basic item : a con­
tainer, a logbook, and a trinket of ome 
so rt. For containers I li ke ammo can , 
which are tough and ·waterproof. Glass 
containers shatter too easily and can 
turn a geocache into just ano ther trash 
heap. Once you find someone 's geo­
cache, the idea is to write your name in 
the logbook and then trade what you've 
brought for what's in the cache. 

I am working on a project with the 
evada Commission on Tourism to 

place geocaches in the visitor and wel­
come centers around the state. We have 
one in Primm that say , "Welcome to 

evada." I painted it blue and ilver and 
tl1 en put a evada magnet and a decal 
with the www.g ocaching.com logo on it. 

What do people put in geocaches? 
There have been geocaches desu-oyed 

by an imals because someone included 
food items. Some people put in sun­
block or candles. Those are items that 
a re going to melt. 

You can leave rree tl1ings or items 
that you buy at the Dollar Store. This i 
a hobby for fami li es, so caches hould 
be stocked with that in mind. I've found 
calling ca rds with 10 minutes to an hour 
left on them. I've fo und mu ic, Ds, 
DVD , and V R tapes. You never know 
what you' re going to find.

After 33 years, the Peppermill remains a Las Vegas original

P
enn Jillette, the talkative half of the 
magical duo Penn and Teller, puts 
the attractions of the Peppermi ll 
Inn, a Las Vegas coffee shop and 

lounge, in a clear perspective. 
"The Peppermi ll Inn serves big, funny 

food, and the waitresses wear short skirts," 
reports Ji ll ette, a regu lar at the Strip es­
tablishment. He adds, "The Peppermill is 
great because it's not in a casino. There is 
no need to negotiate a maze of slot ma­
chines to ertjoy a large, comfortable booth, 
great food, and attentive staff." 

Celebrities like J illette have found a 
haven in the round-the-clock coffee shop. 
J illette can be spotted visiting actor-come­
dian Paul Provenza at all hours. Head­
liners Clint Holmes and Sheena Easton 
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and actors Danny DeVito and Jamie Foxx 
have been known to slip into a Peppermill 
booth. 

"Carrot Top is my favorite customer," 
says Martha Montague, a Pepperm ill food 
server since the doors opened in 1972. 
"He 's polite, funny, and a good tipper." 

S\\~ng-shift manager Mickey Van Hooser 
remember the night the boy band 'NSync 
came in for a photo shoot. She says, "They 
had their picture taken with the sundaes 
they'd ordered. Later the table was memo­
rialized with an "NSync Sat Here' plaque 
embossed with the date. The table was 
given to day- hift bartender Deni e Forbes' 
teenage daughter as a present." 

Super-sized Penn J illette, who stands 
six feet, six inche in his bare feet, loves 

the Peppermill booths so much he had a 
replica custom-made for his home. He 
notes that the booth is authentic down to 
the wooden salt and pepper grinders and 
the raw sugar in jars. 

Owners at Carasali and Bill Paganetti 
opened their first Pepp rmill in Reno in 
1971. The next year they repeated the 
combination of food , decor, and fireside 
lounge at the Las Vegas location. The 
Reno establishment now has 1,000 rooms, 
gourmet restaurants, and a health club. 
The Pepperm ill also operates three prop­
erties in Wendover. 

The Las Vegas Peppermill remains a 
smaller operation, but like the Reno 
hotel's coffee shop it serves good food in 
large portion . Specialties includes hot

pastrami sandwiches and colossal sun­
daes. Reading the menu and counting 
calories is an exercise in futility. 

After dining, customers can stroll under 
a neon arch to the acijoining Fireside 
Lounge. The lounge's main attraction is 
the fireplace, where gas-powered flames 
dance on a pool of water. Comfortable 
couches circle the fireplace in a sunken 
area known as "the pit." The walls and

cei lings are mirrored, and neon lighting 
glows softly. 

Fascinated by the fireplace, Jillette ob­
serves, "It's water, but it burns." The tee­
totaler admits he has ducked into the 
lounge to enjoy the atmosphere. 

The lounge has undergone slight 
changes over tl1e years, but the cla sics re­
main: cozy seating framed witl1 ilk flowers 
and plants, a long drink menu, and honey­
roasted peanuts in glass jars. Flat-screen 
TVs broadcast music videos. 

Gary Zbilski, a swing-shift bartender for 
25 years, recalls a fishy prank. "My golf 
buddy, Ed Lobus, was the only one at the 
bar one night. When I went to fetch a 
bottle of whiskey, he poured a dozen 
goldfi h in the fireplace pool. So the next 

time Ed came into the lounge, I served 
him a scotch on the rocks with a goldfi h 
swimming in it." 

The Fireside is known for fancy drinks 
like the Blue Hawaiian and the corpion 
that are garn ished with enough fre h fruit 
for a sma ll meal. The cocktail server wear 
low-cut black even ing gowns with slits up 
tl1e side. When the lounge fir t opened, 
the servers were expected to wear tl1ree­
inch heels and negotiate tl1e shag carpet. 
Now, the servers wear more comfortable 
shoe , and fewer customer wear fruit and 
umbrellas in their hair. 

In true Vega style, the Pepperrnill Inn 
is open 24 hour a day, seven day a week, 
at 2985 Las Vegas Boulevard South acros 
the street from the tardust Hotel. Call 
the coffee shop at 702-735-4177 and the 
lounge at 702-735-7635. Although a cup of 
coffee will cost you 1.50 instead of the 
original 20 cents, tl1e cup is big. 

And don 't worry about the scotch-on­
the-rocks goldfish. He sobered up and i 
performing with Mac King in hi cornedy­
magic show at Harrah 's Las Vegas. The 
remaining go ldfish were adopted by 
Peppermill staff.

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Ivlur d er in the 

Red-Light District 
In 1908 Rhyolite, dance-hall 

denizen Isabel Heskett paid the 

ultimate price for the fast life.

I n the ghost town of Rhyoli te, near the 
old train depot, two unidentified graves 
lie fenced by rusted chicken wire and 
festooned with fading silk flowers. 

L gend has it that one of these graves 
holds the body of Isabel Heskett, a prostitute 
killed by her lover in the most infamous 
murder ever committed in this short-lived 
boomtown. Sorn people say I abel was bu1ied 
at thi pot, far from the town cemetery, 
becau the good women ofRhyolite refused 
to have her interred in con ecrated ground. 

But that i lot of hooey. By the time of 
I abel' death in January 1908, Rhyolite was a 
co rnopolitan city of several thousand people 
with a thriving, legally sanctioned red-light 
districL While the ocially prominent ladie of 
Rhyolite may have di approved, they were far 
too bu y organizing whist club and rai ing 
fund for a new school to waste time o tracizing 
a young woman who had already paid the

ultimate price for her poor choices. 
I abel He kett, born Sarah "Sadie" 

I abella Peterman in a mall ebraska 
town, was ju t 20 years old when she 
arrived in Rhyolite in December 1907 
She was a slim, dark-haired girl whose 
beauty and brain were often mentioned 
by the Tonopah Daily Bonanza and the 
Rhyolile Herald after her death , but she 
was al o, a Bonanza reporter said, "as 
hardened a denizen of the red-light 
di u·ict as ever came to Rhyolite." Known 
by many name , in Rhyolite she called 
her elf Norma. After working a brief 
stint in the Adobe Dance Hall on 
Amargosa Street, he managed to buy 
a half interest in the Mission Bar next 
door. Throwing in with another dance­
hall girl known as Skidoo Lil , she 
opened her new business on January 1, 
1908, and might have even made a 
succe s of the venture given time. 

But I abel, like many women who 
worked in the red-light districts of the 
boomtowns, had a major weakness. His 
name, or at least his alias at the time, was 
Fred Skinner. He was a stocky, unprepos­
se sing man with a gold front tooth, 

according to a prison record he'd 
acquired after serving 18 month for 
man laughter in Butte, Montana. But the 
lovely I abel was captivated by his charm. 
She had abandoned her husband , a gam­
bler named C.C. Heskett, and fled her 
Colorado home with Fred in July 1907 

The couple had headed for evada, 
urfacing in Manhattan, 50 miles north 

of Tonopah, in October. Isabel was call­
ing her elf Mona Bell and working a a

prostitute out o f a room tha t open d 
into the Parlor Saloon. Mothe r Levy, the 
proprie tress, late r testified that Fred 
doted on Isabel and often slept in the 
room next to he r whi le she worked , but 
Levy also no ted that he was abu ive to 
the girl. 

In early November 1907 A.G. able, 
a mine r who'd just spent the night with 
lsab I, at down in the lobby of a 
Manhatta n ho tel and sho t him elf in the 
head. Isabe l and Fred were arre ted and 
charged with robbery when ano the r 
min r a id Cable kill ed him elf because 

I abe l had stolen his last 400. !though 
the pa ir eventually were clear cl o f the 
charge , sentiment ran high against 
them. During th trial Freel g rew impa­
ti ent with postpo n ments o rde red by 
Di tri ct ourtjuclge j.K. Chambers and 
punched him in the j aw, earn ing himself 
a 60-day jail sentence. Wh ile Freel se rved 
hi time, Isabe l moved 140 miles south 
to Rhyoli te . 

" urely we have been happy enough 
to make up for a few unpleasant clays," 
lsab I wrote her boyfri end in jail. 'The 
sun , you know, can 't always shine. We 

must take the sunn day with tJ1ankful­
ness and the rain da sour clue." he 
added , "lf I can ge t any o ther wo rk when 
I get into a new town it's no more 
tende rloin for mine. It doesn't pay." 

But apparently it did pay. lsab I found 
employment at the clobe Dance Hall 
and soon became known in th l ncler­
lo in . "She drank and smoked and swore 
li ke a pirate," a Tonapah Daily Bonanza 
reporter late r recalled , and "he r vo abu­
la ry of profani ty wa picture que to 
the li mit. " 

Fred was released in early December 
and j o ined I abel in Rhyolite. On 
J anuary 3, 1908, a mine r nam cl Bion 
Demmings witnes eel an alterca tion 
be tween them at the Mission Bar in 
which Fred beat h r mercil essly and 
called he r such fou l names that 
Demmings late r was unwilling to repeat 
them in fro nt of a female court repo rte r. 
V\ hen the episode wa ove r, lsab I kissed 
Fred goodnight and le ft the ba r. 

T hat night, Demmings wa lked 
home with Fred . When they 
stopped at the couple' r ntecl 

cottage on Main treet, Isabel came to 
the door in he r white cotton nightdress. 
It was the las t time anyone o th r than

" shot me, Fred 
yelled. "1 
'Want to make

Fred would see her alive. Inside, the two 
e ttled down to drink and talk. Later, 

Fred claimed he told Isabel that he 
wanted to leave and remrn to the wife 
he'd left behind in Colorado. 

I abel went wild at this, Fred said. She 
attacked him , but he pushed her away. 

he reached for a pi tol on the night­
tand and shot him twice before he 

wrested it away from he r. v\Th en she 
turned to grab anotl1er pistol on a shelf 
above the bed, he said , the only way to 
stop her was to shoot her first. He fired 
three hots, hitting I abel in the neck 
and back and killing her instantly. Then , 
in his underwear, witl1 blood sU"eaming 
from his chest, he ran out of the house 
and down the treet. There he met 
Rhyolite night watchman Harry O 'Brien. 

"I shot orma, and orma shot me," 
Fred yelled. "I want to make a confes-

. I" io n. 

But after he calmed down, sobered 
up, and realized tl1at his wounds were

superficial, Fred changed his mind about 
the confession. 

I abel' corpse was removed to 
Bacigalupi's Undertaking Parlor, where 
a multitude of bru ises and cuts found on 
her body indicated she had been beaten 
on more than one occasion. Ouu·aged 
citizens suggested that a lynching might 
be in order. T he sheriff qu ickly moved 
Fred to Beatty and then to Tonopah for 
safekeeping. 

During Fred 's murder trial in 
Tonopah prosecuting attorneys read 
the letter Isabel had written h im in jail. 
"Dearest," she wrote, "you hould u-y to 
brace up and trust me. I wou ldn 't have 
gone th is far ifl hadn't intended to stick 
to you . .. No matter what anyone thinks 
of you I know you to be u·u ly good." 

Chief prosecutor Pat McCarran, who 
would become a powerful U.S. Senator 
from Nevada, easily led a wi ll ing jury 
to the conclusion that Fred wa guilty 
as charged. In late March, Fred was sen­
tenced to life in prison-a term many 
thought too lenient-and u·ansported 
to tl1 e Carson City pen itentia1-y. 

On appeal, the sentence was reduced 
to 50 years, and Fred was paroled in 
1923. He was arrested for bootlegging 
in Las Vegas in 1936 and spent another 
two years in prison. 

And the remains of Isabel "Sadie" 
Heskett? Shortly after the murder, C.C. 
Heske tt arrived in Rhyolite to coll ect tl1e 
body of h is wife and escort her back to 
her fami ly in Seattle. Isabel was buried in 
mid:Janua1-y in the Peterman fami ly plot 
at the Crown Hill Cemete1-y in Ballard, 
Washington . 

The la t known trace of Fred Skinne 1~ 

Isabel's letter to Fred, who was in ja il in 
Manhattan for punching a district court judge. 

a brief mention in his sister's 1961 
obima1-y when he was about 82 years old , 
bowed him to be living in Vancouver, 

Washington , less than 200 mi les from 
Isabel's gravesite. 

So, who is buried in that grave by the 
Rhyolite depot? No one, according to 
Kari Cough lin, Rhyolite historian and 
cofounder of tl1e Friends of Rhyolite. 
Coughlin says an old-timer revealed to 
her that Mrs. Hershel Heisler, the last 
owner ofRh yolite in the 1960s, created 
the graves as a tourist attraction.

Building, the rail road depot, and the 
Rhyolite Bottle House, bu il t witl1 30,000 
bottles in 1906. Another atu-action is 
the Goldwell Open Air Museum 
(www.go ldwe ll m use u m .org) 
where avant-garde scul ptures 
tand near the town' enu-ance. 

Rhyolite i located four mil e 
west of Beatty and 120 miles 
northwest of Las Vegas via U.S. 

95 and State Route 374. Rhyoli te is man­
aged by the Bureau of Land Manage­
ment (Tonopah office, 775-482-7800). A 
volunteer Web site (rhyoli tesite.com) in­
clude a tour of Rhyolite historical sites.

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Highly adaptive 
and intelligent, 
coyotes have thrived 
in both rural and 
urban Nevada.

The coyotes are howling in J acks 
Valley tonight. Most evenings in 

orthern evada the ir choir 
practice begins long afte r the 

sun is down . We call it the "coyote chorus." 
"Hey, listen," my husband, J eff, might 

ay. Then we 'll fa ll silent, and off in the 
distanc the varied "Yip, yi p, yeooow" will 
emerge. We try to imagine tJ1e coyotes out 
there in the dark. Are they howling a t the 
moon? Did they just kill a rabbit-or the 
neighbor' cat? 

Coyotes thrive in the Silver State, in-
pi1-ing our admi ra tion and reverence as 

well a loathing and fear. Perhaps we are 
fa cinated v.~th coyotes becau e we have so 
much in common. oyotes are smart and 
cunning, and o are we. oyotes love 
chicken, beef, and lamb, and so do we. 

Before Europeans a rrived in North 
America, coyotes lived only west of the 
Mississippi River. But as wolf population 
declined , coyotes moved east into the 
wo lve ' lerritory and now are found in 
eve1)' state except Hawaii . 

Why did the coyote flourish where the 
wol f fa iled? Wolves depend on an elaborate 
ocial ystem and gather to hunt large prey. 
oyote · on the o ther hand can hunt alone 

and will ea t almo t anything, from berries 
to bug . 

That creative intelligenc i the key to 
the c yote' succes , ays Thomas Hall , a 
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fo rmer assistant state directo r for the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 's Wildlife 
Se rvices in Reno and now based in Fort 
Collins, Colorado. Hall dealt with evada 
coyotes for more than 20 yea rs a a wildlife 
biologist, primarily helping farmers and 
ranchers minimize livestock losse . 

" oyotes are highly adaptable, brilliant 

animals, and I have nothing but re peel 
for them," Hall says. "It makes them the 
toughest to control, tll ough." 

Ranchers can legally remove or kill coy­
otes that tllreaten the ir livestock, Hall says, 
bu t some ra nchers have discovered that 
guard animals like llamas, donkeys, and 
clog will effectively repel the wily canine .

"We u ed to fi gure losing about 50 per­
cen t of th lamb to coyotes," he says.

And we still see coy­
ote al l the ti me." 

When Hu sman first employed his two 
llamas, both barren fe males, he was unsure 
exactly what they did to repel tlie coyotes. 
Then he wiu1es d an encounte r. 

"One morning real early we looked out, 
and the re was a coyote u)'i ng to cut out

an older ewe," he says. "One llam a got the 
sheep and herded tli em in to a corne1~ 

and tlie o ther llama wa up there with the 
coyote, witl1 he r head down, and he was 
butting at tli e coyote and kicking at it with 
her front feet, not letting it get by her. 
Eventually she ju t wore the coyote down ." 

Most rancher and farmers don 't 
mind having a few coyotes around 
to keep the rodents under control 

as long a they leave tli e live tock alone. 
till , it's a deli cate balancing act. 
Jim Greil grew up on the farm he now 

opera tes in Washoe Valley. He taught in 
the agriculture department at Cal Poly, an 
Luis Obispo for l 7 years and worked as an

agronomist for everal large fa rms in the 
an J oaquin Valley for five years before re­

turning to evada. He remembers a time 
in the 1950s, when, he says, government 
trapping and poi oning nearly annihi­
lated the coyote. 

"We were almo t overrun with rabbi ts 
and otl1er rodents after tliat," h ay . "I 
remember shooting up to a dozen rabbi ts 
each nightjust to keep up. There was li t­
tle feed fo r live tock and deer, and it was 
virtually impossible to raise hay." Gre il say 
that after the coyotes returned to Washoe 
Valley, tlie rodent and rabbit problem 
diminished to "a manageable level. " 

Academics and laymen who tudy th 
coyote agree that this is a species worth 
examining. The coyote (Canis latrans, or 
"barking clog") is one of e ight members of 
the clog fami ly, including tlie gray wolf, red 
wolf, j ackal , and domestic clog. Desert 
coyotes weigh 20 to 30 pounds, while 
mountain coyote are darker and larger, 
weighing up to 50 pounds. Coyotes usually 
mate for li fe . In early spring, th female 
gives birth to up to five pups in a den. Her 
mate will often biing food to her while 
she's birthing or nursing. 

Coyote are great athlete - leaping as 
fa r as 14 feet and printing 40 mph fo r 
ho rt distances. Tagged animals have 

been recorded u-aveling up to 400 miles. 
Th y are mostl soli tary hun ters, some­
times teaming up to hunt larger prey. 
When the young offspiing becom mobile,

oyote are omnivores and will eat rab­

bits, rodents, reptiles, carrion, fruit, and 
in ects in the wild. In human-populated 
areas, they may al o eat pets, live tock, and 
garbage. In rural Nevada, coyotes have 
been known to chew on irrigation pipe 
made of polyvinyl chloride. 

"It's the weirde t thing-they like to 
chew on those PV pipes, as do bears," 
Hall says. "I'd love to know what is in there 
that these animals ar attracted to." 

Coyotes also are common in outhern 
Nevada, where the bulk of evada's 2.2 
million people live. In Las Vegas, the 
perennially "fastest growing city in th 
.. ,"coyotes fall under thejuri diction of 

Darren Williams, a wildlife biologi t with 
DA-Wildlife ervice .

Licularly like the area's golf course and 
greenbelts, he says. 

"We have two big problems with urban 
coyotes," Williams says. "First, people who 
feed the coyotes are doing them more 
harm than good. When coyote get habit­
uated to human , that's when I get called. 
I always ay, 'A fed coyote is a dead coy­
ote.'" On day Williams was called to a Las 
Vegas gravel business where employee 
had been feeding coyote on their lunch 
hour. A weekend jogger was approached 
by a coyote, and when no food was offered, 
the coyote advanced. The jogger turned 
and ran, and the coyote chased him and 
bit him in the leg. 

''We alway say it's not the per on fe d­
ing the coyote who's going to get bitten ," 
Williams says. 

Di ease is the second problem. "I am 
constantly monitoring disea e factors," 
Williams says. "People don 't realize that 
coyotes can carry external and internal 
parasites, several viruses including bubonic 
plague, and other disease that can be 
transmitted to them or their pets."

Elko wildlife photographer ynthia 
Delaney has seen coyote in many itua­
tions. "I think coyote are incredible-scav­
eng rs and scoundrel , no doubt-but 
sunrivors," she say . "I remember eeing 
one coyote sitting in a pouring rain, just 
cowling like it was omeone' fault." 

Delaney ha een coyote jumping up 
and down on the ground "like Mexican 
jumping bean ." he says, "It tum out they 

were pouncing on grasshoppers and carf­
ing them down like hot cake ." 

Besides nighttime serenade , coyotes 
have entertained my husband and me 
many times near our Carson Valley home. 
Once we saw some splashing among the 
tall gras es at a small pond where we always 
stop and look for water birds. It turned out 
to b a coyote jumping and splashing on 
the shore. Then we saw a huge carp churn­
ing tall roostertail of water. Finally, the coy­
ote managed to grab the fi h, which was 
nearly as big a he wa , and pull it ashore, 
where he tared at his prize. 

The coyote would walk away into the tall 
gras and attempt to neak up on the fi h, 
but at the carp's li ghte t movement the 
coyote would jump traight up in the air. 
We left after an hour, and the coyote was 
still hopping. 

I bet he had som thing to howl about 
that night.

Nevada Indian tribes feature coyote in a great 
number of their folk tales, several of which explain the 
natives' beginnings. The Western Shoshone were 
among the first people to inhabit the desert and 
mountains of what is now Eastern evada. In 1965, the 
chief of the Western Shoshone Indian ation, Frank 
Temoke Sr., a native of Ruby Valley, wrote of their origins: in 1861 from St. Joseph, Missouri, to 

Mark Twain came to Car on City. Twain described the coy-"Our legends tell u how we were brought to thi land by 
the Coyote. We know that we are the first people upon thi 
continent and the true owne1 . And like the Coyote al o we 
have been ubject to much '~olence since the coming of the 
white man upon our land ." 

Many Wa hoe and Paiute tribal stories al o include the coy­
ote, who frequently gets into trouble. In one tale, the coyote 
carries a large basket containing the forefathers of the many 
band tl1at are to inhabit variou areas. The coyote is unable 
to quell hi curiosity before reaching hi destination and 
peek under the lid, releasing much of tl1e contents and thu 
changing the future. 

In Roughing It (1872), Mark Twain wrote about the first time 
he aw a coyote during his three-week stagecoach journey

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A group of old-timers taught me about friendship 
and loyalty at a Harrah's Reno craps table.

conducL train ing for two weeks, with pay, before sending the graduate onto I 
owe my cousin. He was a hift upervisor at Harrah 's Reno, wh ich gave him pull when I needed 
it. It was 1967 and I was fre h out of the army. Each J une Harrah 's would hire a dozen col­
lege students to deal crap . ro experience was n cessary becau e the casino would 

the casino !:lo r. The 12 spots in the class were highly coveted, and ~"llJ!i']J!tt;l. 

you needed pull to get in. My cou in came through for me. .....,•:-:-......Ji~~~---
When our basic training was completed, I was assigned an exp rienced 

deale r who would upervi e me [o r Lwo days. My sponsor, Tony, was a 
dark-haired man in hi 30 who eemecl to know all the women black­
j a k deale rs. Over coffee Tony told me he had gone through Harrah 's 

um mer crap chool ix years earlier, had earned a bachelor's d gree at 
the University of 1 evacla, Reno, and th n decided to deal fu ll-time. 

Our Lable would be a 10-cent craps game in the front of the casino. 
T hi table was the courge of the expe rienced dealers but the bu i t 
game in the hou e, with a be tting limit that started at 10 cents and 
went up Lo 1,000. 

After coffee Tony and I slowly walked toward the game, pa t bu y 
blackjack table and clanging slo t machines. When we reached the 
fr nt of the casino, all I could hear was a din and the pounding of 
my heart. You couldn 't even see our craps table----only a sea of cream­
ing men, crammed togethe r and moving one way and then anothe r~ 

like whea t undulating in a Midwestern fi eld. I felt my stomach !:l ip and 
fo ught the urg to run . 

"Goel , every clime pook in town must be he re," Tony mutte red to 
me. "They mu t have heard the new class is orn ing out ton ight. Th is 
is going to be hell. " 

Hell ? It was, and iL lasted for eight hours 
and showed me how much I didn 't know 
about dealing raps. Still , I managed LO ge t 
thro ugh th shift. During a coffee break I 
asked Tony about the players he called 
clime spooks. 

"It's what we call the old bums who live 
here," he said. "They play cl ime craps dur­
ing the clay, maybe risking a do llar, and get 
all the free drinks they want. They sleep in 
the lounges, when they are n 't being rousted 
by the securi Ly guards, and eat in the cafe­
te rias. It's cheap and warm and d ry. Th y've 
bui lt up qu ite a clan. In fac t, the re mu L be 
20 o r 30 of them now, and we'd be a lot 
beue r off if th y'd go somewher else." 

Dime pooks- it was someth ing new to 
me. 

By th ncl of the fir t week I was feeling

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more confident, a were my classmate . 
T he dime pooks were there every day, 
and a group of more inte resting people 
you would not find anywher . One, who 
called him elf Charles-not harley bu t 

harles-had an eye that looked askew, 
and it was hard to look at him '~~ thout 

taring off in the direction his walleye 
wa aimed . Another spook called Corky 
popped his finger out of his mouth every 
time the dice ro lled. It was an irri tating 
ound at fi rst, but you got used to it. 

T his collection of men generally was 
fl amboyant in dress, even though the ir 
clothes were worn and patched . One day I 
had to suppress a laugh when Charles ap­
peared in an old tan wool suit with cuffed, 

get too close to them, or you' ll stink like 
they do. I '~sh to hell they'd go away." 

I
n September, l started cla ses at the uni­
versity and went fro m fu ll time at 
Harrah 's to part time, but I fo und my­

selJlooking fo rward to the weekend when 
I could join the dime pooks and their ex­
tended, close-kni t family. T hey knew every­
thing about each other, so if you had a 
que tion about one, you could a k any of 
them and get the ame answer. T hey loved 
to laugh and play small j okes on each 
o ther, ometimes a llm~ng us deale rs to get 
in on the prank. 

After a few more months of dealing, I 
learned that Old J ohn had been a boxer 

No one but Old John used his box, 
and dime spooks and dealers alike 
would defend that sacred cow. 
baggy trousers, a Hawaiian shi rt, and a 
brown tie with a hula girl pain ted on it. He 
looked a if he had stepped out of a 1930s 
mo~e . 

All the dime pooks were freshly shaved 
and clean every day, and two of them­
Silver J oe \~th his slicked-back silver hair 
and a tall man we called Long Tom-al­
way wore pre ed suits, starched white 
hirts, and ties. None of the pooks wa 
~sibly drunk, ever, even though they took 
the free drinks Ham1h 's offered players. 

Then there wa Old J ohn , a ti ny, wiz­
ened, white-haired, ancient man who wa 
j ust tall enough to peer over the rim of the 
table but not enough to ee the layout and 
place bets, o Harrah 's kept a small box 
labeled "Old J ohn" under the table so he 
could stand on it while he played. o one 
but Old J ohn used the box, and dime 
spooks and dealers alike would defend that 
sacred cow. He was c1i ppled and walked 
with the aid of a cane, and when he came 
up to the craps game at about 10 o'clock 
every morning, the fi rst thing you 'd see was 
his cane hooking over the rim, and tho e 
nearby would shout, "OldJohn 's here. Get 
the box!" 

I discovered du1ing the summer that the 
regular dealers at this table, including me, 
were part of the dime spooks ' coterie, that 
'~thout the bantering their days wouldn 't 
be comple te, and I accepted the role 
gladly. In fac t, it was fun to go to work, in 
large part becau e of the dime spooks, and 
when I mentioned this to Tony, he looked 
at me as if I were crazy. 

"They're just bums," he retorted . "Don 't 
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and a re pected j ockey in his youth , that 
Silver J oe had been published in 17ie 
Satunlay Evening Post when he lived in ew 
Yo rk ity, and that Corky had been a hero 
in the Battle of Anzio during World War II. 
Corky had been wounded several times, 
but you'd neve r know it to look at him, ex­
cept for his popping fetish , which one of 
the spooks told me was the result of his 
be ing hell-shocked from tl1at ordeal. 

All of these old men were single, di­
vorced , or \~ <lowed . Several hadn 't seen 
the ir children in years. Many of them lived 
in a rooming house a few blocks fro m the 
casino. Their group was like a club, witl1 
the member hip requirements be ing 
longevity of year , having very few assets, 
and being alone. I felt so rry fo r them until 
one of tl1em got sick, because all tl1e otl1-
ers ~sited him in the hospi tal and later at 
hi room when he was recuperating, taking 
him food and magazines and spending 
ti me with him . They looked out fo r each 
o tl1er. 

Old J ohn was the one I really grew to 
like. On weekends he would move his box 
near the second dealer's spot so he could 
chat with me when we weren't so busy, and 
I was told by several otl1er dime spooks tl1at 
it truly was an honor since he had not 
moved his box fo r at least five years. Old 
J ohn told de lightful stories about running 
numbers for ew York mobsters afte r he 
had been hurt in a horse-riding accident 
and couldn 't be a j ockey anymore. His 
de criptions of the high life-the elegant 
parties, the best booze, the gorgeous 
women-were what a young man dreams 

of. He told me he had been married sev­
eral time , had gone th rough hundreds of 
thousand of dollars, and had two kids back 
Ea t whom he hadn 't een fo r years. At 80 
or o yea1 of age, he told me he was alone 
but had his memories, his fellow dim 
·pooks, and his fun at Harrah 's, and he said 
it was enough , that he thanked God every 
day for his wonderfu l life. 

Old J ohn would invest no more than $5 
a day and usually a lot less, all of it in 10-
cent chips. sually he walked away a ~~ n­

ner by a dollar or two at the end of what 
he called his "shift." When he left, he always 
pu t a dime chip on the line as a bet fo r the 
deale rs and called out in a loud voice, "For 
the boys, fo r your wonderful ervice and 
friendship." There were no female craps 
deale1 then, so the term "boys" often was 
used by customers when referring to a 
craps crew. Old J ohn explained that he 
spoke loudly when placing the e bets to 
help educate other players about the im­
portance of taking care of their deale rs. If 
his bet won, we would put all of20 cen ts in 
our d rawer, but it was hi reference to our 
fri endship that bound me to him. How 
could I not care for thi old man? 

One afternoon, after a lo ing day, he 
told me under his breatl1 that hi Mnnings 
we re important, that they allowed him to 
eat dinne r. This made me want to help, a 
notion I struggled with because I kept 
thinking about Tony' warning to not en­
courage the dime pooks because they 
were "bum ." But I fo und my elf watching 
out fo r Old j ohn. I would di cover him in 
the evenings afte r my hift, nodding off in 
a n icked-away lounge chai1~ and I would 
watch for a moment to make ure he was 
breathing. One day I asked ano tl1er dime 
spook ifjohn was getting enough food, and 
the man retorted, "Of course he is! If he 
can't afford it, we' ll take care of him ." I 
didn 't ask the question again . 

Christmas and ew Year' were busy at 
Harrah 's and allowed me to work fu ll 
time fo r a few weeks, but my li fe 

seemed caught in a time trap: go to classe , 
study Sunday night through Thursday, 
take Friday night off, work at Harrah's over 
the weekend. I got involved with things 
other than dime spooks, and whenever Old 
j ohn told me one of his to1ies, I found he 
had told it to me before. Even though I 
feigned attention, I had difficul ty hoMng 
interest, which j ohn oon realized and 
stopped mo~ng his box close to me. It 
stung a little. 

One Saturday in February, Old J ohn 
didn 't show up, and my dealing crew, in­
cluding me, didn 't no tice until the next

day, when he didn't show up again. We 
asked where he was and were told, "He 's 
sick." I wondered ifI should visit him in his 
room, but I was busy and let the idea slip. 
The next Saturday, I learned that Old John 
had been taken to the hospital. Again I 
thought about vi iring him after shift, but 
I had a date that night and put it off until 

unday. I felt guilty that I hadn't paid more 
attention to his retelling his stories. Besides, 
I was concerned for him. 

When I came to work the next morning, 
the dime pooks were subdued, and I 
feared the worst. They told me Old John 
had pas ed away during the night, com­
fortably and in his sleep. 

My feelings were different than I would 
have expected. Certain ly, there was sorrow 
for this old man and for his fami ly of dime 
spooks at losing one of their own, but there 
was more than that: a sense that something 
major in this microcosm of life, this tiny 
world within a world at Harrah 's, was 
changing, like a river that changes course 
during a flood , neve r to return to its origi­
nal path. 

Old John 's funeral was set for Wednes­
day afternoon at a nearby church, and the 
clime spooks got permission to take Old 
John 's box from under the craps table to 
use at the ceremony. The hole it left was 
huge, and there was no bantering during 
our Sunday shift. 

On Wednesday, I went to the church and 
was surprised to see I was the only Harrah 's 
employee in attendance, but all the dime 
spooks I knew were there, plus others, 
perhaps 30 in all. Old John 's box was on 
a draped pedestal next to his casket and 
fill ed with flowers, and the priest said the 
old man 's friends wanted the box to be 
bu1ied with him "so he could see to play 
heavenly dice." either of Old J ohn's ch il­
dren was there. Many of the spooks told sto­
ries about their friend , stmies I had heard 
several times from J ohn, but with someone 
e lse te lling the tales, they were fresh agai n, 
and we all laughed. Toward the end of the 
service, that strange feeling I'd had earlier 
returned and nagged at me, telling me the 
dime spooks' armor had been breached 
with the old man 's passing, that the pro-

tective barrier a.round their club was dam­
aged. It was a feeling I didn 't like at a.II. 

In the weeks that fo llowed, life at the 10-
cent table at Harrah 's returned to normal , 
with the tories and joke , and we often 
talked about Old John . We retold his tales, 
which made it eem he sti ll was with us, and 
every day I dealt, at about ten o'clock, I 
found myself waiting for Old John 's cane to 
hook over the rim of the table so someone 
could shout to get his box. 

During the next summer the minimum 
betting limit on all craps games was raised 
to a quarter, wh ich shut down the dime 
spooks, and they d isappeared a if they'd 
been swept away by a 15-cent tornado. The 
day the higher limit went into effect was the 
day I saw no more of them at Harrah 's. Of 
course, I'd see them in the few other casi­
nos where dime game continued, but 
those place were not the class act that 
Harrah 's con idered itself to be. It was the 
pas ing of an era. 

Recently I vi ited Harrah's again and 
was surprised to ee how large it had 
grown, covering everal blocks. In 

the cente r of tl1e ca ino was a pit with six 
craps games grouped in a circle, and I was 
drawn by the banter of the croupier calling 
for a good roll of tl1 e dice. When I pulled 

out my wal let, I \.vas startl ed to see tl1e min­
imum bet was considerably more than a 
clime, but I cashed a 20 and began to play, 
remembering my dime spook days. 

My playing lasted all of 10 minutes, and 
I actual ly won a little. As I turned to leave, 
I put a $5 chip on the line and said loudly, 
"For the boys, for your wonderful service 
and friendship." 

The woman dealer gave me a puzzled 
look but smiled. "For the boys," she 
houted to the others, and they all thanked 

me for tl1e bet. 
I headed toward the cashier's cage to 

cash in my meager winnings, thinking 
about the dime spooks. My pity for them, 
for their poverty and loneliness, was gone, 
and in its place was the knowledge that they 
had good lives because they had each 
other, and no one could ask for more. I 
felt honored to have been a part of their 
clan, if only for a short while, and as I 
conti nued toward the cashier, I whispered 
to Old J ohn tl1at I had played a bet for 
him, "for the boys."

Love." 

Thi diverse coll ection of songs turn 
out to beau efu l tool hed. "Radio Ga Ga" 
and "One Voice" are bent to su it Elton's 
satiric thesis. "You 're My Best Friend" pro­
vides an old-fash ioned love song for the 
two leads. And how better to dismiss an in­
effective field general (scenery-chewing 
Rich Hebert) than "Another One Bites 
The Dust"? 

The Broadway-quality production is en­
hanced by colorful, fluid set design by 
Mark Fisher, who has staged big rock tours 
for U2 and the Rolling Stones. An eight­
piece band, though unseen for most of tl1e 
show, delivers tl1e Queen songs with a 
versati le yet authoritative credibility. 

The story runs out of gas by the time 
an old hippie named Pops (Douglas 
Crawford) gives the you ng saviors a mo­
torcycle ride to the gates of Graceland in 
search of a buried "axe" that will save the 
music. The jokes are mostly juvenile or 
repetitive, tl1e vi llains cartoonish, and the 
dialogue almost always delivered with 
pumped-up urgency. 

But it's the songs people come for. By 
the end, the plot is largely abandoned in 
favor of a concert-style finale on an arena­
rock set. 

Ty Taylor plays a character who confuses his 
rock history and calls himself "Britney." 

And that's just as wel l. lf"We Will Rock 
You" is to have long-term support on the 
Strip, it most likely ~~ II come from clas ic 
rockers and not Broadway traditionali ts. 
For them, the message i indeed a sincere 
one about the purity of rock and the 

loyalty to the larger-than-life bands that 
played it before music became just an­
other commodity to market alongside 
video games. The energetic singing of the 
young cast give the Queen songs life be­
yond the bal lpark. The performance qual­
ity of the mu ic linger long after the jokes 
are forgotten. 

And what about "Bohemian Rhapsody"? 
Well , it's an encore. The most famous 
Queen ong i the one tl1at doesn 't quite 
fit. It hould have been the signpost for the 
re t of the production: minimum talking, 
maximum rocking. And don't forget 
your lighter.

Laughlin shows it's more 
than a vacation bargain with 
events, gourmet rooms, outlet 
shopping, and river cruises.

I
n the beginning, Laughlin made its name by 
offering vi itors inexpen ive food and 
rooms. Touri ts flocked to the li ttle town on 
the olorado River to enjoy the Riverside 
Re ort's 98-cent all-you-<:an-eat fried-<:hicken 

dinner and a nice, clean room that often cost le 
than $15. 

These days, Laughlin, located 95 miles southeast 
of Las Vegas, has outgrown the need for gimmicks 
as more than four million tourists visit the" evada 
Riviera" each year. While they still find plenty of 
bargajn , Laughlin has evolved into a full-service 
resort commun ity with golf courses, hotel-<:asinos, 
fir t-<:las rooms and suites, gourmet dining, a 
microbr wery, a shopping mall, and big-name 
entertainment 

Throughout tl1e year, Laughlin ho ts many spe­
cial events, rangi ng from rodeos to dragon-boat 
races to tl1e giant River Run motorcycle rally. 

Tourists also are attracted by Laughlin 's climate. 
The weather i hot in the summer but pleasantly 
mild the rest of the year. The town's two seasons 
attract two di tinct types of visitors. In winter, the 
place is jammed with "snowbirds"-RVers who 
migrate south to warmer climes and then return 
north in spring. In summer, Laughlin 's rooms fill 
with water-sports enthusiasts, lured by the chance 
to play on the Colorado River. 

Laughlin Discovered: By any stan­
dard, Laughlin is a new community. Originally 
known as South Pointe, because it was near the 
southernmost tip of evada, the town was estab­
lished in the 1940s when a small motel and bar 
opened to serve gold and si lver prospectors as well 
as workers building neru·by Davis Dam. 

In 1964, Don Laughlin , owner of the 101 Club 
in orth Las Vegas, happened to fly over the area 
and saw its potential as a gaming destination. He 
bought the eight-room motel and bar, renamed it 
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Laughlin hotel-casinos line the Colorado River near the southern tip of Nevada.

the Riverside Resort, and began offering limitle chicken dinners, 
a dozen slot machine , and two blackjack table . Becau e he and 
hi family needed omewhere to live, only four of the motel room 
were available for guests. 

Don Laughlin's little motel has grown. Today, the Riverside has 
more than 1,400 room along with a six-scr n movie complex, 
a half-dozen re taurants, a 34-lane bowling alley, and an auto 
museum featuring about 70 clas ic cars. 

Beyond Bargains: The adage " ucce s breed com­
petition" has held true in Laughlin. There are now eight other 
major re orts offering nearly 10,000 rooms as well as restaurants, 
meeting areas, cruise boats, and even a small-scale train. 

"One of our main am-ibutes has been affordability all through 
the years. The hotels have been able to maintain that," note Meg 
McDaniel, regional sales manager of the Las Vegas Convention 
and Vi itors Authority office in Laughlin. 

Visitors who cruise Casino Drive--where nearly all the re rts 
line the river-will see signs promoting such meal deals as a 3.99 
heese lasagna dinner at the Ramada Express and a 5.99 teak 

and pasta dinner at the Flamingo Laughlin. The Pioneer has of­
fered the Six hooter Breakfast con i ting of two eggs, two piece 
of bacon, two sau age , hash brmvn , and toast or bi cuit-all for 

3.50. The town has even gained an In-N-Out Burger, luring fans 
of the legendary So-Cal hamburger chain. 
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Th bigg t change in Laughlin has been the continual up­
grading of the resorts, McDaniel ays. ln recent years, Harrah's 
Laughlin completed a &-million remodeling of its Fresh Market 
Buffet and revamping of its steakhouse. The River Palms reno­
vated its soutl1 tower, and the Golden Nugget open d the Deck, 
Laughlin 'sonly open-air re taurant that sits right on the river. 

"We offer a great product," McDaniel ays. As a local, he has 
learned one of the real bargains in Laughlin is that nearly every 
resort has an upscale restaurant or room that serves gourmet 
dishes at a fraction of the co t they would be in hotels in bigger 
cities. Popular gourmet room include Orleans at the Colorado 
Belle, Alta V illa at the Flamingo Laughlin, Granny's at the Pioneer, 
the Steakhouse and Passagio Italian Gardens at tl1e Ramada 
Express, Madeleine's Lodge at the River Palms, the Gourmet 
Room at tl1e Riverside, and the Range Steakhouse at Harrah 's

Laughlin (a multi-year winner in evcula Magazine's annual "Best 
of evada" readers' poll) , 

McDaniel ay Laugh lin , which has grown from 100 full-time 
residents in 1972 to its curr nt population of about 8,000, has also 
experienced an explo ion in non-gaming attraction and ameni­
tie . Thi year, work began on the Laughlin Bay Marina, a privately 
owned marina on the Colorado River that will have llO slips and 
four boat launches. Laughlin has two 18-hole championship golf 
cours , the Emerald River Golf Club (702-298-0061) and Mojave 
Resort Golf Club (702-535-4653). A hot of companie lease 
personal watercraft and speedboats for u e on tl1e wide waters of 
the Colorado. 

Shoppe1 and movie fan can check out the Horizon Outlet 
Center, home to a nine- creen theater and 55 discount outlet 
stores selling national brands such as Bass Shoes, Van Heusen, 
Reebok, and Izod. 

River City: One of Laughlin ' best attributes is the 
Colorado River. This channel of water eparates Laughlin from 
its ister community of Bullhead City, Arizona, and offers a pleas­
ant backdrop for the resorts, which are linked by a land caped 
river walk. Many of the hotel-casinos have riverside dining room . 
In front of the Colorado Belle, you'll find an arbor where you can 
admire several varietie ofkoi and feed tl1em food pellets (25 cents 
a handful). 

River taxis, a reminder ofLaughlin 's early days, pull up to docks 
beside nearly every casino. Before the construction of the 
Laughlin Bridge in 1987 tl1e shorte t way to travel between the 
hotels and Bullhead City and Laughlin was by water taxi. While 
no longer free, tl1e taxi , which stop about every 10 minute , are 
fun and fairly inexpensive- 3 per person one way or 6 round 
trip. 

everal cruise boats and sightseeing yachts offer tours of the 
river between the hotels and Davis Dam. ome trips go as far outh 
as the London Bridge at Lake Havasu ity. The Laughlin Visitor 
Center (800-4LAUGHLI , www.visitlaughlin.com) has informa­
tion on river tours. 

Outdoor Recreation: Big Bend of the Colorado 
State Recreation Area (702-298-1859) i located five miles south 
of Laughlin ' casino row. The 2,335-acr park has a boat launch 
and nearly two miles of shoreline and riparian areas that are home

There is no Alice in Wonderland quiva­
lent to the Flying Cavettis, a pair of char­
acters invented by Wilson and expanded 
by actors Cheetah Platt and y Platt. 
Known as Linguini and Lamborghini , the 
two rubber-bodied brothers climb each 
other's shoulders and the wall of the set 
wearing pink flamingo costume in a ly 
imitation of" irque du oleil." They sport 
1 otard and weird masks when they stuff 
Wil on inside the Cheshire Cat Pi1iata of 
Death and mack it with a giant hammer. 
Before the how starts, the two wear wait-

rs ' outfits and mingle in the ammy's 
Showroom audience with hilarious results. 

Following the how's rule that there are 
no rules, Alice's tea party is converted into 
Tea Time, a TV game show. Dre ed as a 
cowboy and a cow from Fernley, Linguini 
and Lamborghini are joined on tage by a 
hapless memb r of the aud ience. After an­
swering a question correctly, tl1e innocent 
conte tant eats hi prize, a Ding Dong. 
Then-Alice-like-he di appea1 , tl1anks to 
an illu ion created by set-bui lder raig 
Dickens. 

Comedy and dance are the trongest 
feature of"Wonderland." Wil on carefully 
crafts the buildups to hi jokes and fre­
quently catche the aud ience off guard. 
The dance troupe, wh ich include ari 
Anna, Christian Casas, Gina Gral, Lind ay 
J anisse, Angel May Reed, Lauren chmidt, 
and Sarah Jes ica hell, doe a first-rate job 
with the choreography de igned by J.T. 
Horen tein, who e credits include irque 
du oleil and various Broadway produc­
tion . B cau e of the how' fast pace and 
whi rling dance numbers, the ca t of 10 
feel like a cast of 100. 

Wilson advises showgoers to leave their 
preconceived notions of live tl1eater at the 
door. "We want to overload your circuits to 
the point that you give up trying to figure 
out what' real and what' not real," he 
ay .

Soon we reach the tockmen's Hotel in Elko, a half-century­
old landmark where everyone wants to stay.

The only 
way you can get a room at the Stockmen 's during Cowboy Poetry 
i to be on "the list." One year, miracu lously, our names appeared 
on the list, and we've had a room ver since.

Today, 
visitor can xplore Caliente' re tor d 
Mission- tyle depot during a walking 
tour of the hi to1ic railroad town. 

Track eparate re idential neighbor­
hood from the depot, which once 
hou ed a hotel, re taurant, and t I -
graph office. The picturesque U.P. sta­
tion wa built in 1923 with a ti le roof. 
The original station had burn dafter its 
wood roof was t ablaze by emb r e -
caping from steam locomotive . 

Th ar a was known 
as Dutch Flat in the 
1870 and later as Cul­
verwell , the name of 
the rancher who pur­
chased the Jackman 
Ranch in 1874. Lo­
cat d 149 mil s north 
of Las Vegas, th town 
was laid out in 1901 
and nam d Calientes 
(Span i h for "hot") 
aft r the hot pring in 
the area, but po tal au­
thorities dropped the "s" when the po t 
office open d on August 3 of that year. 
In the 1930s Caliente 's population wa 
about 5,000. Today, nearly 1,000 re i­
dents live in the town. 

Th d pot now is occupied by the 
Cali nt hamber of Commerce, city 
offices, the library, the ommunity 
College of outhern vada, an art 
gallery, and the Retired S nior 
Volunteer Program. Touri ts may visit 
from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday to Friday. 
Outside, you can view a boxcar paint d 
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with hi torical mural and climb aboard 
a caboo e. 

The walking tour explore Caliente's 
bu ine s di trict. top include the 

u lverwell tone Hou e, built in 1860, 
and the Richards Railroad Hotel, circa 
1910. The tour pa th Un ion Pacific 
company row home that hou ed rail­
road workers; the first 18 houses were 
built in 1905. Caliente' roundhou e no 
longer exi ts. "It was torn down in 1950 
when Las Vegas becam the Union 
Pacific division point," xplains Bonni

against fiery embers from steam locomo­
tives. The Caliente Union Pacific Band (left) 
was directed by Frank Wilcox and played in 
the Rose Bowl Parade in 1930, the year this 
photo was taken in front of the depot.
